OTTAWA WILL ASSIST
IN PRESERVATION OF
PROVINGIAL RECORDS

A. G Doughty of Ottawa, Now
in City, Tells of Valuable Work
of Dominien Archives Depart-
ment L

A. G. Doughty of the Dominion Ar-
chieves, Ottawa arrived in the city this
morning from Halifax.' Mr. Doughty is
making a trip of the lower provinces in
connection with the re-organization of the
provincial records apd the efforts which
the dominion govefnment is ma.kmg to for-
mulate a plan for the assistance of the
provinces in the better preservatxon of the
provincial records.

Mr. Doughty had hoped ‘to have met
Rev. Dr. Raymond who was recently ap-
pointed a member of the Historical Mnnu-
scripts Commisgion but Dr.- Raymond is
out of the city. - The other members of

| the commission are Ven Archdeacon Ar-

mitage of Halifax for Nova Seotia; 8ir
Bdward Walker, Prof. Grant and Prof.
‘Wrong of Toronto University, for Ontario;
Prof. Colby of MeGill; The Rector of La-
val Umverslty, Montreal and Hon. Thom-
a8 Chapais for Quebec; Prof. Chester Mar-
tin for Manitoba, and R. E. Gosnell of
Victoria, for Bntuh Columbia. The secre-
tary of State is chairman of the commis-
sion.

Bpeaking of the work of the Archives
Department Mr. Doughty said that it is
found that the plan’ of bringing students
from the various universities to the de-
partment for purposes of study during the
summer vacation, worked out excellently.
There are eome ﬂfteen or twenty of them
and as they go out as teachers in numer-
ous educational institutions good results
are obtained. They are also able to bring
to the archives department  much valu-
able information, The department now
has more than 10,000 original maps of the
dominion dating back to 1759. They also
have 20,000 volumes of manuscripts.

It has been found that the large amount
of valuable h.ltoncal information accumu-
lated in Ottawa is not only useful to his-
torians but to business men and lawyers
in the searching of titles, ete. In' arbitra-
tion cases where the dominion is concern-
ed it has also been found invaluable in
the collecting of evidence and.data, one of
the ‘most recent cages’ now  being before
the Hague. It is not unlikely that the dis-
pute between Quebec and Newfoundland
regarding Labrador will = also. neceesitate
resorting to the archives department. The
purpose of the Historical Manuscripts
Commission. is to advise the government
on the expenditure of money voted for the
archives department. -

Thig meeting :is called for the purpose of
putting in evidence certain documents and
plans and for giving the parties an oppor-
tunity for reference to documentary evi-
dence available at the State House.

The report of the engineers, which has
been promised in August, will take up the
question of the amount of water upon the
river which can be furnished for naviga-
tion and the driving of logs.

In
this connection they are finding the early
reports of the state land agent of particu-
lar value.
