Under the circumstances by which
Birchall has been surrounded while
writing it, his autobiography is almost
as great an outrage against nature as the
murder for which he is about to be ex-
ecuted.

The returns of the losses of the Glou-
cester fishing fleet for last year are not
calculated to encourage Canadians to en-
ter into that employment for the future.
A summary of the statistics shows that
18 vessels valued at $100,000 were lost,
involving the loss of 41 lives. In addi-
tion to these, 3 persons were knocked or
fell overboard, 14 were washed over-
board, 13 were capsized and 11
were lost in dories. This makes
a total loss of 86 lives in the
Gloucester fisheries last year and more
than four-fifths of these lost were Cana-
dians. The proportion of losses was
much smaller in the Canadian fleet.

steel-pointed staff, and hitting about
him.

“About the boy Soudi, there is not the
slighted doubt that he died from the
effects of a kick in the leg given by
Barttelot. Little Soudi was a sturdy chap
and very clever. On several occasions,
before he received the fatal kick, I saw
Barttelot standing before the boy calling
him names, showing his teeth and dis-
torting his face.

“He would turn to me and say, ‘Now
did you ever see such a scoundrel,’ and
would make other remarks, and then re-
sume his antics.

“All this time the boy would stand
motionless before him, with eyes down-
cast, thoroughly submissive. On one
occasion he finished up by hitting the
little fellow a terrible blow on the fore-
head with a siick which raised a lamp
alnost as big as a door knob.

“On the day before the killing of
Barttelot, that is the 1sth of July, 1888,
he gave the little lad the kick from which
he never recoverad. It is quite true, as
Walter Barttelot says, that Soudi died
after Barttelot’s death, but it is equally
true that the boy died from the effects
of the kick, as a gangrene set in and

This was the occasion when he bought
at Stanley Falls the chains for the slaves
which he intended to secure.

“After Maj. Barttelot left me_there
was not a single desertion, and I say
this, notwithstanding the fact that my
log has been quoted to show that deser-
tions still continued, for, from the time
the Maj. left me, I had not lost a
single man. I found the way which had
been lost by Maj. Barttelot, and got to
the village on July 16.

During all that night of the 18th, as
the previous night, the firing of guns
was going on all over the village as an
expression of the hatred in which
Barttelot was held, and the. onl% wonder
is we were not both killed. This was
the condition of affairs on the morning
of the 19th, when Barttelot, unable to
stop the noise and beating of drums,
issued from the house and was shot.
I was myself at the moment going about
the village attempting to quell the dis-
turbance, and was not 10 yards from the
major when he fell. Though I did not
mysgelf actually see Maj. Barttelos fall,
there is no question as to how he died
and why. .

It was on the 18th that Soudi received
the fatal kick, and that I saved the maj-
or’s life when he bit the Maneyama Wwo-
man, and it was on the night of that
same day that he killed the Maneyama—
the comrade of Sanga.

“This man Barttelot prodded quietly
30 times with his steel-pointed cypress
staff, and finished up by beating the
man’s brains out before the eyes of
all in the village. The scene which fol-
lowed was like that which occurred
when he bit the woman, and again I had
to fight to save Barttelot’s life. It was
only by knocking him down myself that
the natives held back, for then they
thought I meant to punish him.

“Maj. Barttelot’s reasons for killi:g
the me#n as he did were that he believ:
him to be the native who had shot at
him and myself while we were sitting in
my house the night before.

“I must say that Barttelot was obliged
to live in my house, because neither the
chief of the village nor any of the
natives wonld give him a house of his
own to live in, and it is necessary to
state that there was no evidence what-
ever to prove that the man whom Bartte-
lot prodded and killed was really the
native who fired the shot.

“As soon as Maj. Rarttelot arrived, on
the 17th, the good feeling which had pre-
viously existed disappeared. The mo-
ment he entered the village he demand-
ed of the chief 60 slaves, to be delivered
within four days, and bananas, palm oil,
etc., at once. The chief said that he
could not get bananas or palm “bil,; and
that all the people had run -away be-
cause of 8o many strangers being in the

I pleaded for the man, but,
after three days’ discussion, the major
decided that Henry shonld have 100
lashes, nothing less.

“On the Sunday when, as was my cus-
tom, I was sending for men for the pur-
pose of calling the roll, Barttelot march-
ed Henry out of the guardroom and said
to me: ‘I am going to tell Henry to pre-
pare for death, as he is going to be shot.’

“] said do you mean to shoot him ?
I thought we had decided not to doso.

