It I
not what e scos, bud hew he sees 18, that
desermines his mewtal and moral atritude
Onoe lot an ovi]l suggestion some frem an
outwide influenes and e twisted mind
gaing an impetus te putting false and evil
interpretations, which is far mere insidi-
ous and dangerous than contact with false
and ovil shings. The evil things mighs
repel from their wery repulsiveness, but
the evil interpretation amuses by its nev-
olity and seeming innocence and works
incalculable harm. You cannod keep a
ehild safe by putting him bebind silk cur-
tains or wrapping him in cotton wool. His
little mind may ferment behind the cur
tains-and find far worse things in its own
recesses than Is would ever discover out in
the wide world

The kindergarten method is therefore
valuable—not because it watches over
what the child does, but over what the
child is kept thinking about, the assocls
tions of its mind with what it does. Some
emotion of gratitude, pleasure, kindness,
is connected with the acquisition of every
fact. In the old Iashioned :3%& children
added up on o slate a long umn of fig-
ures with no pleasure in'the resilt escops
that now they eeuld go home. In the™
kindergarten they add three blue beads on
a siring to two red beads, then five yellow
beads, one white bead, six black beads,
four purple beads, eto., till the stzing is
long snough tocarry home o mamins or
hang round Carriq's neck.

In the home u jous influence is
still more perceptible. We detide what we
will teach our children by Sunday school
lessons or gentle moral tales or direct re-
proof. But, behold, some single gesture or
sudden expression of the face or carcless
word or unpremeditated action has taughs
them something, or, rather, made them
fecl something, which will outweigh in in
fluency for good or evil all that we have
supposed ourselves to be Inculeating.
