He wished to make a hearty acknow­
ledgement for the province to the Sal­
vation Army for bringing so many 
people here. ,

Commissioner Coombs expressed his 
pleasure at being again, in Victoria, 
the presence of the premier at the 
meeting, and the interest taken here 
as represented by those present on the 
platform and in the building. The 
Salvation Army, he said, thrives on 
sympathy, both silent and active, and 
needed both, for the silent vote count­
ed always. Few Canadians, he said, 
have any idea of the immensity of 
Canada. The commissioner then gave 
figures of its size demonstrating the 
area by saying it is one-third the area 
of the British Empiric, and that 80 per 
cent of the one-third lies west of the 
lakes. Canada is eighteen times larger 
than Germany, with 13,000 miles of 
coast line, 7,000 miles being in British 
Columbia, whigh formed something for 
a navy to look after. The Americans, 
he said, had the name for being loud 
talkers, and he couldn’t blame them, 
for there were 90,000,000 of them. How­
ever, if Canada were lifted . it would 
blpt out the United States and Alaska, 
and still leave sufficient land to 
an empire ‘upon. British Columbia 
was equal in size to 24 Switzerlands 
and equal in size to Ontario, Manitoba 
and the maritime provinces combined. 
The Christmas mail from Winnipeg 
to the coast had in ten years advanced 
from half a car to eight cars, contain­
ing 2,000,000 letters, numbers of pack­
ages and tons of English plum pud­
ding. The twentieth century, he said, 
belongs to Canada and the Dominion is 
for the people to work in .and .make the 
best use of. He deplored the tendency 
in the west towards the apartment 
house and hotel life and while there 
were many excuses for it, principally 
the scarcity of the domestic servant, 
he still held it was not good for the 
nation, as a whole, The crowding up 
tapped a strong and growing people 
and resulted in race degeneration, and 
the relegation of the qation to the 
ond class powers. Canada in the mak­
ing should be a country of homes with 
loom to breathe, making for a. strong 
and a powerful people.

Commissioner Coombs does not look 
kindly on the fancy cooking of the 
present generation. Rather he stands 
by the old-time diet. Last night he 
scored the tendency to high living an i 
regretted the “departure from the por­
ridge pot.” Too many young women 
were able to .make ■ tarts, 
trifles, but porridge .and potato cooking 
were beyond them.
