Operators and Miners Failed to Reach
Any Agreement.

New York, April $~The sub-commit-
tee representing the-anthracite opera-
tors and the mine workers of Eastern
Pennsylvania held their first joint
meeting here to-day and after nearly
a three hours’ session adjourned until
1 p.m. Thursday, without coming to
any agreement. Each side to the con-
troversy has  refused to make. the
slightest eoncession and the whole
question is apparently as far from soly-
tion  as it was before to-day’s confer-
ence began. In the meantime the tie-
vp of the anthracite industry remains
a8 complete as it was yesterday with-
out - indication :that a resumption . of
(mining-will occur very soon. Notwith-
standing the first session and: the ap-
parently hopeless deadlock between the
workmen and their employers rumors
are still current that a way will be
found which will enable the operators
and miners to stand. on common ground
and settle their differences.

After the conference  this ‘statement
was given out by a representative of

-the onerators:

‘“The conference began at noon with
President E. B. Thomas, of the Lehigh
company in the chair. Mr. Mitchell
made a long speech detailing why in
his judgment the original demands of
the miners ought to be granted. He
was followed by Mr. Nicholls, presi-
dent of the®Lackawanna district, of the
miners’ union, who supported Mr. Mit-
chell’'s arguments. -~ There were other
Gpeeches by the reoresentatives of -the
minérs; in fact that side did nearly all
the talking. There was no d{sposmon
on either side to recede from its orig-
iral position, or accept any modifica-
tion of the original demands. Mr.
Mitchell’s attitude indicated that the
counter proposition made by the oper-
ators for a renewal of the working
agreement drafted by the anthracite
strike commision was not acceptable to
the miners.

“On motion of Mr. Mitenell the con-
ference adjourned until Thursday. The
entire situation remains the same as
before the meeting. The suspension of
work® in“the anthracite mines will con-
tinue*pending the negotiations.”

- LEADER OF il
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WHOLESALE CHARGES
AGAINSY J. A. DOWIE

Accused of Polygamous Teachings—
Warned that Further Rebellion Will
Precipitate Complete Exposure.

Chicago, April 2.—John - Alexander
Dowie, head of the “Christian Catholic
church in Zion,” was to-day deposed as
a  religious leader, suspended ' from
membership in the church he founded,
shorn of his temporal possessions, as
far as they are located in Zion City,
the home of his church, and warned to
accept the situation quietly lest worse
things befall him,

The formal announcement of Dowie’'s
overthrow was made to-day by Over-
seer John G. Speicher, who presided
over a meeting of 7,000 members of the
church in the tabernacle at Zion City.

The meeting opened with the quota-
tion by various church dignitaries of
passages from the Bible expressive of
the séentiment which has grown up
against the self-styled prophet.

The crowd, which filled the great
structure and which formerly answer-
ed “yes” or ‘no” when Dowie nodded
or shook his head, to-night applauded
when he was accused.

Overgeer Speicher called out the num-
bers of chapters and verses of scrip-
ture, and in response the various
church officials and prominent mem-
bers who occupied seats on the plat-
form quoted the passages called for.

The new dictator of Zion's fortunes,
Wilbur Gleen Voliva, responded to the
commandment, ‘“Thou shalt not steal.”
This sentiment was greeted with voci-
ferous applause.

Mrs. Jane Dowie, wife of the first
apostie, .followed. - “Thou shalt not
bear false witness against thy neigh-
bor” was her response. More applause
followed.

The congregation then joined with a
zest that seemed to indicate their belief
in the words, “Beter Days Are Com-
ing.”

The first, movement looking to
Dowie’s overthrow-was made early to-
day by Overseer Voliva, who was a
power of attorney from Dowie. In
company with several officers of the
church, Voliva hastened to Waukegan,
the county seat of Lake county, in
which Zion City is situated, and filed
for record a warranty deed, transfer-
ring to Deacon Alexander Grainger all
the real estate held by Dowie in Zion
City. .

