Inquest on -Monday.

Quebec, Aug. 30.—The cause of the
disaster is still shrouded. in mystery. E.
A. Hoare, enginer of the bridge com-
pany, feels the situation keenly, but Is
unable to offer any explanation of the
disaster. It was too late to attempt any
examination last night, but Mr. Hoare
was on hand early to-day, without dis-
covering anything that he was willing
to communicate. He had been in tele-
| phonic communication almost all even-
ing with his assistant engineer on the
works and with Hon. Mr. Parent, pres-
ident of the bridge company, in Ot-
i tawa. The latter, he said, was as calm

and business like as ever in discussing
| the affair, though naturally feeling
much distressed. So carefully, Mr.
Hoare said, had he seen all the work
{ executed and watched that it was most

difficult to'see where the defect could
have been. The inquest will open on

Monday.

Nine bodies were recovered to-night,
{ though it was a long time before some
| of them were identified.

The Caughwagna men are nearly all
Indians, who were engaged on the
bridge, having learned the business
with the Domirion Bridge Company.
About thirty of them were employed
on the works.

Though search was kept up all day
no other bodies were found. Officials
of the company say it will probably
be very diffcult to get the remaining
bodies. Most of the men were work-
ing on the very farthest edge of. the
bridge, and the probability is that the
bodies are entangled in the wreckage,
which lies in 200 feet of water.

Mr. Hoare to-day denied the report of
the men engaged on the bridge that
they had found any previous signs of
weakness.

A remarkable feature of the disaster
is the extraordinary fatality among In-
dians from Caughnawaga. Forty-seven
of them were engaged on the job, and
of them forty were killled. The re-
maining seven had a dispute with the
foreman and quit work at noon on the

day of the disaster,

RAILWAYS IN CHINA.

Rails, Bridge Material and Locomotives
Being Supplied From the States.

New York, Aug. 3l.. — The British
steamer Kabina will sail to-day from
this port with what 18 said to be the
largest cargo ever dispatched to the
Far Bast, consisting of nearly 12,000
tons of metal. She will have 2,000 tons
of rails, 1,500 of bridge material, ' 110
railway cars, 18 locomotives, besides
many tons of machinery. “Within the
next 12 months 163,000 tons of rails,
8,000 of bridge material, 2560 locomotives
and 3,000 ears will be ghipped to Dalny.

A new steamship ‘company to be
known as ths Ameritan and Manchu-
rian line has been organized to mrin-
tain a fortnightly service between w
York, Dalny and Port Arthur.and ;. Is
in China and Japan and the Philip-
pines. The United States'Steel Prod-
ucis Company is said to be behind the
new company.

Knowledge of English Liuguige‘ Is
to Govern the Admission
of Children.

(From Saturday’s Daily)

No Chinese children will be admitted
to the city schools for some time to
come unless they are sufficiently ac-
quainted with the English language to
make them amenable to the‘erdinary
diseipline of those institutions. This
decision was arrived at yesterday even-
ing by the board of -school . trustees
after the report of Chairman Jay, who
was delegated to meet the provincial
government on the matter, Wwas re-
ceived.

At the present time the provincial
duthorities are in commiinication with
the Dominion government in respect to
the interpretation of the act dealing
with Chinese immigration, and especial-
ly that section providing for the re-
funding of the head taxes to bona fide
students.

Chairman Jay. in reporting to the
board, said that he had called upon
Premier McBride and talked the matter
over with him, and afterwards gave
the board’s view of . the situation, at
the premier’s request, in writing. He
read  the letter Sent by him to Mr.
McBride, which was as’ follows:

Vietoria, B. C., August 24th, 1907.

Sir: - Pollowing my persppal inter-

Fromq)ast experience. of the school
board with Chinese pupils who have
been admitted to Canada under this
section, it 18 exceedingly improbable
that those boys have-any intention of
continuing in attendance after the ex-
piration of one year, and in view of
the circumstances the school board
deems that it will be a waste of civic
funds if they are compelled to provide
tuition and accommodation for the pu-
pils simply to assist.them in obtain-
ing a rebate of the eapita tax.

The boys who have-made application
for admission vary injage from 9 to 14
years, and if admittéd to the school
would become pupils, of the primary
grade, and it would seem to be doubt-
ful if they can be properly termed stu-
dents within -the méaning of the Im-
migration Act.

The question of admission of these
boys was discussed ata meeting of the
Victoria Sehool Board yesterday, when
I was directed to lay the facts before
the council of public instruction and
urge that some regulation be passed
dealing with the difficulty in question.

SITUATION IN MOROCCO
1S GROWING WORSE

More Fighting Near Casablanca---
European Residents at Fez
Arrive at Tangiers.

Paris, Aug. 31.—A dispatch to the
Matin from Tangier says the situation
in Morocco is growing more alarming.
The foreign legations have made an
announcement of places of refuge for
Europeans in case of danger. Numbers
of cut-throats are appearing in and
around the city.

