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More Correspondence Between the
_‘Mayor and the Street Rail-
way Company.
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The first business submitted at last
-evening’s meeting of the council was
a ‘report from Mayor Beaven, on the
probosa.l of the city to take over and
compjete the reservoir at Beayer Lake.
The réiibrt, which was accompanied by
the draft agreement, follows:

“] have to submit herewith the draft

of agreement between Messrs.  Walkley,
King & Casey and the corporation as
presented to me for signature, and wish
to be informed whether it meets with

the views of the coyncil. I't will be ob-
served that under its provisions the. cor-
poration now. take over the reservoir as
it stands from the contractors and ac-
cept it “fully, three months from the
date of signature instead. of three
months after the completion and accep-
tance in writing of the entire WOl"k by
the corporation. Attention is also direct-
ed to the reference in this 'agreement
to the alleged claim of the contractors
for extras on the reservoir. As I un-
derstand the subject the agreement of
the council is to take over from- the
contractors the finishing of the cgncrete
swork on the slopes of the reservoir, apd
pay them for some broken rock, pro_wd-
ed an agreement can be entered 1r'1to
that does not in any way interfere with
any other part of the contract as a
whole.”

Also accompanying the report was the
following letter from the city solicitor:

Victoria, June 15, 1896.
His Worship the Mayor.

Your Worship: I have the honor to
report that I prepared, with the ap-
proval of Mr. W. J. Taylor, the con-
tract between Messrs. Walkley, King &
Casey and the corporation, for the cor-
poration to take over the reservoir as it
stands, upon being allowed by the con-
tractors the sum of $7,440 less the sum
of $315.42 for broken stone in the reser-
voir—the sum to be allowed the corpora-
tion therefore being $7,124.58. This con-
tract was submitted to Messrs. Bodwell
& Irving, who  propose, as you are
aware, a number of alterations, most of
which they have since waived as they
were objectionable to the corporation.
As' the contract now stands the corpor-
ation are in consideration of being al-
lowed $7.124.58 to take over the reser-
voir in its present condition and to re-
lease the contractors from all claims in
respect of the same except, with regard
to any defcets that may be discovered
in the work done by the contractors
within thre> months from the signing-of
the contract. The agreement is to be
without prejudice to the claim of the
contractors for extras on account of the
reservoir as well as the filter beds and
without prejudice *to the contractors a
right to receive the 25 per cent. of the
contract price retained by the ecorpora-
tion and the amount of the marked
c¢heck. I consider the contract as now
settled unobjectionable and fair to both
parties. : N

It was decided that the agreement be
executed subject to the changes suggest-
ed by the mayor.

The following correspondence between
the mayor and the solicitor of the Con-
solidated Electric Railway Company was
read:

In their first letter the company claim
the right to use the bridges. Referring
to the agreement between the city and
the company, of November 20, 1888,
confirmed by the Consolidated Railways
Act of last session, the company con-
tended that not only were they given
express rights as users of all the city
bridges over which their lines would
raturally pass, but that the city was
and is bound in law to maintain those
bridges in a manner suitable for use
by the cars of the company. Attention
was also directed by the company’s so-
licitors to the present inability of the
company to carry out the terms of the
agreement with the ecity with relation
to the regular operation of cars—for
which inability they blame the -council
and intimate that they will hold that
body responsible. In conneetion with
the Point Ellice bridge this letter sets
forth that the company had by both
statute and agreement the right to op-
erate their railway upon it, and it was
maintained that the recent disaster was
due to the failure of the city’s property,
not the company’s the responsibility be-
ing thereby held to rest upon the city,
and not the company. The company
also pointed out that the city possessed
the power to enact regulations for the
preservation. of the public safety upon
public conveyances, and, having negleet-
ed to exert this power, had only them-
selves to blame for any overcrowding.
if such had occurred. The company
further gave notice that they would
hold the city liable for all loss to their
business resulting not only from the
closing of the other city bridges to their
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dy, pointing this out, and intimal
the company b
‘details, but so far the only answer 13
that the bridges are closed to car trafiic.
The' bridges being closed may result.in
the compeny reducing their car service
and the intervals of time between cars
will become much greater than now ob-
tains, anfl all on account of the city's
dinaction.,. - It should not be forgotten
that the ‘company’s undertaking is u
‘matter of convenience to the public, and
to destroy it will certainly mot redound
to the ecity’s advantage. 'We may say
in conclusion that the aidance of the
courts will have to be invoked unless
some evidence be given on the part of
the city that there is willin‘gnex;is to
meet and overcome the situation.’ .

