Professor Pickering's statement in 
part is as follows:

“This discovery of the asteroid Eros 
of the group whose mean distance is 
approximately that of Jupiter, and of 
the variations in light of sevveral as­
teroids, has given a value to this de­
partment of astronomical research 
which it did not have previously. For 
two or three years much useful work 
was done by the naval observatory in 
following the asteroids found by Mr. 
Metcalf and it is hoped that its aban­
donment by the naval observatory is 
only temporary. It Is eminently fitting 
that such work should be carried on 
by the government as is done in Ger­
many since it cannot be maintained at 
private observatories. Meanwhile some 
of the asteroids mentioned above will 
soon come to opposition. Unless eph- 
emerides for them are computed, they 
cannot be found and there is danger 
that they will be permanently lost.”

Rev. Mr. Metcalf last fall obtained 
a notable series of photographs of 
Morehouse’s comet. The instruments 
employed were twro doublets construe- 
ed by him. The method which he has 
used so successfully In discovering and 
following asteroids was employed af­
ter September 15. The cross wires of a 
finding telescope were kept upon the 
image of a star, while the plate was 
moved every minute by an amount and 
a direction, equal to the theoretical 
motion of the comet as determined 
from its ephemeris.

WASHINGTON, March 1.—The cam­
paign to unite and co-ordinate all ef­
forts for the conservation of natural 
resources in the United States is sched­
uled to begin on March 5, when the 
joint committee on co-operation, which 
was authorized by the Governor’s con­
ference "to prepare a plan for united, 
action by all organizations concerned 
with the conservation of natural re­
sources” will hold its first session. The 
committee is composed of eleven mem­
bers. Six of them chairmen of state 
conservation commissioners.

Besides the national conservation 
thirty even states already have con- 
servaition commissions and half a num­
ber national organizations have ap­
pointed conservation committees. It is 
the purpose of the joint committees on 
co-operation to formulate a working 
plan which will assign to each of these 
bodies a definite part in the work and 
co-ordinate the parts so that effective 
practical results will be accomplished.
