Sir William Mulock Is Greatly Im-
pressed Wlth' Mexico and the ﬂelq
it Offers for Trade With the

Dominion of Canada.

OTTAWA, March 5—Sir William
Mulock,”who has just returned to Ot-
tawa after several weeks passed along

with his wife and othes members of
his family in Mexico, was“seen by the
‘Herald correspondent. - The visit has
evidently greatly improved his health.
Being asked his impressions regarding
Mexieo, he stated that from what he
had_been able to learn, Mexico has
within the last twenty years made
‘very great progress.

‘“Instead -of being afflicted as for-
merly,” said Sir William, “by revolu-
tionary disturbances, the country has,
under President Diaz, enjoyed unbrok-
en domestic peace, thereby enabling
the people to devote their whole ener-
gies towards industrial development.
Consequentiy the country is now en-
Joying cominercial prosperity hither-
to unknown, and the Mexican govern-
ment, doubtless under the inspiration
of President Diaz, is seeking in various
ways to elevate the moral tone of the
people and to advance the material
interests of the country.

“The native population is Aztee, an
Indian race, but there has been a very
considerable admixture of Spanish

lood since the days of Cortez, from
which has come the Mexican of today
—many of the inhabitants are purely
Spanieh, whilst in the leading cities
and towns are many Americans, Can-
adians and people from the TUnited
Kingdom and Continental Europe ,in-
cluding a substantial German settle-
ment.

CANADIANS ARE DOING WELL.

“There is quite a Canadian colony in
the city of Mexico, and all Canadians
there appear to be filling responsible
bositions and doing well. They spoke
to me in the highest terms of the Mex-
fcan government, and greatly appre-
ciate the manner in which, under
President Diaz, the rights of the peo-
ple are safeguarded. Canadians as-
sured me that life and property were
as secure in Mexico today as in Can-
ada, and spoke appreciatively of Pre-
sident Diaz, who is regarded as the
father of his county. For about twen-
ty-five years he has given Mexico un-
broken peace, and with it the conse-
quent blessings of moral and indus-
trial development.

“The City of Mexico itself is one of
the best policed cities in the world, and
is becoming ‘a favorite winter resort
of American tourists, and is rapidly
being improved by the construction of
sewers, pavements, and other munici-
pal works, that promise to make-{t, if
1t is not now, one of the most attract-
ive cities in America.

“Whilst the republic possesses great
agricultural resources, agriculture it-
sclf Is being carried on in a somewhat
primitive manner. For example, the
bpleugh principally used is a wooden
one with a steel shoe and point, and
on¢ handle and is'drawn by a yoke of
oxen. The driver with one hand holds
lhe single h.'m(}lo, and with the other
an ox goad. Aimerican manufacturers
of agricultural implaments are endeav-
oring, but as yet with indifferent suc-
cess, to educate the natives to the use
of American ploughs. Here and there
one sees a few agricultural implements
from the United States and Canada,
namely separators, straw cutters, ete.,
but much of the grain is threshed out
by tramping, donkeys being used for
this purpose.

SUGAR IS A STAPLE FOOD.

“On account of its high elevation,
being over six thousand feet above the
Sea, the climate of the City of Mexico
is mild and uniform throughout the
year. When you descénd from the
great plateau occupied by the city, to
the lower country in the south, the
climate becomes tropical, and all trop-
ical fruits and plants grow very lux-
uriantly. The sugar cane isg largely
cultivated, and great quantities of
sugar are refined throughout the south,
but the quality of the refined sugar is
much inferior to that of Canadian res
fined.

“In Mexico extremes of great wealth
and poverty meet. The masses g the
people are poor and illiterata . The
Eovernment, however, is using its bem
efforts to improve the conditions of the
beople by means of agricultural and
other teaching institutions, but there
is a great deal of work of this kind to
be done. Owing to the mildness’ of the
tlimate and the comparatively few
real wants of these people, there are
lacking the thrift and ambition which
are found among northern races. Ne-
Vertheiess, the Mexicans are making
substantial progress, and Mexico in
time will be a very important political
factor on the continent of North Amer-
ica. The population of the republic is
today about thirteen millions, ‘or more
than twice that of Canada.,

CHARACTER OF HOUSES.

