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Russia Must Sue for Peace.
Emperor iS Overwhelmed With Grief—-Little Hope of Russia Recovering

from Disastrous Blow Dealt by Japancse Heet--—-The Personal Fate
of Rojestvensky is Unknown--The End is Not Far Off.

Latest advices confirm the magni-
tude of the disaster sufferéd by the
Russian fleet, and point to the fact
that Russia’'s hopes, so far as this war

is concerned, now lie in whatever may
be accomplished by the oft-beaten
ermy in Manchuria.

An official report received from
Tokio by the Japanese legation at
Washington Monday evening says that
the Russian losses definitely known
include two' battleships, a coast de-
fense ship, five cruisems, two special
ships and three destroyers sunk, and@
two battleships, two coast defense
ships, one destroyer and one special
service ship captured, while over 3,000
prisoners have been taken, including
Rear -Admiral Nebogatoff. The Jap-
anese, it would seem, are still pursu-
ing the Russians, and it may be some
time before the final result is known.

There is nothing to clearly indicate
the extent of the Japanese losses, and
it is suggested from one source that
the Tokio government is waiting tc

hear from Admiral Rojestvensky by -

way of Vladivostok befere announcing
to what extent its -fleet has suffered.

The news of the disaster has caused
deep depression in offitial ~ Russia,
though it is not yet known generally
among the Russian people.

Rojestvensky’'s defeat has given rise
to renewed talk of peace. It is point-
ed out by the Associated Press’ ,St.
Petersburg correspondeént that Russia
in this crisis will tarmm _to France
through its foreign minister, M. Del-
‘ casse, while from Washington <comes
information that President Roosevelt,

]tered ‘had suffered a greater disaster
than the combined French and Span-
1 ish fleets at Trafalgar.
More bitter even than defeat is the
! Japanese claim of the virtual anni-
‘ hilation of the Russian fleet,with prac-
{ tically no loss on their side and many
i officers cling doggedly to the belief
that Vice Admiral Togo must have
suffered heavily.

With every ship of ®Rear Admiral
Neébogatoff’s réinforcing division either
. sent to the bottom or forced to strike
; its flag and only six of Rojestvensky’s
original sixteen fighting ships dbsent
from the list of vessels sunk or cap-
tured, and with ‘the Japanese pursuit
still continuing, no naval authority
has the temerity to dream that Russia
can essay an aftempt to wrest the
mastery of sea from Japan in the pre-
sent war. The - capturgd warships
alone will furnish Japan with ready-
made armaments which will be more
{ than a match for the fourth Pacific
i squadron now about to sail from Cron-
stadt.

The effect of the disaster will be 2!
terrible blow to the government. The
futility of trying to stagger on land is
everywhere recognized, and the cry.for
‘“‘peace at any price” is sure to be
raised. This time, it is believed, the
government cannot resist such a cry:

RADICALS REJOICING.

Indeed the radical liberals are openly
rejoicing in this hour of their coun-
try’s humiliation. They declare that
the disaster means peace and a con=
stitution and that the deaths of thou-
sands of their fellow countrymen and
the loss of over a hundred million dol-
lare’ worth of warships is not too big
a price to pay.

The friends of peace in the govern-
ment are already reproaching the war
party with forcing the ‘issue between
Togo and Rojestvensky. When the
fleet appeared in the Straits of Mal-
acca they tried vainly to persuade the
emperor that the time was opportune
for the opening of peace negotiations,
but the war party is convinced that his
majesty and Rojestvensky, for the
honor of the navy, insisted that the
fleet should be given a chance to re-
trieve the disasters suffered on land.
Diplontatists entertain no doubt that
the belliigerent faction will continue to
urge that the war be fought to the bit-
ter end, but the friends of Rusisa
abroad, and especially France, are now
*bringing overwhelming arguments to
bear in favor of peace.

The Associated Press has excellent
reason to believe that the Russian
government in this crisis will turn tg
M. Delcasse,.the French foreign min-
ister, in whose ability and loyalty as
Russia’s friend the emperor and his
minigters have implicit  confidence.
Some 'time ago it appeared like'y that
President Roosevelt would play a big
role in the peace negotiations, but now
his share is apt to be determined by
M. Delcasse’s decision. Thé latter
may, of course, consider 2 wise to
Pplace the negotiations in President
Roosevelt’s hands.

The war party, however, will insist
now as they did after the battle of
Mukden, that peace is impossible on
the heels of defeat. The members of
this faction. are already proclaiming
thaT the naval disaster in no wise al- |
ters the situation on land, Lieutenant
General Linevitch having prepared his
plans as-if the fleet did not exist.

The censorship is taking the posi-
tion that it is impropwr to accept the
Japanese reports in the absence of
official news, and has forbidden the
publication of foreign. despatches giv-
ing details of the defeat. INevertheless
news of the magnitude of the disaster
spread like wildfire throughout the
city, and the main facts were embel-
lished in picturesque detail, notwith-

standing the official deelaration.

Wives and families are bé ging the
admiralty, and are vislting the
churches to pray for the escape of
their loved ones,

Many of the people of St. Petersburg
refuse abselutely to credit;the news
from Tokio, and are clutchihg at the
belief that perhaps it-ig’not officidl,

The government undoubtedly fears
the effect of the news of the disaster
upon the country, as evidehce of which
Governor General Trepoff has taken
personal charge of the censorship in
St. Petersburg.

Peace demonstrations are generally
expected, though pending the decision
of the government with regard to the
opening of negotiations, it is impos-
sible to predict what stand/the anti-
government forces may take.

OTHER DESPATCHES.

LONDON, May 30.—Aeccording to the
correspondent of the Dajly Majl at
Seoul, Korea, early on Saturday morrz
ing, Vice Admiral Tbga, with pract
cally all the powerful ships of the Jap-
anese navy, was at Masampho, Korea,
when wireless signals from his scouts
between Tsu and Quelpart islands, an-
nounced the approach of the Russian
fleet in full force.

A few hours later the scouts report-
éd that the Rusgsians were not ascehd-
ing the western channel, as had been
anticipated,- but that ‘they wes  coB¥ '
ing up the eastern chanfel; which.
caused some surprise,

THE PLAN OF ACTION.

Admiral Togo immediately sta.rted
at full speed around the north of Thsu
Island, and when he doubled the island
he saw the Russians coming fn two
columns. He thén brought a.vterru_‘lﬁ
fire to bear on the flank of the port
column, and as the Russians fell into
disorder he forced them steadily.east-
toward the Japanese coast,
where they were attacked by every
vessel that flew the Japanese flag.
