Yesterday
afternoon ‘he offered tosell at a city liv-
ery stable two“horses sayingz he would
bring them inthe evéning.  This he did,
but seemed quite ignorant about the
horses, reducing his price from $350 to
$150. Finally- the’ dealers hecame sus-
plcious and-telephoned the police this
morning. Brunett was arrested and on

being taken to the cells broke down !

Bnd confessed that he had stolen the
horses and ‘fired %he barns, burning
them and seven other horses to cover
up his tracks. He said he had a child
in the cemetery vault awaiting burial
but had no money to bury it and had
taken this means to raise the funds, He
will come up for trial tomorrow,

In the history of the province and of
the Methodist “gHurch the term Peti-
codiac or Pediquodiac was
Bpplied to Moncton, Coverdale and to
the region of country lying along the
river from Dover to Salisbury and
even farther-west. .In this paper it is
used in a ‘much more limited = sense,
and is confined to the territory now
included {in tHe c¢ircuit of that name.
‘The places thus included are Petitcod-
lac, which is the héad of the circuit,
bleasantly situated on the Intercolon-
fal railway, and js connected with El-
gin on the south and Havelock on the
horth by the Elgin and Havelock rail-
way; and Havelock; Anagance, Ana-
Bance Ridge and Canaan. Each of
thoese is an important centre, and var-
lous industries are being successfully
éngaged in. Tha peoplé are as a whole
thrifty and.. engrgetic, while their

'FOR 100,000 PEOPLE

Great Work Started Near Chicago Today—
Indiana  Steel Co. at the
Back of It

CHICAGO, April 27.—The stupendous
work of buildingi, & model city to ac-
commodate 100,000 people was begun
yesterday when one hundred wood cut-
ters were set at work clearing a tract
on the shore of Lake Michigan, in Lake
county, Ind. At the same time another
hundred laborers began the work of
levelling the huge sand dunes to the
east of the mouth’ of Grand Calumet
River, where’ thd newly . organized
Indiana Steel Company proposes to
build the largest steel mills in the world
at a cost of $10,500,000. The new city is
to be built to accommodate the toilers
at the mills.

THE VILLAGE OF SALISBURY

is about thirteen miles west of Monec-
ton at the junction of the Intercolonial

Jwith ‘the Albert railway, by means of

which it has daily communication with
Hillsboro, Hbnewell and Harvey. It
has a Baptist, a Methodist, and an
Anglican church, an' excellent school,
a number of small industries and sev-
eral general stores. The principal one
of these is that of Crandall and Car-
ter, who do a large trade and who
keep a fine assortment of dry and
fancy goods and grocerigs.: Mr. Cran-
dall  comes of good- stBek, “being the
grandson of the well known Father
Joseph Crandall, who played so im-
portant a part in the history of the

‘Baptist church in the maritime pro-
_Vinges.

There are some very fine
farms in the neighborhood, the best
of: which ‘is the one owned by Albert
Trites, about a mile from the village
on-the way to Moncton. Here farming
is ‘carried on in the most approved
manner, and evidence is furnished to
show what can be done by an intelli-
gent cultivation of the ground. There
are a number of well cared for farms,
the returns from which are of a very
satisfactory character. To the west
of the village along the old Westmor-
land Road are some delightful drives,
and to the many places in the pro-
vince where the worn and the wearied
may find rest and recuperation may
be added Salisbury and its surround-
inzs. .
A BACKWOODS’ WEDDING.

In those olden days ministers wit-
nessed somre very odd scenes. One of

these occurred on the Canaan River,
and old Father Crandall was a prome

i inent figire in connection therewith,

He had@ been called to preach and
marry a couple, and one of his daugh-
ters when a little girl accompanied
him. She is a Mrs. Shearer, now. re-
siding in: Spokane, Washington Terri-
tory; is in her 84th year, hale and
hedrty, and the sole survivor of a fam-
ily of fourteen children. She tells how
after the services had been corecluded
the mistress”of the house hung up the
kettle over the fire'and made such
other preparations as were necessary
to provide a feast. for the guests. As
there was no table in sight they won-
dered how they could be rightly cared
for. Her anxiety was soon set at rest,
for ‘a couple of barrels were brought
in, a door was taken off the hinges
and a clean sheet was made to do ser-
vice as' a table cover. And amidst
these rustic surroundings and primi-
tive appointments there was probably
more genuine enjoyment than is often
experienced in. the abodes of wealta
and  refinement..

THE SALISBURY CIRCUIT

includes the village where the minise
ter -resides, . Upper Coverdale, Little
River, Allison, Fredericton Road and
Lewis . Mountain,  certainly room
enough .in which to find plenty to do,
and 'in which the people are not bure
dened with services. For the services
rendered them .they contributed last
year on an average the sum. of. $3.70
per ~member. . All things considered
this amount will ‘compare favorably
with the ' contributions of some
churches, the aggregate givings of
which are large. And what is true in
this case is equally true in the case
of many of our domestic missions
whose : people have not been always
spoken of in the most complimentary
terms.

No one cén say with certainty or by
whom' the message of Methodism was
first delivered in this village, but as “a
chapel was well under way” in 1841,
it is clear the time must have been in
the early years of the last century.
It stood on the lot opposite the Cran-
dall home, and when no longer need-
ed for religious services, was, we are
give to understand, converted into a
parsonage. During the intervening

This was done in this case
and as the story goes, the minister
and the parties concerned met on a
little travelled roadway and there un-
der the blue plighted their faith either
to other and were made one with thé
angels as witnesses.
