Thc* Federation at its annual meet­
ing in Montreal Saturday night rein­
stated a number of Montreal Har­
riers who had run In the Montreal 
Star’s fifteen mile road race, and for 
that had been suspended by the Fed­
eration. These runners have always 
been In good standing with the C. A. 
A. U. and affiliated bodies and as a 
result of the Federation's reinstate­
ment they are eligible to run in races 
authorized by either body.

This action on the part of the Fed­
eration la regarded as the first step 
toward reconciliation between that 
body and the C. A. A. U. The sporting 
public of the Dominion have approved 
the action.

The comment of the Montreal press 
Is favorable in tone. The Montreal 
Star says:

“The Federation showed. Its sincere 
desire for peace? by reinstating on 
Saturday all the young runners it had 
suspended foi racing against Tom 
Longboat in the three celebrated road- 
races run over the Montreal Star's 
surveyed fifteen mile course."

The Montreal Herald has the fol­
lowing:

Interviewed on the matter today. 
Mr. Dor va 1 said that ho considered it 
the first step and. the best one to­
wards the cementing of the athletic 
peace movement, which has been un­
der way in local harrier circles.

“We have taken the first step to­
wards the fixing up of things in the 
local harrier world," he said, “and wo

think that now the Independent Har­
rier League should make some move 
to meet us, at any rate half way, if 
they desire some working agreement.

"We have shown that we are in 
earnest. In the past the statement 
has frequently been made that peace 
would come about if some one took 
the first step. We have taken the first 
step. It is now, I think, up to the oth­
ers to see their way clearly to meet 
this with broad views and assist us 
to a working agreement."

Frank Brown, president of the Mont­
real Independent Harrier League, 
when spoken to about the reinstate­
ment by the Federation of the ath­
letes who ran against Longboat In 
the Star road race on the King's birth­
day, 1907, said, “I consider it the first 
step towards ertding the war, if it 
can be called a war—I -call It a dif­
ference of opinion—between the Can­
adian Amateur Athletic Union and the 
Federation. It is the best thing that 
could possibly be done, for this sus­
pension was the cause of almost all 
the ill-feeling." 
speaking to Messrs. Foster, Sayer and 
Moffat a while ago, It was proposed 
and they agreed that it was the most 
necessary step towards reconciling 
the two associations. It will be most 
welcome news to all those who have 
the interests of the running game at 
heart. This action by the Federation 
shows that there is a general desire 
for peace among those Interested In 
athletics in Canada.

The Standard knows that this state­
ment Is correct, and challenges its 
disproof. Its information came from a 
source every whit as reliable as the 
president of the Society League or 
of any other league.
