The announced sinkings of British
ships for the year up to and includ-
ing the week ending January 25, have
been 1,038 vessels, of which 763 were
over 1,600 tons and' 2370 were under
that figure. The Jjoint losses of
France dnd Italy have averaged 3 to
4 large vessels weekly.

States Steel Corporation pald to the
federal government more than half its
earnings in the final quarter of 1917,
according to a statement of the corpor-
atlon, {ssued today.

Total = earnihgs for that period
amounted to $69,724,125, atter making
allowance for $60,950,364 paid into the
government treasuty as war income on
oxcess. profits. Net income for the
final quarter Was $48,035,344, and sur
plus for the same period amounted to
$16,268,272.

This compares with total earnings
of $68,243,784, net income of $55,246,
377, and surplus of $21,824,664 for the
previous quarter. f

In keeping with expectations, the
directors declared an “extra” dividend
of three per cent. on the common
stock, fn addition to the regular com-
mon ‘dividend of 1% and preferred of
1%. Including a Red Cross dividend
of one per-cent. voted in the second
quarter, total disbursements on the
commbn share for 1017 amounted to
eighteén per cent. .
Total earnings for 1917 aggregated
$881,668,131, after charging of $213,-
467,240 to different taxes, etc. It is ex-
pected this amount will be increased
to $285,000,000 when the final returns
are made to Washington.

CONVOY SYSTEM
SATISFACTORY

Sir Leo G. Chiozza Money
Makes Statement in House

of Commons.

London, Jan 29—Replying to a ques-
tion in teh House of Commons today,
Sir Led G. Chiozza Money, parliameh-
tary private secretary for the minis-
try of munitions, on behalf of the

‘slupplng confroller; said the ocean

convoy system continued to work sat-
isfactorily. Since its inception, in the
middle of 1917, more than fourfesn
million tons of shipping had been ocon-
voyed with a loss of only 145 per
cent, including, ships “sunk through
the dispersal of convoys and through
bad weather.

NEW YORK NEEDS
