-Raising live stock is the chief indus-
try of both islands. Extensive grassy
plains afford good grazing grounde.

The people of Masbate are compara-
tively pesceful and civilized. Only the
residents of the southern part of $he is-
land are inclined to be troublesome.
Agricriture is little practiced, the only
important crop being rice,and of that not
enough is raised to support the popula.
tion. The eapital of Masbate is Palanog,
.a very ginsll place on the east coast.

CECIL RHODES

«Bives HisOpinion of the Future of
.the United States—Will Rule All
.the Continont But Canada.

Arzxsnpria, Egypt, Feb 11—Uecil
Rhodes, who in the eyes of most English.
Jnen is tke incarration of the imperial-
istic policy, holds views concerning the
foture of the United States even mo:e
far reaching than most American im-
perialists havs broachsd. _

Mr. Rhodes, in conversation with a
representative of the é&ssociated Press
on board the steamer Hapburg, in the
Mediterranean, by whick he came to
Egypt in the interesis of the Cape-to-
Cairo railroad and telegraph, predicted
most eonfidently that within a century
the United States would have advanced
the work begun in the acquisition of
Caobs until it controiled ail of thxe Amer-
ican hemisphere except Canada.

Mr Ehodes expressed admiratie'n for
the work already donein Cuba, aml pre-
dicted that it would be carried on in' the
Philippines, The United States, he ¢'on-
sidered,one of the nations best equippyd
for colonization, and repeatedly exclaim-

«d, *You are taking to it like mother’s I

milk,” apparently with the greatest de-
light.’ y W g

He inquired with great interest whlll
were the arzuments of the opponents
imperiglism in the United Btates, snd

commented that they seemed fo be ani-
mated by selfishness. “It is the duty
of civilizad nations to take eharge of the
barbarians and give them & white man's
government,” he said. “The United
States is one of the great powers and
cannot escape this duty.”

He did not believe that the Unifed |

States would ever withdraw its author-
ity from Caba, and thought the manner
in which Spain had been evicted from
her colonies and the United States had
taken on most businesslike.
America’s action in compensating Spain
for the Philippines surprised him, “I
would have bundled the Spaniards out
and made them pay a war indemnity.”
was his comment.

He declared that the United States
could never withdraw from the Philip-
pines, because it was their duty to give
theee peop'e a strong and good govern-
ment; nor did he believe that, when
they had to realize the results of
their work there, Americans would de-
sire to sbandon the policy. They might
grumble for a time over the expense,but
that would be a mere “flea bite” to a na-:
tion so rich. Why not abandon some of
the expenses of the pension Iist, which
seemed so unreasonably large, if econ-
omy was necessary? KEven if s large
navy must be built, the United States
could well afford one. 8o far as the fear
of provoking foreign entanglements and
wars went, while England snd the
United States stood together and main-
tained their present understanding,
which was practically an slliance, no
combination of powerz < .re menace
trem. To govern colonies the United
States must organize a staff of colonial
officials; but they would dothet as eaeily
a8 they would organize a new navy.

To$he suggestion of the anti-imperiale
ists that the Philippines wouid be only
the beginning of colonization, he said:—

“There are no more islands of the sea
to be acquired. They are all taken up.
The territory of the savage racez is prac-
tically a1l pre-empted by the eivilized.
The ultimate work of the United States
will be to govern Bcuth America. You
will probably begin with Mexico, ac-
quire the Central American States, then
those on the continent of South Americs,
until you hold sall the country eoath of
you. Theae states have incompetent
governments—practically barbarian gov-
ernments—and it will be yourduty to
give them the white man’s government.
Mezxico is well governed; but a nation
cannot depend on one man, and when
Diaz is dead i¢ may be ruled no better
than before his time. Southward is the
logical direction of the expansion of the
United States.

“The Philippines came to you by ae-
«cident; these neighboring peoples it wili
be logically your duty to provide for.”

When Blaine’s efforts to arrange a
friendly compact between the No:th
and South Americanrepublics was men-
tioned Mr. Rhodes called them vision-
ary. “You will possess all those states
by force of arme, and thet within a cen-
tury,” he said emphatically.

Agked if Canada would logically be
included in this expansion, he said that
Canada had a good government, and
therefsre ther> was no need for a change.
Sammarizing America’s policy, he said:

“You people of the United States can-
not always remain within yonrselvea.
You cannot always go on making money.
You must ges ont into the world and
take up yoar chare of the warld’s bur-
dens. Already you are outgrowing ycur
own country. You will absorb other
counfries and give them good goverce
ment. Why shouldn’t you? You have
it in your blood. The Philippines will
farnish new careers for your young men.
The whole work will strexgthen yon and
broaden your national character. Yes;
already yonu are taking to it like mother’s
milk.”

