3douad to the prestige of
the British Empire W0Wever much it may
add to its credit as © dispenser of justice.
Disguise the matter as We may, the Boers have
conquered the independ ence taken from them
by an arbitrary act, at the muzzle of their
rifies, and tafs fack the worid wiil recognize,
and not the plea of humanity put forward by
the vanquished. If dbe Biitish Government
bad opened mnegotiat,'ons for peace after the
firat defeat of their trc.Op* OT even alter the
second, they might claim, yWith some show of
réason, that they were not iorced into terma
by & victorious enemy, but the¥r advances lost

. all gracefulness when they delayd until the

Boers had gained their fourth and crowning
victory. We may feel perfectly satlsfied
that {f the sturdy Dutchmen had been van-
quished their country would now be overrrfn
by the British, thelr leaders shot or.m
prison, and & British General would abolish
the last vestige of their liberties with the tsp
of the drum. Before the Boers regorted, to
arms they tried diplomacy and prayers, and
when those were scoffed at by & Tory Guvern-
ment first, and a Liberal Governmernt next,
they took to the field resolved to regain their
independence or perish. They have gained
their independence, and it is the British who
have perished. The action of the Boers teaches
the lesson that people who deserve liberty,
even in this last quarter of the mineteeuth
century, have to fight for it and to fight
bravely. It is good for people who do not
possess the means of wreating their rights by
force to try and gain an instalment of them
by peaceful means, but even then the threat
of a resort to physical force should lie be-
hicd, else even the bect of Governments will
grant nothing. This iz what the Boers did,
and they have emerged from the struggle,
the applause of the world sounding in their
ears and tho praise of even the greatest
sticklers for moral suasion not witbheld.
And so may it be forever; may right and
Jjustice prosper, and the doers of evil be put
to shame and confusion.

Tee fund beiog raised fn Ireland and
Amorica for Michael Davitt will meet the
approval of the admirers of tbat staunch
Irishman all over the world. Heetofore
many an Irish patriot, who sacrificed all for
bis country, has been allowed to sink into a
pauper's grave, leaviog a family in poverty
behind him. ‘fhis was not encouraging to
others. It is nothing but right that men
who have devoted their genius to Ireland
should at least be exempt from want, for if
they hed seltishly dedicated the talents given
thom by God to the building of a fortune in-
stead of to the regeneration of their country,
poverty would not overtake them at the
close, Regular Governments pension those
who have rendered their country service, and
oven spies and informers are salaried by the
Stute. But Ireland has no Government of
her own,snd hence her self-sacrificing sons
must depend upon the voluntary generosity
of the people for whom they have striven.
British dungeons have bLroken Davitt's
heaith, and wheu he vmerges once more, if
ever he does emerge, it will be a consolation
to hio to fiad that the thoughtfulness of his
couutrymmen has placed bimself and those
dependent upon him alove want. It will
also cncouraze others ta enter the gap, in the
consciousness that their services will not
have been wunrecognized when the time
comes when their harness grows too heavy
for them to bear.

THe despatches received nnnouncing the
terms the Boers were prepared to submit to
in order to establish peace with their van-
quisked enemy, were of fo strange & nature as
to astonish everybody at all acquainted with
the chamncter of the * Africanders.” Oue
would suppose from those terms that it wax
the Boers who had been 6o badly beaten, and
the British so victorious in the struggle.
The British were to exercise a suzerainty over
the Transvaal ; to conduct its foreign aflairs;
to keep a resident in the Transvaal, in fuct to
act as if they had made themselves complete
masters of the situation. People rubbed their
eyes with amazement, and we can well be-
lieve the Lonest face of dear old Johu Bull
beamed with pleasure at coming out of a
contest 5o easily. It was thought, in fm:t,
that no matter how bravely the Boers ¢ould

fight they were but diplomatic babes in the ]

hands of General Wood. Why, the Boers
could hardly have more exacting conditions
imposed upon them if thsey had been com-
plotely conquered, The latest despatches,
however, change the complexion of aflairs
somewhat. DPeace is not yet concluded; it is
only an armistice which has been granted,
and now we have omioous rumors of a Suuth
African Bepublic and the total expulsion of
British power from the Cape. The first de-
spatches were sent to London colored ina
way that satisficd the amour propre of Jobn
Bull, but later news takes the sugar-coating
off the bitter pill. We must wait before we
conclude the war is over in South Africa.

