Our new loyalty: London Univer-
sity.

Starting in 1826 as an examining
body, London University became
teaching body in 1898. Today it
operates under the U. of L. ‘Act
1928. The headquarters is termed
Senate House and is London’s only
skyscraper—over 20 storeys. It is a
most modern, all electric building
completed in 1996. Tt is of brick
construction, with exterior and in-
terior facing and was built to last 500
vears. There are 22 elevators, over
400 telephones, and about 700 elec-
tric clocks all controlled from nne
master clock in the basement show-
place, the switchroom.

The Library is a sight to beheld
and contains about 400,000 volumes
apart from bound papers. Imagine
the space required to hold the bound
London “Times” «lone for a run of
100 years.

One scction of the library is con-
cerned only with maintaining some

506 small local libraries in the
country., Adult education and all
that.

The University is made up of over
60 schools, colleges and institutes in
and near London. There are up-
wards of 20,000 internal (in attend-
ance) siudents and nearly 30,000 ex-
ternal students. These latter are in
all parts of the world. After study
in a prescribed course and use of
books from the main library mention-
ed above, they write U, of L. exam-
inations under local supervision and
so win an external degree.

London Schocl of Economics
