as in international relations, are two attitudes of nego­

tiation diametrically opposed. The one, placing its reliance 

upon the furtherance of mutual interests, by the discovery 

of common ground, by the fostering of an atmosphere of good­

will, of voluntary, kindly and generous approach, having 

faith in the powers of persuasion, in the willingness of *-
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
