2. Telegram from the governor Qenoral -

Mr. Delaute states that the plan la that the 
Governor General will send a message to Princess 
Elisabeth conveying congratulations "on behalf of the 
people of Canada" (as in the case of messages of greet­
ing on the birthday of the King, etc.). The text of 
the draft telegram which has been prepared la as follows:

"On this happy occasion, as we learn
of the birth of a.................. to Tour
Royal Highness, I send, on behalf of 
the people of Canada, our most heart­
felt congratulations, together with our 
loyal and devoted good wishes.

3. Message from the Prims Minister -

(a) Presumably a similar telegram should go from 
the Prime Minister to the Princess and the Duke of Edin­
burgh conveying congratulations personally and "on behalf 
of my colleagues In the Government of Canada". Possible 
drafts are attached — Draft A addressed to the Princess 
alone, and Draft B to her and the Duke of Edinburgh jointly,
