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who barter* tlmt sacred right for a consideration ; and we should not encourage a class of immigra- 
lion which is incapable of realizing, readily, the responsibility of citizenship, and who will exercise 
the privileges accorded to him in the interest of any other cause than that of the integrity of out 
own country ns an integral part of the Empire.

We conclude this series of articles with the deliberate assertion that the Orieidal raves do uot 
in any sense, measure up to the standard of citizenship necessary for the proper development of 
this conntrv. In this statement we have no hesitcney in including the Hindu and believe that his 
claim to equal privileges as a citizen of our Empire, will have more weight when he lias demon­
strated his capability of governing himself in his own land; then, and not until then, will his claim 
he considered, and when that time arrives it will he- time enough for us to discuss more extensive­
ly the finer points as to what extent he shall be permitted to become a factor in Canadian life.
