Proceedings of Eleventh Annual Con-
vention.

It has been well said that insurance ot all
kinds is a natural result of modern civiliza
tion, having for its basis two well known
facts : Firstly, that we are exposed to the
acceurrence of certain miuf,rtunm,sllt'lg s
having our buildings burned, or our lives
destroyed ;: and, secondly, that these imis-
fortunes happen, with certain regularity, in
classes containing a large number of mem
bers, The insurance consists in the unfor
tunate members of these classes being recom
pensed for their losses by the joint contribu
tions of others who are fortunate enough to
escape a similar calamity, The ancients
knew nothing of insurance, Half civilized
nations do not practice it, They have not
made enough intellectual advancement to en
able them to master the principles of it.
Hence is it that only the most enlightened
nations insure to any great extent

Life insurance, in its simplest form, is
indemnity for the loss ot the productive
capital of a human_life, or, scientifically
computed, a method of distributing an in
dividual loss among 4 large number of other
persons who are willing each to assume his
share of such loss in return for the certainty
that if a similar loss falls upon any one of
them, the loser, or thise dependent upon
him, will, in like manner, be indemuified.
For convenience in apportioning such in-
dividual loss and dividing it amongst those
interested, the machinery and organization
of a society is invoked, whose function is
that of a medium through which business
is conducted. FEach and every member of
the society is an integral part thereof,
collectively making their own laws and
framing their own bene ary  conditions,
For this purpose delegates are elected and
sent annually from each subordinate or
locai body, to meet together in convention
and to bring the weight and force of their
combined wisdom in formulating and pro
mulgating all that may be of benefit to the
order at large.  Hence it is that the work
of these conventions is of importance and
interest to every member of the order, and
so must be regarded the proceedings of the
Eleventh Anuual Session of the Catholic
Order of Foresters, held in the city of St.
Paul’s, Minn., on the Hth of June un«i subse
quent days.

By the general Catholic public, apart from
its membership, this order .-(huullll receive
more than a passing glance by reason of
the work which it isdoing, It should receive
their commendation, and be further strength
ened by their accession to its ranks. It is an
order not confining itself to narrow bounds
or limits. Its charity is broad and diffusive.
Its platform has no narrow racial nlanks, or
national animosities, Within its bosom are
to be found men of different races, national-
ities and colors, together forming a united
and homogeneous body, whose ramifications
extend throughout the Dominion of Canada
and the United States, The one qualification
insisted upon is that every member must be,
not alone a theoretical, but a practical, Cath-
olie, performing the requirements of Holy
Church and drawing inspiration from her
altars. It ministers to the sick amongstits
members by a weekly allowance, and, in
case of death, relieves the families of deceased
members by a grant sufficient to pay tuneral
expenses, also giving to them a beneficiary
of 21.000.  Such an order, international in
character, Catholic in spirit and ¢ haritable in
action is entitled to jthe hearty support and
warm commendation and co-operation of our
Catholie people, both clerical and lay.

The proceedings of the eleventh annual
session, from the radical changes madein the
constitution and the important bearings of
them.will make a new erainCatholic Forestry,
and it is confilently expected that the phen-
omenally id growth of the past ten years
will be eclipsed by the strides to be made in
this new era. The basis of coustruction has
been changed to meet the requirements of
the order’s large membership. The foun
lations have been broadened and deepenecd,
and the ground prepared by the establish
ment of Provincial or State h courts, fur
the erection and elavation of what gives

yromise of being the grandest, noblest and

irgest  beneficiary  society  within  the
Church,

On Tuesday morning, June 5, the conven
tion was opened by the 445 delegates, pre
coded by a brass band, attending High Mass
in the hedral of St. Paul's, His Grace
Archbishop Ireland preached a sermon,
warmly welcoming the delegates, approving
of and extolling their order, and pointing out
the many ways by which such an association
can do battle for Christ and for His Church.
