Dnder cover of a vielent attack at
Belimow, Gen. von Hindenburg got
‘the major part of his forces away
last week, and planted them in East
Prussia, where he hored by rapid ac-
tion to bring about another Tanmnen-

in the East Prussian marshes,
The Russians have, however, evaded
the trap which was baited for them.
They have retired to Lyck with a loss
of 29,000 prisoners, according to Ber-
lin’s announcement. The Russians
admit that one of their corps was not
quick enough im retiring to avoid
loss.  At'Lyck, a' few miles within the
German frontier, the Russians turned
upon the pursuing Germans and in-
flicted “‘heavy losses’” upor them. It
would seem that the Russians do not
intend to continue their retirement as
far within their own territory as they
did after Tannenburg. - In the nérth-
ern’ part of East Prussia, along the
Memel, they are not retiring at all,
but have an eighty-mile long -front,
from Niemen to Tilgit, where they
are masters of the German flank.
Once intrenched they will repeat the
story . of the Bzura-Rawka lines,
where the more vigorously the Ger-
mans attack the better the Grand

Duke Nicholas will be pleased, for the*

German losses are enormously great-
er than those of the Russians under
such circumstances. The grand duke
is following the same plan of cam-
paign in the defiles of the Carpath-
jans. In the vicinity of the Us2ok
Pass for two weeks the Russian army
has occupied a. strongly-entrenched
hill position, in the attempt to cap-
ture which and clear the way to Lem-
berg the Germans have lost many
thousands of men. Sunday’s report
from Petrograd says the Germans
have abandoned their efforts, and
have been forced back into the Wyszi-
kow Pass. The Austrians farther west
have had no luck at all, and during
the past twenty-four hours another
thousand of them have been captur-
ed, making 16,000 since they tried to
cross the Dukla Pass two weeks ago
They are: doing” wweli however, in

Bukowina, cnd ciaim to have re-pecy-

pied almost all the chief towns and
captured many taousands:of Rus-
sians. Vienna likes to rrad stories of
that sort, and-in this case there is at
least a basis of truth in the report.

Along the western front the fight-
ing has been con.ined jfor the most
part to the Argonne forest country
and to Alsace, where the German feui
of invasion is groatest. Elsewhere
artillery duels have formed the greai-
er part of the struggle. Sunday's
despatches, however, gave signs of a
new phase which betokens German ac-
tivity in advance of the approach of
spring. On Sund.y Berlin issued a
statement that ‘‘to the north of Pont-
a-Mousson we took the village of
Norroy from the French, and captur-
ed Hill 365, situated to the west of
that village. Two afficers and 151
men were taken prisoners.” The
French official statement last night
admitted the loss of Norroy, in these
words: ‘“In the region of Pont-a-
Mousson we delivered counter-attacks
against the enemy, who had occupied
Norroy, and who had obtained a foot-
ing on the neighboring heights. Tke
struggle still continues.”” The bridge
at Mousson over the Moselle is one of
the chief. means of entering France
from German Lorraine. The ‘river
there is very narrow, and several im-
portant roads through a difficult hil!
country converge upon Pont-a-Mous-
son. The French have been working
their way up the left bank of the Mo-
selle toward Metz, and a few weeks
ago were so close to German territor?
that they were able to bombard Ar-
naville, almost within the circle of
‘the defences of Metz. Norroy, which
the Germans have now taken, is fully
six miles farther than Armnaville from
Metz, and is on the left bank of the
river, a short two miles from Pont-a-
Mousson. Artillery planted on the
range of hills southwest of Norroy
would command the prineipal road
between the Moselle and the Meuse
south of that from Metz and Verdu
which is still in the hands of the (e -
mans. If the Kaiser’s troops c¢a"
maintain their hold upon the hil:
around Norroy they will greatly ia!
fere with the French communicatiors
in a region where there is a very lare
force of men to be fed and provided
with ammunition.

In the meantime, the eye-witness
with the British forces reports the in-
creasing superiority of the allies’ a™
tillery over that of the Germans, ant
military observers look fo- a generd
advance of the French, British, and
Belgian troops in March.
