Yet who that knew ‘‘Tay Pay” when he
made his debut in London, fresh from
County Roscommon and from the Queen’s
College. and when, with the superb cour-
age which has always characterized him,
he -adopted journalism as a profession
without reflucting on the danger which lay
in that choice—who that knew him then
imagined that he conld rise so speedily and
with such steady flight to eminenoe.

It was hard work keerlng the wolf from
the door for a good while; the penny loaf
and the unctuous bloater were the rising
politician’s food, and rent day was not a
pleasant date for him.
