The threé great institutions which have
come down to us are the Home, the Church |
and the State. They each bear the stamp |
of their Divine origin. - 'We have reenon-
sibilities to each of these.

We have votes
in civic affairs and, once in a while, a sub>-
ject ig submitted to us for Referendum.
If we are especially interested in any mat-
tere which stir the public mind, we impress
our views on our representatives, so that
our views prevail.

In judicial gaatters we may not feel very
much fike gn( on Juries, but we are
glad that there is such a thing as “Trial
by Jury.” We should feel it a personal
loss if they were abolished, and we are
-giad/ that other people are found to
perve on theém.
