An old settler states 
that these trees have been prominent land 
marks for all of eighty years and now the 
last one has gone. The hail is said to 
have been heavy over in Nelson, and that 
a number of windows were broken.

Hay on 
uplands was not more than two-thirds or 
half of the crop of last year, but the hay 
on the meadows, (much of which has been 
housed in prime condition,) is reported to 
be far in advance of last year. Grain and 
roots promise well and the crop of apples 
is abundant. The recent rains have been 
most beneficial to the growing crops.