“He replied: ‘No, I am not goingto
shoot him but I want to make him be-
lieve that I am.’

“ ‘Why make him believe that he is
to die,”. I remonstrated, *“if you don’t in-
tend to shoot him?’

“To this Bartlelot made no reply, but
calling Henry up told him, in the pres-
ence of the whole garrison, to prepare
for death at day light the next moruing.
Then, under the Soudanese sescort, he
marched the prisoner back to the
guardhouse.

“The garrison was astonished at the
order that the negro was to be shot, and
the moment that the major went away
the men showed their excitement and
astonishment, and came to me to speak
on behalf of the man whom they sup-
posed to be condemned. Scores of them
crowded about me, talking at the same
time and in tones of the greatest excite-
ment. .

“T asked them to be quiet and let one
of their number speak. A spokesman
was selected, and he stated that if Ma).
Barttelot shot John Henry they would
all desert. Itold them that if the man
did wrong, he must be punished; that it
wes for the master to say what his pun-
ishment should be. I told them it was
not their place to interfere, and that
they had better leave it me and go away
quietly. They did so.

“] then went and told Maj. Barttelot
what the men had said, and pointed
out how foolish it was to make threats
which he did not intend to carry out.

+He replied: ‘Then, by —, I will
give him 300 lashes, and nothing will
induce me to alter this decision.’

“On the following morning Henry was
marched out and tied to a post. Four
big Soudanese, not one of them under
six feet in height, were selected to
adminster the punishment. Each man
was to deliver 75 lashes. Henry never
uttered a sound after the first 30 lashes,
a8 he became insensible to pain.

“This scene was the most horrible I
ever saw. Mortification set im, the
man’s flesh fell off in Fieces on the
ground, and his body swelled to twice its
original size. Within 24 hours Henry
died.

“An event which Mr. Stanley does not
refer to was the stabbing of the chief
Uugunga by Major Barttelot. This was
on the occasion referred to by Mr. Walt-
er Barttelot in his book, where it is
stated that I captured eight women and
a child in order to open up trade with
the native tribes. This is correct. I
had captured the women and child and
had succeeded in exchanging 4 of these
women for 32 fowls, some fish and palm
oil, when Maj. Barttelot interrapted my
trading.

“The chief Ungunga was sitting down
with me, and we were all langhing at
the bargaining. I was trying to get as
much as possible for each woman, and
the utmost good nature prevailed.

“Suddenly Maj. Barttelot came up, and
without a word he drew his pocket knife
and stabbed Ungunga in the shoulder.
Confusion followed, and I at once releas-
ed t]l(le other four women and gave them
back.

“Two days after this Ungunda came
to me in secret to have his wounds
dressed. This I did.

+In order to completely understand the
circumstances under which Barttelot
was killed, it is necessary to connect the
various painful incidents which have
been related and to record some other
acts which have not yet been told.

“It was on the 15th of July, 1888, that
1 entered the village in which the major
was subsequently killed. I was made a
present of a horse and abdullak koroni.
The chief of the village gave me quan-
tities of rice and other things to eat, and
there was the best feeling all round.

Everything was quiet for two days.

son (dated 23rd August, 1874) mother of
Mrs. Nealis, all the real and personal

roperty of the testatrix was given to
grh. 1. Allen Jack as trustee, in trust, for
the sole use of testatrix’s daughter, Jane
during her life, and after her death to
her heirs. The income of the estate was
to be: paid over by the trustee as ki
should see fit, and the will contained a
provision that in case of the death of the
said Jane Nealis the property was to
go to her children. This was a friendly
suit for the administration of the estate
in order to get a construclion put upon
the will.

The plaintiffs seek to obtain the corﬁ)s
of the estate as well as the interest. Mr.
Earle, for the plaintiffs, contended that
the rule in Shelly’s case applied, and
that Mrs. Nealis took the property abso-
lutely.

Mr. Jack, for defendants, submitted
that the interest given was only estate,
and asked for directions upon the ques-
tions which arose as to the time of de-
limitation of the trust.

His honor intimated that these trusts
might work with the coverture, but
while that subsisted Mrs. Nealis had no
power of disposition. over the estate.
He thought the questions were, first,
what was given to Mrs. Nealis? and
secondly, if the whole &)roperty was
given, was the gift couplex with a re-
straint ?

The will presents elements which are
very difficult of construction, and his
honor decided to reserve judgment.

In the case of Peters vs. Harding which
stood for hearing, his honor recom-
mended a settlement. Mr. J. R. Arin-
strong for plaintiff, and Dr. Silas Alward
for defendant.