He also executed a bill of sale to
Deacon Grainger, putting him in_ pos-

segsion of all the personal pmp.erty. of
‘Dowle, including his horsés and carn-

ages, books and éven his bed.” Lafer in
the ‘day, Grainger conv_eyed thése to
Voliva, and at nightfall the . overseer
appointed by Dowie had not only sue-
ceeded him as the head of the church,
but was the holder of all his property
as well.

The following message was sent to
Dowie, informing him of the change in
the situation.

“Dowie, Ocotlan, Jalisco, Mexico:
Telegram received here and Chicago,
Practically all, including Cincinnati,
reports endorse Voliva’s administration,
Speicher’s reinstatement, Grainger’s re-
tention, emphatically protesting
against your extravagance, hypocrisy,
misrepresentations, exaggerations, ty-
ranny and injustice.

‘“You are hereby suspended from of-
fice and membership for polygamous
teaching and other grave charges. See
letter. Quietly retire. Further inter-
ference will precipitate complete ex-
posure, rebellion, legal proceedings.

“Your statement, in view of stupend-
ously magnificent financial -outlook, is
extremely foolish in view of thousands
suffering through your shameful mis-
management. Zion and creditors will
be protected at all costs.”

The message was signed by W. G.
general overseer; William H.
Piper, overseer for Chicago; H. E.
Cante, overseer for United Xingdom;
Zion
university; Overseer John Excell, gen-
eral ecclesiastical secretary, and John
G. Speicher, overseer for Zion City.

AFter sending the telegram to Dowie
Overseer Voliva discussed the proceed-
ings of the day. He said: “If further
steps are taken it will depend on what
is done by Dowie. : The situation is up

Regarding: the polygamous teachings
mentioned in the message to Dowie,
Overseer Voliva said he would issue a
statement regarding them later, when
Dowie had :been given an oppgrtunity
for reply.

“Never as leader. He must behave
himself if he comes back,
have to loock out for himself.”

RAILWAY EXTENSION

C. P. R. SEEKS POWER
TO BUILD BRANCHES

Bill Passed the Railway Committee—
Lines Must Be Finished Within
Five Years,

Ottawa, April 3.—At the railway com-
mittee the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Rail-
way Company was given an extension
of time to build to Comox and also cer-
tain branches.

The company asked power to build
from Comox to a point near Campbell
river, from -Duncans to Alberni via
Cowichan wvaliey, from Englishman’s
river to Alberni canal, and from Comox

via Cumberiand southwest to a point
near Alberni canal. A clause asked
power to bmld branches from the main
Iine under . opder in ' council. - These
lines are owned by the C. P. R.

Mr. Sloan,®Wwho had charge of the
bill, said that four years were agreed
upon for the construction of the main
line. The people had been waiting 20
years for the road. Two years were
given to begin and five years to com-
plete the branch lines.

Objection was taken to an extra
clause giving power to build other
branch lines up to 50 miles by order in
council,

Hon. H. R. Emmerson said it was a
clausé which gave the department
great trouble and power was refused
to other companies.

Mr. Drinkwater said that 30 miles
would do as well as 50.

R. G. Macpherson (Vancouver) want-
ed to see the C. P. R. get all reasonable
facilities to build railways on Vancou-
ver Island. There was not likely to
be any other company on the Island,
especially on the south part.

After some remarks from Ralph
Smith, Mr. Drinkwater withdrew the
clause and the bill passed.

TRAIN WRECKED.
Accident Caused By an Open Switch—
Three Passengergs Were Slightly

! Injured.

Norfolk, Va., April 4—A wreck oc-
curred on the Norfolk & Western rail-
road, between Norfolk and Suffolk,
when the “Cannoball” train, bound for
Richmond to this city, ran through an
open switch at Juniper siding and is
reported to have been completed des-
troyed, the wreckage afterwards catch-
ing fire and almost the entire train,
consisting of two passenger cars and a
baggage and mail car, being consumed.