A courier from Fez, the correspond-
ent adds, stated that tribesmen have
attacked and utterly routed the troops
under Kaid Abel Kader, near Fez.

The Matin’s Casablanca correspondent
says that Wednesday’'s attack obvious-
ly was directed by a person thoroughly
conversant with the methods of modern
warfare, The correspondent adds: that
the natives made a splendid charge,
and that only the shells from the Gloire
broke it. The newspaper correspond-
ents had a narrow escape from cap-
ture. One of them had his mule killed.

The correspondent also says that an
Arab fugitive has come into €asa-
blanca bringing Mulai Hafig’s letter,
in which he requests the tribesmen to
make no further attack on the French-
men, saying that he hopes to arrive on
Friday, when “I will confer with the
French, and if good comes from it, it
will be for all; if not, I will join my
forces with yours and lead you.”

Europeans at Fez.

Tangier, Aug. 30.—All the foreign
residents of Fez, except the American
missionaries, arrived here to-day by
way of El Araishi, and were welcomed
with enthusiasm by the diplomatic
corps.

Although warned by the American
minister, Samuel R. Gummer, to-leave
Fez with the other Christlans, the mis-
sionaries ele¢ted to remain. The entire
foreign colony have admiration for the
devoted Christian workers.

Communication between here and Fez
has been practically cut off as a result
of Raisuli’'s defeat of the troopg of the
Sultan.

KING ATTENDS REGATTA.

Bilbao, Spain, Aug. 30.—King Alfonso
arrived here to-day to attend the regatta
which opens this afternoon. The Ameri-
can yachits which eompeted for Emperor
Willlam’s eup at Kiel will participate
later in the races here for a cup offered
by the Spanish King.

NEW MEMBERS
OF THE CABINET

HON. P. . GRAHAM IS
MINISTER OF RAILWAYS

Hon. W. Pugsley Takes: the Port-
folio of Public Works---Redis-
tribution Possible.

Ottawa, Aug. 30.—Hon. George P.
Graham was sworn in as minister of
railways and canals at noon to-day by
Lord Grey. Hon. W, Pugsley was
sworn in as minister of public-works
et the same time. Later on there may
be some changes in portfolios.

Hon. George Perry Graham was born.

on March.381st, 1850, at Egansville,
Renfrew county. He is the son of the
late Rev. W. H. Graham, who was one
of the pioneers of Methodism in this
province. He had the advantage of a
collegiate education at Morrisburg and
Iroquois, Ontario, and received some
business training in the service “of
Messrs. J. A. Carman & Co., hardware
merchants; of Iroqueis, and later was
with Messrs. M. ¥. Beach & Co, at
Winchester. - In 1880 he entered jour-
nalism by purchasing The Morrisburg
Herald, a weekly newspaper. Thirteen
yvears later he sold this paper and be-
came assistant editor of the Ottawa
Free Press, a position he held till he
became editor of the Brockville Re-
corder. Mr. Graham has taken an ac-
tive interest in public affairs since en-
tering journalistic profession, and be-
came early identified with the Liberal
party. In 1890 he was the candidate
of that party for the Ontario legisla-
turg'in. the gounty of Dundas, but.was
defeatéd by Hon. J. P. Whitney, pres-
ent ‘member, for/ that riding. At the
general election of 1898 he was nom-
inated - for .the Ontario legislature by
the Liberals of Brockville and succeed-
#d in defeating John Culbert, the Con-
servative candidate. In 1802 he again
went before the electors of Brockville
and defeated Mr. D. O’Brien, a strong
Conservative candidate, by a majority
of 376. He was re-elected in 1905 when
g0 many of his colleagues went down
to defeat. He was for a time provin-
clal secretary in the Ross administra-
tion. He has served as chairman of
the printing committee of the. legis-
lature and as assistant chairman of
the committee of the whole house.
When Hon. G. W, Ross was called to
the senate, Mr. Graham was unani-
mously chosen leader of the opposition
in Ontario. He was speaker of the
House fromi March 3rd, 1887, to May,
1889,  when he was sworn a member
of the executive council and appointed
soli¢itor-genéral. He resigned in 1892,
He was an unsuccessful candidate for
the House of Commons in St. John
city at the general election, 1896. Elect-
ed to the legislature at the general
election 1889, he accepted office as at-
torney-general in the Tweedie ministry
September 1st, 1900.

He was. re-elected  September 27th,
1900, and again returned at the gen-
eral election in 1903. On the appoint-
ment of Premier Tweedie to the gub-
ernatorial chair he succeeded him in
office. :

Hon. W. Pugsley was born at Sussex,
and was educated there. He graduated
B. A, at the University of New Bruns-
wick in 1868. He was called .to the
bar June 27th, 1872, and was reporter
for the Supreme court for ten years.
In January, 1876, he married Fannie,
daughter of the late Thomas Parks, of
St. John.» He was first returned to
the New Brunswick House of Assem-
bly, July 1885 and was returned at the
general elections in 1886 and 1890.