Tothis the mayor replied:

“Referring to your letter of hte 10th
instant, I am convinced ‘that if the Con-
solidated Railway company expressed a
willingness to enter into a proper agrec-
ment as to_the bridges, and only to run
cars at a fixed speed and of .a proper
gize ‘and weight over the James Bay
bridge, and not to allow mere than a
given number of passengers in each car,
an arrangement on such lines could be
brought about and the bridge opened
‘to that class of traffic at an early date.
The disire of the council is to protect

_the lives of the\public using the bridge,

and the interests of the ecity generally,
with reference to that and similar
structures within the city limits.”

In replying to this the company’s so-
licitors expressed satisfaction that the
council had intimated its readimess fo
discuss arrangements by which the
bridges might be opened again to tram-
way traffic and suggesting a conference
as to desirable regulations between Mr.
Barpard, the president, and Mr. Che-
ney, the superintendent, of the tramway
company on the one side, and the coun-
cil or a committee of the council on the
other. In the concluding paragraphs of
this communication, Messrs.. McPhil-
lips, Wootton & Barnard pointed out
that

‘““While the company is willing that
regulations be made, and whilst it was
open to the council to have made such
regulatiods before, the company in no
way admits that it had not the -right
to have their cars loaded as they have
been in“the past. The company’s liabil-
ity as to loading is that of their means
of conveyance; i. e., if a car fails, a
question of liability might arise, but not
where the highway or bridge, the prop-
erty of a municipal body, is proved to
be defective.” 5

On June 13th, Mayor Beaven wrote as
follows:

Victoria, B.C., June 13, 1896.
F. S. Barnard, President, Consolidated

Railway Co., Victoria, B. C.

Dear Sir: Owing to the methods of
operating your railway in this’ city, the
size and weight of cars running there-
on, - and the overloading of the same
with passengers, etc., the Point Ellice
bridge, situate within the munieipal lim-
its, was destroyed, as you are aware, on
the 26th ult.  Whilst not wishing to im-
portune or inconveniecce you, I maust
call your attention to, the fact that the
corporation have not been advised of
‘any action either in contemplation or
otherwise on the part of your company
to repair the damage and restore the
traflic thus disarranged.

- Gentlemen: Mr. ¥. S. Barnard,
president of the Consolidated Railway
company, has handed us.your letter of
the 13th inst.,, with instructions to an-
swer same. We may say that the com-
pany deny any and all liability in res-
pect to Point Ellice bridge, both as res-
pects the city and all others. We were
not aware that the city claimed property
in the bridge, but, be that as it may, the
company had the right of user merely,
and according to our view the company
‘had the right to assume that the bridge
swas fit for the purposes to which it was
put. The finding of the coroner’s jury
is erroneous and futile as indicating any
liability.

Marchant moved that a commit-
tee be appointed with the mayor, to hold
a conference with the representatives of
the company regarding the regulation of
the traffic.

Ald. Macmillan pointed out that if the
city appointed police to regulate the
traffie, the city would be held responsible
for any accident that happened through
a breach of the regulations. The Domin-
ion act compelled the railway companies
to maintain their own police.

Ald. Humphrey seconded Ald. March-
ant’s resolution, and it was carried.

Mayor Beaven appointed on the com-
m.t'ee Aldermen Marchant, Humphrey
and Maemillan.

. R. Anderson, of the department of
agriculture, wrote respecting the spread
of Canadiain thistles in James Bay. Re-
ferred to the street superintendent.

The secretary of the Jubilee hospital
wrote that the debts on May 3lst ex-
ceeded $9000. The directors believe that
if the debts are paid and the city con-
tinue their grant of $5000, the hospital
could be maintained free of debt. The
hope was expressed that the council
would see their way clear to make an
appropriation. /

Ald. Marchant could not understand
how an institution which receives an-
nual grants from the city and govern-
ment, and the debts of which had been
paid by the city, was continually running
behind. He “was in favor of a confer-
ence with the directors and an endeavor
made to cut down the expenses.