“The houses occupied by the natives
throughout the farming districts are,
Aas a rule, primitive ‘and wretched look-
ing structures, some of baked clay
called adobes, others of cane thatched
avith dried native grasses. One gees
‘practica.lly no barns or other struc-
tures for sheltering grain or farm pro-
duce. There is no winter requiring
‘protection to cattle, and very little

.rainfall after the crop is gathered, so

that there exists little necessity for
outbuildings. Unfortunately for the
country, great tracts of land, as in
Australia, were' in the early days
granted to a few individuals, so that
Wyou have the condition of a very lim-
Mted number of land owners, the great
‘bulk of the people in the rusnl districts
Jbeing farm hands. Doubtless by de-
‘grees this state of affajrs will ehange,
but the change will involve a weary-
ing and time-killing process of reform.
In the course of time I think these
-great holdings will become mQre or

| liquor was disappointed when held up

less subdivided, as the people become
_better educated and 'more familiar
with improved methods of agriculture.

“At present there is little trade be-
tween Canada and Mexico owing . to
the entire absence of any direct means
of transportation between the two
countries, Were this difficulty over-
come, Canada coulq, I think,  gradu-
ally 'develop “a’ very substantial trade
with the republic, and in turn Mexico
might find a'profitable market in Can-
ada for many of her tropical products.

SKETCH OF PRESIDENT DIAZ.

“President Diaz is a man of great’
force of characer, and appears to be
idolized by his own people, and cer-
tainly enjoys the most unqualified re-
spect of the foreign population. On
‘"several occasions he eéxpressed himself
to me as having the kindliest feelings
towards Canada. He greatly appre-
ciates the presence of Canadians and
Cenadian capital in Mexico, and mani-
.fested  the most marked solicitude for
the welfare of the Canadian people,
.whom he regards as under his care.
He seems to take a fatherly interest
.in his people and in all that concerns
the best interests of Mexico. In man-
ner he is frank, outspoken and direct.
His Wife is a most cultured lady, and
is_credited with being a wise coun-
sellor to her husband. She is not pop-
ular with all classes throughout Mex-
ico. Her life, I was told, is devoted to
good works.

“Here and there one hears expres-
sions of apprehension as tv whit may
happen to Mexico when President Diaz
leaves she public stage, but the feel-
ing exists that he is preparing his peo-
ple as rapidly as possible for self-gov-
ernment. Today they 'enjoy it, at
least in form, but the ., views of the
president, it is said, become loyally
those of the legislature, and s&ome
people fear that with a less powerful
mind at the head of the government,
political parties might in party strife |-
lose sight of the best interests of the
country. This, however, does not ap-
pear to be the prevailing view, which
is that under President Diaz the ad-
ministration of the affairs of Mexico
has been so beneficial that it will prove
an example to and control succeeding
presidents and governments. Whilst
I do not look for any very rapig pro-
gress, still the country will, I think,
continue to make good steady growth
and it might, I think, be to the inter-
ests of Canada' to take advantage of
favorable opportunities to improve our
trade relations with that country.

SOCIALLY IS NOT DESIRABLE,

“Soclally at present Mexico is not a
desirable place for Canadians. - They
are in a hopeless minority, and there
is very little social communication be-
tween Mexicans and foreigners. More-
over, the mode of living, and Mexican
habits and tastes are in marked con-
trast to Canadian. Consequently our
people in their home life in Mexico feel
that they are in a strange land, and
many of them confessed to me to that
sad feeling of homesickness. It is,
except at some of the seaports on the
gulf, a healthy country and Canadians
who have been pbliged to leave Can-
ada for their health, have certainly
profited by the change, and a. very
kindly feeling towards Mexico has de-
veloped in their minds.