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"DEATH BY DROWNING.

THE VERDICT OF THE COR-
ONER’S JURY IN THE CASE
OF GILBERT CRAIG.

Was Not Seen by the Toll Collector
or Gateman— Several Persons
Swore They 8aw Him on the Floats
at Kight O’clock—Dr. Christie
Gives sn Account of the Post
Mortem Examinstion,

The inquiry into the death of Gilbert
Craig, whose body was found floating In
the east side ferry dock last Thursday
night, was held Batarday night by
Coroner D E Berryman, The inquest
.was held in the court house and the fol-
\lowing compoeed the jury: Foreman,
Thos SBeeds; David Wateon, John Daley,
Joa Henderson, Edward 8 Hennigar,
Walter Gampbeil and L. U Price.

Frederick Fox, a laborer, of Csrleton,
was the first witness and said: “I was
on the east side of the harbor Tbnradag
evening last. I arrived on eaet side at
o’clock. 1 knew Gilbert Craig by sight.
I saw him Thureday evening going
down east side ferry fleata at 8 o’clock.
He was alone and staggering from side
to eide. The impression® hed was that
he was under the influenca of liquor. I
congidered } im at the time unable to
take care of himself and thought it was
dangerous for him to go dewn the flosts.
A little later on I saw him standing
with bis arms on the rails at the end of
the fioats. There was no ons else on the
floats at that time. I came off the boat
with-a orowd, but waited behind for a
friend. I never saw decessed alive
again. Craig would have had time to
catch the boat before her return trip
after I had seen him on the floats. I
did not eee a drunken sailor that even-
ing, Itdis not uncommon fo gee drunken
men on the ferry boat.

Rabert Farlong, aged 14 years, 8 news-
boy, who resides on Wright strect, said
he mells the evening papers, and was
selling them on the ferry boat betxeen
780 and 830 o’clock on the even-

ing of Thursday lest. I visited
the dead-house this evening,. he
said, in company with the jary,

and recognized the man lying dead
thers a8 the man I gsaw on the
ferry floats on Thursday even-
ing laxt, shortly after 8 o’cicck. He
and I were on t.e fl ate alone. I was
hollering cat Globs, Gazaite or Record.
Had a talk with bim. He asked me if I
sold papers. I esid, “Yes.” Ho said,
“Would you like to earn 75 cents a day
and eoll papers, toa?” He said,” Would
you like to live with me?” He appeared
qui'e drunk, and eomld bardly stand.
He told me his wife was dead and he
head oniy a daughter. I was talking to
him less thaun ten minutes, after which I
left him =nd went about trying to sell
my papers. When I saw him last he
was standing on the western end of the
floats leaning on the rail, I did mnot
learn of his death until Friday night,
In conversation he gave me the name
of W L Craig. I believe he bad lote of
timo to get on the boat and go {0 Cazle-
ton alier the bost errived, While I was
talking to him I saw ke had a knife in
his bkand apd I ran awsey from him.
The boat went ont while I was talking
to him.

Robert Sallivan, gatekeeper on east
+ide farry, aworn, eaid he knew the de-
ceated Gilbert Craig by sight, I re-
member, he ssid, Thureday evening
last. Idid noteee him on that night.
My hours arefrom1p m to 1120 p m.
No-person has authority over the gates
bstween those hours beaide myself, I
am present all the time. I leave the
gates down when I go away. having
other datiea beside attending the gates,
would not leave the gates
ucder any other circumstances.
Oao Thureday evening last about 745
o’clock I heard loud talking on Magee's
wharf. There are no life-eaving appli-
ances about the wharf or floats. I have
been 16 years gatekeeper and hava
never known of any life-saving appli-
ances at the floats. I sometimes git in
a smsll honse on the wher! during
eevers weather.