Tre people of the United States are now
fully alive to the peril they incur if they
allow the creation of monopolies to continue.
When rumors first began to spread that Van-
derbiit, Gould and others were completing
their arrangements for purchasing the roada
a few advanced watchers in the Western
States sounded the alarm, and were at once
hounded down 88 Communists aud Sacialists
by the newspapers owncd by the monopolists.
Communist is In fact a name applied to
every man who denounces what is wrong, or
stunds up for the rights of the people. The
monopolists are now practizally the owners of
the railroads, telegraphs and newspapers, but
that does not satisfy them, for Juy Gould bas
just placed a fleet of barges on the Mississippi
river, while himself snd Vanderbilt bave
also placed a large number of steamers on
the lakes, which will give them control of
both  land ‘and water trausport. It
i noticeable thet the members now
being elected to Copgress, and the Btate
Legislatures are either creatures of the great
monopolists or connected in one wuy or an
other with these enteririses, and wo shall
goon see that they will control the country
through its legislaluces and construet o 8Y8-
tem of white alavery from which it will tuke
8 civil war to extrioate the people. Vander-
bilt has also been operatlng in Canads, and
though he has cemsed it is only for the nre-
éent. When his business on the other side

is properly counsolidated he will once moro
turn his attention to Canwds, knowing bis
grand schame will not be vcompl'ete if he con-
not control our lakes and rallroads.

TFIE SCARE IN ENGLAND.

Theze are s good many clever, industrious
people in England “dnd Ireland who do not
ot.ject to draw salaries from the Secret Ser-
‘vice fund, in ljeu of the means of earning an
honest living. 1t i pleasent to them when
conspiracies are afoot, for it gives them re-
munerative employment, and they cannot be
blamed overmuch if they take advautage
of pubiic excitement and the spasmodical
thrills of .Jobn Bull to thipk It their
duty to create sensations with a view
to cause the stream of gold to flow faster from
the aforesaid Secret Service Fund. John
Bull is gullible, and Jobn Bull is, therefore,
easily imposed upon by dotectives and in-
formars., Who does not remember Titus
Oates,and how he drove honest John actually
crazy with stories of Jesuits and Papist
armies marching under ground to overtura
the Protestant religion and cut the throats of
all honest men? John is rather a conserva—
tivo apimal, and hag not changed to any
great extent since the days of Titus Oates. He
is still willing to swallow any mortal thing
if told that it will assist his constitution. A
month ago a few score of English laborers
and mechanics entered Sheffield looking for
employment, and John was told they were
Fenians, and believed it. Since then the de-
tactives and informers have kept up the
scare, never for one moment allowing it to
drop, and John is in a continuous state of
perspiration. Never a day passes that some
place is not reported about to be
blown up, and thouch the rumor
is reported to be a cunard almost im-
mediatety nfter so sharply do the operators on
his nerves find him another seusation, that
John is not allowed to subside for one instant.
When it is not the Mansion houso which isto
be blown up it is Salford Barracks, and when
it is not Gladstonewho has received a threaten-
ing letter itis the genial Sir Willlam Harcourt
who bas received a pistol which is to blow his
brains out when the little box containing it
is opened. Singnlar enough the Fenians or Ni-
hilists attempt nothing that the victim is not
warced beforehand of. Now, we at this dis-
tance from the scene of the terrible catastrophe
contemplated are, because of our own uerves
not being acted upon, in a position {o take a
calmer view of what wo may term the latest
raid upon the generous Secret Service money
of the Imperiul Government, and this is what
we candidly think. We tbink that Sir
William Harcourt, the Home Secretary,
knows more than he iz willing to ae-
knowledge about those plets. Wo do not
gny he is the chief manufacturer of
themw, but it is not impossible that
he winks at the clever detectives who are. A
man who tampers with the letters of mem—
bers of Parliament, who are not conspirators,
is capable of any little trick of State to gerve
his party and make honest John Bull think
him indiepeusible. His p-~pularity will in-
crense fifty per cent after this terrible pistol
discovery. We would not entertain such a
pitiful opinion of English statesmen did
bistory not inform us that they deem po
act too low when it is conducive to
the proper subjection and degradation of Ire-
land. Itis a well known fact, admitt-d by
Froude and other Jingo historians, that the
rebellion of '98 was furced upon the Irish
people by a conspiracy of Pitt, Castlerengh,
Cooke and Chancellor Fitzgibbon, and we
take it that few will disagree with us when
we say that Sir William Harcourt is in every
way iunferior to thnse great conspirators ex-
cept in mennness. Let us then receive this
blowing up business with large grains of
salt.