It was said at the offices of the Nor-
folk & Westren road here this after-
noon that no one had been killed, and
that only three passengers had been
slightly injured. Nothing was report-
ed concerning the crew of the train.

The railroad officials say they have
no information concerning the burning
of the wrecked train.

SITUATION IN MANCHURIA.

Hostile - Demonstration Against = Official
Who Directed Salvage Work—Women

Lens, France, April 4—Another liv-
ing survivor of the mine disaster at
Courrieres, March -10th, was discover-
ed this morning and brought out of the
pit: The finding of another miner alive
after 26 days entombment caused in-
tense excitement. - His name is Auguste
Berton, and when found was in fairly
good condition. According to his first
statement ‘he suffered less’ than the
preceding réscued men. -

As the news spread, through the re-
gion it caused .-extreme- exaspiration

against the engineers. who have been |

directing the salvage work. M. Leon,
thé state engineer, when he arrived at
the pit, was surrounded by & crowd of
people who cursed and swore at him,
one woman going to far as to strike
the ehgineer.

Berton was found in the following
manner: One of a party of salvage
men was working in ,the mine this
morning when he felt the touch of a
hand.on his shoulder and a man, who
turnédd out to be Berton, said: “I am
saved.” He was at once taken to the
pit and a doctor summoned. Mrs. Ber-
ton, kis wife, was also sent for and an
affective scene occurred.

When the engineers came to the sur- |

face at noon they were attacked by a
crowd of women crying, ‘“‘Death to the
murderers.” They were rescued by a
squadron of dragoons. The people are
intensely excited.
there are other men alive in the mines
and serious disorders are threatened.

Five search parties were sent down
to explore the pit where Berton was
found, but up to 1.30 p.m. they had not
discovered any more survivors.

Other parties are searching the mines
and the chief engineer will remain be-
low all night.

INTIMIDATION OF CHINESE.

Four Men Decline to Pay Fine and
Will Spend Thirty Days in Jail

Penticton, B. C., April 2.—As an af-
termath of the Chinese expulgion trou-
ble, six arrests were made here on
March 29%th. The informationg were
laid by F. Billings, of Vernon, solicitor
for the Southern Okanagan Land Com-
pany, against J. H. Mitchell, James W.
Edmends, A. C. Judd, J. F. Giladen,
George ¥F. Winkler and G. ¥. Mohr, the
charge being that of int!mldating ten
Chinese.

The- trial was held in Penticton hotel
hall on March 30th, the magistrates be-
ing Messrs. Webster, Townley, Parker
and Wade. L. H. Patton, of Fairview,
acted for the defendants.

The witnesses were Constable Nes-
bitt, Perey Millmdan, A. Smith, M. Mar-
tinson and H. Huycke.

The evidence against Judd was slight
and he was discharged, the rest of the
accused were found guilty and fined
$26 or thirty days in jail. The magis-
trates offered the prisoners a week in
which to raise the amount of their
fines. G. F. Mohr paid his fine, but the
balance elected to go to jail.

As the prisoners left the court the
large crowd present gave three cheers.
Money was freely offered to pay their
fines, but was refused. A collection of
$75 was taken in an hour’s time, to pay
the lawyer for the defence, and fur-
nish pocket money for the prisoners,
who are leaving for Kamloops on Tues-
day’s boat.

INCREASED WAGES.

Shovellers in Rossland Mines Will Re-
ceive $2.75 a Day.

Rossland, April 3.—Members of the
Rossland Miners’ Union stated to-day
that the wages of shovellers in the
mines have been advanced from $§2.50
to $2.75 a day voluntarily by all the
mines of the camp. It was found
difficult to retain shovellers in the
mines at $2.50 a day, for as soon as
they became proficient in shovelling
and learned how' to take care of
themselves in ths mines they left for
other mining sections. The result
was that shovellers had to be con-
stantly broken in. One result of this
was that only the poorer class of men
remained, and the owners were de-
termined to raise the standard by
voluntarily raising the wages from
$2.50 to $2.75 a day. The union men
are greatly pleased with the raise and
express their satisfaction.