KAISER PAYS FINE.

Compelled to Buy Wine for Officers for
Having. Slipped From Saddle on
Parade,

Berlin, Aug. 31.—It has been the cus-
tom in the army since the time of Fred-
erick the Great, that an officer who
los: hiz seal in the saddle while  on
parade should give a wine ' entertain-
ment to his comrades. When Emperor
William slipped out of his saddle while
reviewing the veterans at Hanover on
August 28th, he remarked laughingly
to the officers surrounding: ‘“This isan
expensive joke for me as I must provide
wine for all the officers of the army
corps,” and later when he ordered wine

{ to be served at all the officers’ messes

he remarked: ‘This little fine amuses
me uncommonly.”

CHINESE COURT

1T 1S BELIEVED T0
PRESAGE REVOLUTIONS

Number of Reforms May Be Intro-
duced in China, Including
Granting of Constitution.

Pekin, Aug. 31,—With the arrival of
Huan Shi Kai, commander-in-chief of
the Chinese forces, there began in the
summer palace to-day an - unusual

series ‘of deliberations concerning the
condition of the Empire. The Dowager
Empress hag assembled her most im-
portant and influential advisers, and
the arrival of Viceroy Chang Chi Lung,
who came on a pilgrimage from Kan-
kow, was surrounded with secrecy.

The Imperfal family believes, and
the government fears, that the Chinese
race is bent upon unseating the Man-
chus, the Chinese Imperial family is of
Manchu origin. AN devices adopted by
the throne to remove distinctions be-
tween. the Chinese and Manchus hav-
ing failed, the throne now contemplates
the. amalgamation of the races. This
purpose led the throne recéntly to call
for suggestions from memorialists.
These came and a course of action ig
said to be ready for promulgation. The
four main points are: 1st, the disband-
ment of the Manchu banner troops, the
abolition of their pensions, the sub-
mersion of their officers into the'regu-
lar army; 2nd, the daughters of China-
men of the upper class will be eligible
ta marry into the Imperial family, and
this promises a future Chinese Manchu
emperor; 3rd, Chinese females will ‘no
longer Be permitted to bind thelr fee
thus removing the diffefence in u@!ﬁ;‘:“ s
ance. Between Chinese  and  Manchu
women; ‘4th, ‘Manehus will be required
to take ‘'surhames like Chinese,

The government hopes that within
ten years the two races will be indis-
tinguishable.

The recent comet was a subject of
anxious discussion te-day, and the
court is disturbed on account of the
universal belief ‘that the comet pres-
ages revolutions:

The Dowager Empress is failing rap-
idly. 8he has suffered appopletic strokes
in the past year and her vitality clear-
ly is lessening. The failing of the
Empress’s health has been accom-
panied during the last days. . of her
reign by a kaleidoscopec recast of the
departments of state as well as a reso-
lution to prepare China for a constitu-
tion. Furthermore, the Empress con-
templates wide reaching changes in the
metropolitan government. She plans to
change the grand secretarial, whieh
has been destitute of power since the
days of the Ming dynasty, into a mod-
erate cabinet. §

LITTLE ACTIVITY
IN BULKLEY VALLEY

Prospector Says Provincial Govern-
ment Is Making no Effort to
Help the Settlers.

Alfred Dunker, a prospector of some
repute, who has just returned from the
Bulkley valley, says that there is not
very much activity in that part of the
province. Everyone is waiting for the
advent of the railway. If they knew
just where it ;was coming it would be
all right, but surveyors are in every
valley and nothing has been decided as
yet.

Harry Howson, he says, is doing a
good deai of work on the property of
the Telqua Development Company. He
is working all the men he can get but
that is not very many. The wages of-
fered, $3.50 a day and board, is not
sufficiently attractive -for that part of
the world.

J. Cronin is supposed to have bought
a property in the Babine mountains
for $50,000. A trail is being built to
the property from Morriston on the
Bulkley river, a point about midway
between Hazelton and Aldermere. It
is a° silver lead mine and is supposed
to be very rich.

In the farming section of the wvalley
the land is mostly in the hands of
absentee speculators. There ‘are not
very many people living there. After
all the land had been taken up the
provincial government passed a regula-
tion prohibiting the taking up of land
through agents, but it was too slow in
the matter. Even now there is no
effort made to help the settlers or those
trying to get the few remaining lands.
There is no government agent in there,
and it is only now that even a sleigh

*road is being built to connect the val-

ley with the outside world. - Even
mowing machines have to be packed in
on the backs of horses or mules. No
less than a score of these are now in
Hazelton, the packers refusing to carry
them through.