Ald. Wilson pointed out that if the
hospital was eclosed the city would have
to pay double what it does now for the
care of the indigent poor. As long as
most of the patients who go there are
unable to pay for treatment, the institu-
tion will continue in debt. He believed
that the hospital was managed as well
as it could be.

Ald. Maemillan believed that the hos-
pital was well managed, and he knew
that it was a credit to the ecity, but he
also knew that it was not a paying in-
stitution. He understopd that St.
Joseph’s hospital was paying, The Jubi-
lee hospital was not extravagantly man-
aged, but there was jealor_l.sy among the

The finst case, tried was Regina vs.

After his arrest
accused said he had given the pistol to
a bartender, and afterwards he denied
that it was to a bartender he had given
it, but to a man named Evans. Evans
has never been produced. After address
of Mr. Smith and Mr:J. P. Walls, who
appeared for the aecused, His Lordship
charged the jury and they, after an ab-
sence of thirty minutes, returned a ver-
dict of guilty.

The grand jury returned true bills in
Regina vs. Reid, theft from the person
and: Regina vs. Newman, burglary, and
no bill in Regina. vs. Redfern, arson.

After luncheon in Regina vs. Evans
the - -accused pleaded guilty of cutting
and wounding'a Chinaman, Ah Goey.

Regina vs. Newman was then ecom-
menced. The accused was charged with
entering Frank Heanskis, house and
stealing a watch. Percy Stoddart and
G. W. A. Lange identified the watch
which accused had offered to sell. Pris-
oner was undefended, and he addressed
‘the jury in his own behalf; he admitted
the facts looked suspicious, but argued
that nothing was proved. He promised
that if found not guilty he would leave
the city at once.

I must say that 1 really have
been astonished to find such an institute
in a place, which according to Kuro-
pean ideas after all is rather removed
from scientific ¢éntres.

“The city of Vicforia is to be congra:-
uiated in having it, and in the same
time in having Mr, Fannin a man who
understands with so much zeal and ap*i-
tude to arrange its treasures in such
an excellent and scientitic manner. 1
repeat what I have already personally
expressed, that someé of the things,
nctably the fish models, are better than
I bhave seen in any other place in Am-
erica, not excepting the Smithsonian
Irstitute in Washington. I believe that
I am justified in passing an opinion on
tbese matters, having seen all the mus-
evms in Europe, and certianly all the
more important ones in America, with-
out taking into consideration my own
pesition as director of a similar .nst:-
tute. How much better will the col-
lections be appreciated ‘in the fine new
bvildings ‘which are to hold them.

“The principle hitherto observed to
corry on the museum chiefly as a pro-
vireial institution, and to take other
territories into consideration only so far
as it is necessary for the better under-
standing of the province and for comn:-
parison, I consider an excellent one. 1o
Leve other and more general aims could
stccessfully only be attempted by insti-
trtions founded on a much larger bdsis
like those in Washington; this, however,
cennot be the purpose nor intention ot
the provincial museum at Vietoris,
which must principally aim at being a
means for a better knowledge of the na-
tural history of the surrounding coun-
try. With this aim in view, however,
it will do excellent work and my best
wishes will always dccompany its suc-
cess.”

New Flagship Arrives at HKsquimait
This Morning.

The new flagship for the' Pacitic
squadron, theé Imperieuse, arrived at

| Esquimalt barbor this morning, and on

Friday the Royal Arthur, which has
been the flagship at Esquimalt for the
last three years. will leave for Kngland.
The Imperieuse left Portsmouth about
March 10th and called at several places
on the route.

The Innperieuse is a barbette armorcd
cruiser of the first class, 8400 tons, and
10,000 horse power. She was builr at
Portsmouth in 1883, and has served at
flagship on ‘the China station, but has
been recently overhauled and fitted with
a new armament of quick firing guns.
Her length is 315 feet and beam 62 feet.
She draws 25 feet of water, and carries
four ninc-inch 24-ton breach loading
.guns, £ix gix-inch quick firing guns, eignt
smaller quick firers, nine magazine guus
and four torp2do tubes. She has a coal
carrying cepacity of 1130 tons and a
speed of 18 knots.