‘“There has been much railway build-
ing during the last few years, but at
present it is almost at a standstill
owing to the depreciation in value of
Mexican money. Mexican money is on
a silver basis, and the railway rates
were. flxed when silver was much
higher than today. (Gold was worth
about $2.25 when I was in Mexico).
The earnings of railways have been
correspondingly decreased, and I was
told that scarcely a railway in Mexico
was now paying its way. The Mexican
government has recently invested
largely in the acquisition of railway
shares, perhaps with the ultimate ob-
jeet of acquiring control, but at pre-
sent all the railways are being operat-
ed by the companies themselves.

MEXICAN GOVERNMENT IS EN-
TERPRISING.

‘“The Mexican government Is spend-
ing large sums of money in public
works in the Gulf of Mexico and on
the Pacific, investing millions of dol-
lars in improving harbor facilities. It
has ,also, I understand, added very
largely to the Tehuntepec Railway,
which crosses Mexico fromi the gulf
to Salina Cruz on the Pacific. In fact,
the Mexican government siems to be
most enterprising and far-feeing, and
is endeavoring to lay the foundations
for bringing Mexico into direct com-
munication with other nations. At
present her chief trade is‘ with the
United States, but with the establish-
ment of lines of steamers between
Mexico and other countries she aspires
to doing a general trade with the out-
side world.

“The many <Canadians
have not lost their attachment for
their own country, and manifested it
when I was there by extending to me
@ most hearty welcome, as did also
‘many other British subjects. I found
Canadian papers on sale throughout
the City of Mexico, and they appear-
ed to be in constant use.™

WATCHING FOR SMUGGLERS.

EASTPORT, Me.,, March 12.—The
city government officials are keeping
an unusually ‘' sharp watch out for
liquor smugglers, who have been re-
ported from time to time as making
visits to Campobello Island, N. B.,
across the bay less than two miles,
where they can get all the liquor
wanted with the price. As there is
very-little chance to buy any of the
wet goods in this city with the tem-
perance workers hot after the sellers,
and the city and county officials keep-
ing another lookout. for suspected
places where the ‘smile” may be
bought, it is only to be expected that
a visit would be paid to our Canadian
cousing over the line and take the
chances of having the goods seized on
arriving here. The several steamers
which make trips during the day be-
tween this city and Campobello are
watched with a little more care than
for some time past, and more than a
passing notice is given the arrival of
any sailboat from over the border, so
that it is even now difficult to get in
with a “long neck” unléss carried out
of sight. A small seizure was magde
by an officer Tuesday afternoop soon
after the arrival of a boat from Cam-
pobello Island, and a young man who
had been oVer for a few bottles of

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HOSPITAL WORK.

Something About the Im:

prdvement; Now Be-
ing Made.

- >

A Great Deal of Work Has Béen
Done, but Much is Yet to Do—
Additional Accommodations
Provided.

- e

The - enlargement and . alterations
which are being made in the Public
Hospital are going on very satisfac-
torily, and the hospital will be much
improved in all its brapches. Dr. Lun-
ney yesterday showed a representative
of the Sun throygh the building and
pointed out all the alterations.

Starting from the dome at the top
of the building, from which one of the
finest views in the city is obtainable,
it was seen that new copper rooflng
had been placed all round this central
part. '

Eormerly two wings - stretched out
from the centre of the building, with
peak roofs. In each case these roofs
have been taken down, and Mansard
roofs put up in their place. This
gives two new wards, both as large as
the corregponding wards in the story
below, and giving space for a number
of smaller rooms. The ward in the
right wing will probably be fitted up
as a children’s ward. It will- be -re-
membered that some time 'ago an
anonymous gift of $2,000 was made to
the hospital for this purpose. It has
not yet been decided to what purpose
the other new ward will be put, one
reason being that sufficient funds are
not yet available to fit it up.

The rear portion of the building has
also been raised apother story, mak-
ing an additional corridor, opening
from which are rooms to be occupied
by the female help of the establish-
ment. This new part has been com-
pletely fitted-up and a bathroom in-
stalled.

The rooms in the story below, which
were formerly occupied by the female
help, will now be utilized as addi-
tionals private rooms for patients,

In all three new bathrooms have
been placed in this part of the build-
ing, and all the bathrooms in the
building have been newly fitted wup,
the plumbing being entirely new.