James Christie, M D, gaid he made a
post-mortem examination on the
odly of a man in the dead.
house on Friday, assisted by Dr
A W Christie and Dr Ellis. I made
‘a carefal examination, he said, of tte
tody externally and fouund only a slight
mark on the top of his head. I opened
the chest and abdomen and also removed
the brain., First I examined the pelvic
organs, bowels, spleen snd stomach.
They were all healthy. The liver bled
freely when inciscd, The heart and
lungs were perfectly healthy. The lungs
were very fally inflated and slightly
congested. They filled completely the
cavity of the chest. Portions of the
ungs were ocut -of and pat
in water 'and floated buoyantly. The
lungs when incised exoded fraely a
frothing mueus and there was also muous
in the trachea. The heart was perfectly
heslthy, bat eontained in the left ven-
fricle a considerable quantity of dark
fluid, blood, but no clots. The right ven-
tricle had a small quantity of finid blood
in it. The stomach contained a small
quantity of lignid with undigested food,

‘| such a3 potatoes, meat and turnips. Pro-

bably there was from eight to temounces
in the stomach. The food had been in
the stomach two or three houra before
deatb, There was no odor observable
from this. Idid not detect the sligbt-
est odor of liguor. The brain was per-
fectly healthy. The blood vessele wers
a little fuller than normal. There was
no congestion, I think the deceased
was drowned. There was no water in
his lunge and none in his siomach. The
inflated condition of his lungs might
have been the reason of his floating.
Had I made a post mor-
tem examination and not have
known all the circumstances surround-
ing this man’s case, I question if I could
have given a decided opinion thatthe
deceased died by drowning. There was
nothing peculiar abowt his clothing that
would heve caused him to float. If he
had become unconscious and fallen into
the water,he would be unab!e to breathe
and would bave died from asphyxia.
This might have been the condiiion of
affairs in this cage,

Thos Coughlan, a collector of east side
ferry,eaid he remembered Thursday
evening last. I knew deceased Gilbert
Craig. He did not buy = ticket or pasy

through the turnstile on Thursday or
Thursday evening last. Had he gone
over in the steamer to Carleton between
the hours of 7 and 11 o’clock on Thurs.
day ha mustor should have gone by
me through the tarnvetiles, There is a
window from my office looking out over
the gates at the end of floata. I can gee
those going in or out of gates. I have
bsen collector for15 or 16 years. I have
known people to hoist the gate and go
down the floats unsbserved by Sullivan,
the gateman, when he would be away
from duty without permission. There is
8 city by-law saying no ictoxicated man
shall be allowed to go on the ferry floats
or boats. I pass men under the influ-
ence of liguor. Sometimes the gate-
keeper leaves the gates up and any
one might walk through. BSaullivan
has ieft them up many times.
I have known him to have left them up
several times. He goes away from his
post once every night anyway. He gen-
erally goes after6 o’clook, perhaps later.
A drunken msn could not have gome
down the floate. I have known the
gatekeeper to allow people to go down
the floata without paying, and when
asked by me what was meant eaid they
were going somewhere else,

J Alfred Ring, foremsn of the water-
works, said he 8aw Craig on the ferry
floats on Thursday evening, hanging
over the railing, Later on, when the
boat went out, he looked up the floats
and could not see the man, There was
a drunken ssilor helped on board the
boat that trip.

Samuel Maxwell, sworn, tcld of dis-
covering tke body in the slip and help-
ing to bring it out on the floats.

William Reardon said he esw Craig
before 8 o’clock in the ferry house with
8 pocket book in his hand and was
abous to pay Lis fare, and he geemed fo
be intoxicated at the time.

The jury returned the following
verdict:— :

“We, the jury impanelled o inquire
into the death ¢f Glibert Craig, find that
he came to his death by falling over
the east side ferry floats, and we believe
that hs was drowned, and we would re-
commend that life saviog appliances be
procured and placed in conspicauous
places there, so that the public can
have access to them at any moment."”

DRIVEN TO THE STRERT.

Pastor of a Boston - Church Shut
Out and Holds Services on the
Strest in the Rain.

BostoN, March 5—The troubles in the
Warren Avenue Baptist Church Soci:ty
culminated today in the refnsal of the
standing committee to allow tho pastor,
Rev Joseph K Dixon, to conduct eervices.
When Mr Dixon arrived at the church
this afterncon he and his adherents
found all the doors closed and barri-
caded. The following notice has been
poeted on the big door at the main
entrance:—

“There will be no services in the
church today. By order of the atanding
committee of the society.”

The notice was signed by George E
Ladd, clerk.