AFFAIRS IN TAE IBERI4N
PENINSULA.

The Tberian Penisosula, which bas been so
quict since the accession of Alfonso, is once
more in a dirturbed state, and we may hear
any day of & military Pronunciamenta, The
lenders ot the so-called Republican party are
vot bappy out in the cold; they only form
one of the wings of the Opposition, but they
think they can help themselves better by the
Lursting of petards in the streets and
the circulation of incendiary appeals among
the soldiers in the barracks. Sagasta and
Marebal Serrano are the leaders of the party,
but the aincerity of their Republican opiniona
is questionable. The gigantic frands perpe-
trated in Cutba Ly some of the highest men in
Spnin do not add to the sirength of the
Monarchy, and it may be that Sagasta and
his friends are ioclined to take advantage of
the clamor raised, in fartherance of thelr own
Successful Pronunciementos in Spain
are only half revolutions, and gener-
ally mean abhout the rame thing as
n change of Ministry in England, except
that there is promotion sll round for the offi-
cers of the army, each receiving a step in
rank and an increase of pay, while the ma-
chine of State travels along in the rame old
grouve, until snother party becomes hungry
and desperate enough for a pronunciamento,
Espartero, 0'Donpell and Prim were the most
ruccessful bands at that kind of thing, but as
Serrano has 8lgo been pretty successful we
may hear of him again befure he leaves the
stave. The stability, or sceming stability of
the Freuch Republic, may eftect the minds
of the progressive party in Spain, and incline
them to once more aim at the suliversion of
the Mouarchy, for French 1ideas have a
poteut influence on the Spanlards, allied as
buth natiens are in race, religion, and par-
tinlly in literature. At all events, the begin-
uipg of a storm is easily diecernable; the
dust is rising rouud Alfongo, and he may yet
have to follow the example of his mother,
Isubella, and fly across the Pyrenees for
shelter.  Portugal, the quietest of small
kingdoms, perhaps because it is a small
kingdcm, is also passing through a crisis.
There {8 a Republican party in Portugal
alvo—as where is there not—and if Bpain
gaes in for 8 revolution this time the Union

of the Peninsula may be effected under a
Federal Ropublic.  There are a good many
men in Portugal who favor the idea. The
overthrow of the late Ministry and the quietus
given to British influence may have the effect
of teaching the Portuguese populace their
strength and lead to yet greater changes.
Spain was once a great nation and it bas yet
the;materials and the situation to recover some
of its former power and prestige if the Gov-
ernment be only honest and the people

EAST NORTHUMBERLAND.