A staircase has been built in the
rear running from the top to the bot-
tom of the building, so that the Ser-
vants will not now have to come
through the main part of the building
in order to reach their quarters.

The nurses’ home has been extend-
ed to twice its original length, and
has been thoroughly fitted out with
bedrooms and sitting rooms. Bath-
rooms have been placed on each story.
The &ining room has been consider-
ably enlarged and an entrance made
into the grounds, so that the nurses
will have a thoroughly convenient
and comfortable home.

Another improvement to the main
building is ‘a chute for dirty linen,
reaching frem the top of the building
0 a receiving closet just off the
laundry. Formerly everything had tp
be carried down to the laundry, which
is situated in the basement.

In the basement a zinc roof has
been placed over the furmnace room to
prevent dirt getting into the main
part of the hospital.

New windows have been put in all
the wards except one, so that the ar-
rangements for ventilation are now of
a very satisfactory order. The re-
maining ward will be done as soon as
funds permit.

All the wards have been repainted
and decorated and many of the other
rooms as well, but a good deal still
remains to be done in this direction,
the central hall not having been
touched yet, and once more the rea-
son is want of funds.

Altogether some $16,000 has been
spent and when the work is finished
the public hospital of St} John should
rank high among the edical insti-
tutions of the country. \

RIVER DRIVING.

Detention of Logs at Van Buren.

The following account has been re-
ceived of the meeting of the Mada-
waska Driving Co.:

EDMUNDSTON, March 10.—The an-
nual meeting of the Madawaska Log
Driving Company was held at Fort
Kent yesterday. Among those present
were: John Kilburn, Fred A. Estey,
Fredericton; Neil McLean, H. Morri-
son, John Sinclair, Charles Jones, St.

A small increase was made in the
fees for driving, and the drive was
again sold to Pond & Sons.

None of the St. John men who were
interested in the results of the meet-
ing have as yet received any word
from Fort Kent beyond what has ap-
peared in the daily papers, and are not
in a position to know what questions
were answered satisfactorily by Mr.

miles above VanBuren. Qne of the
local lumbermen who is most deeply
interested in the handling of the logs,
said to the Sun last night:

‘“The same contention was put for-
ward at the time when the Winding
Ledges dam scheme was to the front,
wnd we held then and still hold that
the logs cannot be assorted without
delay. The St. John Lumber Co. have.
stated that they will provide an up-
to-date assorting plant, and they cited
cases where in Michigan the same
work is satisfactorily done as they
purpose doing: on the St. John river.

“But we clalm that conditions here
are not similar to those existing in
Michigan, and what may work very
well there will not do at all on our
river. ’

“In opposing the Winding Ledges
dam scheme I put forward one argu-
ment, which the St. John Lumber Co.
were then and still are unable to an-
swer. It was that a large proportion
of the logs would run past the Van-
Buren district at night. The location
of thé proposed assorting works is such
that logs.which are started early in
the morning from farther up the river,
will come near that place late in the
afternoon or towards evening. The
men who are employed on the drives
work all day and rest at night, but if
the water is high enough, the logs
continue to run freely, and they will
thus run freely through the night past
the VanBuren district. If the water
is not high enough for wunimpeded
driving, then mnot all the logs but a
certain percentage of them will run
past. In order to assort all the logs,
the St. John Lumber Co. would have
to stop and detain all those logs which
would otherwise continue on their way
during the night, for no matter how
complete a plant may be put in, the
work of assorting cannot be success-
fully carried on at night. As the driv-
ing season is short, delays may be of
much moment, and I am strongly op-
posed to our logs being held at or near
VanBuren.” :

It was announced that the season’s
cut above Grand Falls amounted to
120,000,000 feet, which with the lumber
hung up last season made a total of
165,000,000 feet. Of the total, 25,000,000
is for the St. John Lumber Co. and
16,000,000 for the VanBuren Lumber Co.
The balance will go to the Fredericton
booms. y