The friends of the pestor, who had
been informed previously that an sat-
tempt would be made to prevent the
holding of services, were very indignant,
and several of them favored breaking in
the doors. No such hesty action wae
taken, however. A large crowd as-
sembled on Wes$ Canton streef,on which
thoroughfare the edifice faces, just be-
fore 10.30 o’clock, the time st for the
commencement of, the morning gervicea.
A large portion of ths crowd were
church members, while many were per-
gons aftracted ¢to the sceme cmi o
curiosity. The crowd extended well along
the Warren Avenue side of the : hurch,
nofwithstanding & rain etorm. Rav. Mr.
Dixon decided to hold briel services in
the open air. He and two deacons,
Iriendly to his side - f the controversy,
stood on the church steps. Brief prayers
were eald and the audience joined in
singing @ hymn., The pastor and gome
of the assembly stood in fhe rain with
their hats offt. The scrvice was probably
the most unnsual ever held in the city.
Behind the pastor and the friendly
deacons were placazdad on the
big doors of ,the church several
long notices, Including minutes cof
thelast meeting, the notice given above,
snd a warrant for & meeting of the go-
clety at 7.30 o’clock Mondnﬂ evening,
which, among other things, is called to
“gee what action the society will take in
reference to dissolution of any relations
that may be existing between the soci-
ety and the Rev. Joseph K Dixon.”

These notices were signed by a ma-
jority of the standing committee. This
committee consists of 14 members, of
whom 10 had attached their signatures.

The doors had been barricaded on the
inside by a ladder, sawhorse and boards.
It was announced during the foremoon
that three men had stayed in the church
all night to prevent any attempt that
:lni;ht have heen made to force the

oors,

It appears that the standing commit-
tee had & meeting Saturday afternoon;
when it was decided toprevent Dr Dixon
from entering. This action was precipi-
tated by the action of the pastor in de-
claring a motion carried at 8 meeting of
the society last Friday night which in-
creased the number of the advisory
committee of the church by five mem-
bers, thus giving the pastor a majority
of the committes.

Another meeting was. held in front of
the church this evening, at which Mr
Dixon announced that he bad engaged
couneel and that he hoped to be able to
preach in the church next Sunday.

A Port and Railway Rights }Vanted
at San Mun Bay and Taken When
Refused—Italiaa War Ships Land
Marines — England Behind the
Move.

2zx1N,March 5—The Teang Li Yamen
(Chineae foreign office) has returned to
the Italian charge de’afiairs, Marquis
Salvador Aggi, his despateh containing
the demand of the Italian government
for a lease of San Mun Bay on the same
conditions a8 thote under which Ger-
many holds Kigo Chou Bay, accompany-
ing it with a letfer declaring that the
Chinese government is unable to grant
the request.

The 'damand of fhe Lialian govern-
ment for & 99 year lease of SBan Mgn
Bay, province of Che Kizng, as a coaling
station and naval base, included aleo a
demand for the concession of three
islande cff the coact of Che Kiang with
the right to construct 8 railroad from
Mun Bay to Pa Yen Lake, and (o pre-
ferential rgilroad and mining privi-
leges within a sphere of influence cover-
ing the sowtnern two thirdsof Che Kiang
province.

According to a despatek io the Agso.
ciated Press from Pekin last Fricay the
action of the Italian governweut has
cauced grent excitement there, not only
among the Chinese, but also among tte
foreign diplomatists, the Chiness being
convinced that Great Britain was chiefly
responsible for the demand and that it.
had been made fo emphasize Great
Britain’s displeasure at the tarn which
the northern railroad quesiion has
taken.

The represevfative of a greaf power,
according to the same despatch, was re-
ported to bave said thatthe moment
had arrived for internationsl control of
Chins, and it was aleo asserted that if
the policy of spheres of inflnence to be
inaugurated, the United States would
doubtless have aeay in the matter with
a probable prefe:ence for the provimce
of Chi Li.

Mr Dawson, director of the gealogical
survey, has received a letter from A P
Lowe, dated st Great Whale River, sast
side of Hudson Bay, December 30. Mr
Lowe has surveyed the eastern coast of
Hudson Bay from Cape Wolstenholme
southward to Great Whale River, hav-
ing made an accurate log. A survey of
about five hundred miles of coast line,
haif of which has never before been
charted except in the roughbtest way.

which 4,700 rebels are known to have
been glain. Huaudrads of Chicese troops
were algo killed. The rebels were liter-
ally mowed down by the quick-flring
guns and magszioe rifles, with which
geveral regiments of the imperial troops
were armed, Later the imperial t:oops
eucceeded in reeapturing Hungyehai,
and might have followed ap their gcecess
by other victories had not ssversl other
regiments of raw froops bscome panic
stricken and van away. After captur ng
the city named they foliowed aup the
rebels into Changto, that city having
been captared by the rebele some time
&go, Changto was retaken by the im-
perial troops after fierce fighting.

LonpoN, Mareh 6—The Shanghsi cor-
reeyondent of the Daily Mail says that
the leader cf the rebels in the province
of Aa Homi, the notorious despersdo
Nui, bas been captared, 52 of hie follow-
erg being killed.