The election for a member of Parlinment
to the Federal House came off yesterday in
Last Northumberland, and resulted in the
defeat of the Conservative candidate and the
elaction of the Liberal by a majority ot from
170 to 200. This is the first victory that has
perched on the Liberal banners of late, and
it is, therefore, welcomed by the party with
al] the moro gratitude. It appears that the
Conservative candidate—Mr. Kennedy—is a
Catholic, and the Liberal—Mr. Crouter—a
Methodist preacher and an Orangeman, and
to this fact it is that the Gazetls ascribes the
Conservative defeat of yesterday. The Hera'd
prudently holds its tongue about the religion
of the candidates, but almost implies that the
election of Mr. Crouter means & reaction,
while for similar reasons ite political oppo-
nent brings religion to the front, lest any one
should for a moment suppose people were
tiring of the too many benefits derived from
the mnational policy. Such things have
been; men have grown weary of
too much prosperity. The Gazetle
may be right in ascribiog the defeat of ¥Mr.
Kennedy to his religion, especially if it is
true that Mr, Crouter balanced himself al-
most on the fence in order to conciliate the
COrangemen of the Conservative party. But
when all is said and done, what does Mr.
Crouter’s victory prove but that there are
Conservatives whose prejudices against
Catholics are stronger than their allegiauce
to party., Indeed the sams may be said
with equal force against their opponents,
It would be wrong, however, for Catho-
lics to ba dirgusted with such tigotry;
bigotry can be conquered as well as other
vile passions, and the way to conquer it is
increased liberality on our side, though
Heaven knows - we have already given suffi-
cient proofs that we, at least, do not gaze upon
political issues through sectarian spectacles.
Let us, bowever, in order not to be as un-
just as the (azette, enquire into the facts
conpected with the East Northumberland
ol:ction, When Mr. Keeler, the lato mem-
ber was returned for that constituency at the
general election of 1875 his msjority was
only 47, and it must be Tremembered that al-
most any man who then presvnted himself as
n protectionist would have been returned.
From this wa would not have it inferred that
Protection is a bad thing, on the contrarv we
believe Canada has derived great benefit from
it. What we want to show, is, that taking
everything into consideration, the amount of
bigotry displayed—if any—caunot be so
greut, when in a constituency more than three-
fourths Protestant, the Catholic candidate was
defeated by such a comparatively small
majority. At all events the charge of
bigotry cannot be charged against
the Conservative leaders who brought Mr,
Kennedy out, when it is remembered that the
probabilities of a Conservative victory, if a
Protestant were the neminee, were excellent,
and that by supporting a Catholic they les-
sened thoea chances. Wefirmly believe that
sectarianism is dying out in Ontario—in all
Canada in fact—and wo are not at all dis-
couraged by the defuats in West Toroato and
East Northumberland. The number of Catho-
lice returned is yearly increasing, and we
have no doubt it will increase until our co-
religionists find the level of their intelligence,
their numbers and their position in this Can-
ada of ours.

THE SURRENVER AT YORKTOWN.

The American Repnblic has invited its
aister Republic of Europe to send repregsenta-
tives to America to celebrate the rurrender of
Yorktown to the allied armies in 1781, and
the French Republic has cordially accepted
the invitation. There may be differences of
opinion as regarde the advizability of cele-
brating victories gained exactly a hundred
years ago, especially x#hen the contestants of
them are the bosom friends—or pretended
bosom friende—ot to-day ; but once it has
been decided to celebrats the event it is no.
thing but right that France should be invited
to join in the ceremony. Were it not for
France the coloniee would certainly have
been beaten 1n their revolutionary struggle,
and, at all events, the surrender of York-
town, the crowning victory of the war,
would not bave been achieved had not a
French fleet prevented the English from
ercaping. The army surrendered by Corn-
woilis at Yorktown was flushed with victory
over both Gates and Greene in the Carolinas,
but had to suceumb to the forces in front and
rear, and in snccumbing to yield up the best
portion of a continent to His Most Christian
Majesty and the General of the Coogross.
His Chrislian Majeety in dead and gone and
his heira are exiles, but France remaias, and
is s powerful Republic, and is perbaps In-
vited to the celebration at Yorktown with all
the more cordiality for thst rerson. To-day
the two Republics are decidedly the two most
prosperous nations on this earth of ours, and
they entertain & great Hking for each other,
though, certes, when America saw ber ancient
ally crushed at Waterloo, and again at Sudan,
the amount of material aid &he rendered ber
wag infinitesimally small. Perhaps, though,
the States might have dene something gener-
ous only for the treachery of Napoleon the
Third during the civil war, and his subsequent
descent upon Mexico.

But what about the grent Anglo-Saxon race

Lord . Dufferin and & thousand others gush so
much about? Is it right after a hundred
years have rolled overthat one branch of the
gréat Anglo-Saxon race should crow over
another branch and call in the Celt to swell
the chorue? Why ehould not blood be thicker
than water? Thetruth is that, notwithstanding
all the gush about the great Anglo-Saxon
race, nine out of every ten Americans do not
belong to it, and they know they don't. There
can scarcely exist more people more dissimilar
than the Americans and Eoglish, in appear~
ance, manners and customs. They have a
languagein common and consequently alitera-
ture, and that is all, but that is a great deal,
It is surprising how much alike is a stream
of pedestrians in Broadway to astream on the
Rue de Rivoli—the same brunette complex-
ion a8 a general rule, the samo military ap-
pearance, and the same dregs. There is no
geltiog over the fact that both peoples—orat
least the great majority of them, belong to
the great Celtic race. It is wonderful what a
love the Americans have for Parifs, and how
eager they are tc learn the French language.
The dime novel writers and half crazy poets
may gush and ¢ enthuge,” over the two
great branches of the Anglo-Saxon race, but
common sense people know it is ali nonsense ;
thero is no Jovelost between them, and if they
keep their eyes open and see for themselves
on the coming anniversary of the fall of
Yorktown they will messure the amount of
frieudship that exists both between England
and America, and France and America.

Frox a letter written bya putch gentleman
to Le T:mps, of Paris, we learn some interest-
ing particulars about the DBoers and the
Transvaal, It appesars, if this writer is cor-
rect, tbat the Boers had over 3000 men
massed at Laing's Nek, exclusive of a con-
tiogent of 500 men furnished by the Orange
Free State, led by one Villiers, protected by
numerous earthworks, and the force would
be strengthened by a similar number to
wmeet General Wood's reinforcements if the
armistice had not been agreed upon.
Laings Nek i8 n defile which could
be sasily defended by such men as the Boers
against the largest army England could hurl
against it. It may be also mentioned that
the position is in Natal, and not in the Trans-
vaal, a8 erroneously suppozed, so that the
Boers were acting on the offensive, in a mea-
sure, in their late battles. Takiog the strength
of the Boers into account, their unparalled
bravery, the oulbreak of the Bagutos, and the
dislike of British rule by the great majority
of the Africanders, whoin a crisis would join
their conntrymen, tke British did not offer
terms a day too soon. The correspondent says :
¢ The term Boers, in Dutch Boeren, by which
« the white population beyond the River
# ¥aal, and who occupy the Orange Free
« State, are designated, signifies pearant.
« The Boeren, or peasants, number about
« 50,000, scattered, 5,000 in variovs villages,
« and 45,000 in the country, isolated in vast
¢ farms, the carbine constantly on their back,
# to repel the attacks of the tiger and the
« Caffre. The Transvaal is as large a8
« France. The Boeren, amongst whom it is
# gaey to recogniz¢ some French elements,
t arg for the most part Dutch in race and in
* language, although they spenk a patais un-
« intelligible even to tke Dutch. In religion
¢ they are Calvinists and Predestinariaus.
¢ They are accustomed to guerilla warfare,
« marvellous marksmen and excellent horse-
« men, Under the burning sun of Aflrica
« being very precocious, a child of ten or
« eleven yenrs of age is a huntsman; it is
« not rare for him to bs & father at eighteen.
« The young girls are engaged at fourteen.
# They have very large families. The Boer
% is kind and hespitable, of wnswerving rec-
« titude, but unbends with difficulty.”

Ip
matters of oplalons, answers will be judeed
according to their accurecy of thought and
expulsion.
