Action against a Clergyman.
Proceedings have been taken to recover 

a penalty of $200 from Rev. W. G. Lane, 
Methodist minister of this city, for marry­
ing a soldier to a city girl without banns or 
license, and (he writ has already been is­
sued. The history of the case is an inter­
esting and curious one. In the latter part 
of November last a notice appeared in the 
daily papers signed by a staff-sergeant of 
the 19th Regiment, in this garrison, in ef- 
fect denying a rumor that he was married 
to a certain young woman. The clergy­
man who was said to hare performed the 
ceremony, on being asked about it, admit­
ted having done, but said there was some 
informality. The story, as told by the 
best authorities is practically as follows:

Since last August Miss Alice E. Farrel 
has been living in the city, partly with her 
brother, and partly with her sister, Mrs. 
Durfee, her father being dead. She is a 
young lady of 19 of prepossessing and sen­
sible appearance. Eearly in September 
she met Sergt. Harfield, of the 19th, and 
after a short acquaintance became engaged 
to him. Four days after, Wednesday even­
ing, Nov. 14, the sergeant called at her 
residence with a cab and a brother officer 
and accompanied by another sister, Mrs. 
Jones and her husband and one or two oth­
ers, the party proceeded to the residence of 
Rev. Mr. Lane, 41 Young steeet, where 
that gentleman was asked by Harfield to 
marry them. He was asked by the clergy­
man for his license papers, but said he had 
none, when Mr. Lane refused to perform 
the ceremony. Harfield urged him, saying 
he would procure the license in the morn- 
ning, but was told it would be impossible, 
as the action would make the minister lia- 
ble to two years imprisonment. On being 
further urged, however, Mr. Lane pro­
duced a marriage slip and the names of 
principals and witnesses having been affix­
ed to it, the marriage was duly consummat-

to lead the Irish people to ventilate their 
grievances and to seek redress for their 
wrongs by constitutional means. We 
want to wean them from conspiracy, and 
from crime, and from disorder. How 
can we expect them to employ constitu- 
tional means when the constitution itself 
is a sham and fraud? We must give them 
confidence in representation ; we must 
give them a fair representation ; we ex 
pect to have their grievances tried out in 
the British Parliament. To my mind 
there is nothing more childish than this 
proposal that we should postpone the re­
dress of grievances until discontent has 
disappeared. It is like a physician who 
should be foolish enough to say that he 
would not prescribe fur his patient until 
he had got rid of his disease. I think 
the patient would be quite justified in 
getting rid of tho physician.”

It will be noted from these extracts that 
the same moral is to be drawn from the 
speeches as from the articles :—England 
cannot get the Franchise without Ireland 
at the same time receiving the same privi­
lege.* Before leaving these subjects, is is, 
perhaps, as well to say that, in the opinion 
of most practical politicians, the question of 
the Franchise is, already, settled. The talk 
about it on both aides is, what is called in 
America “lolly pop.” The real thing about 
which both parties are anxious, is “re-dis­
tribution,” and each desires to have the ar- 
rangement of that question in its bands. 
For this reason it is quite possible that two 
things, apparently contradictory, will hap­
pen. First: that the House of Lords will 
throw out the present Government on the 
question of reducing the Franchise; and 
second, that if the Conservatives themselves 
come into office, the reduction of the Fran- 
chise will be one of the very first measures 
they will introduce. •

There is another part of the speech of Mr. 
Chamberlain which is worthy of being 
noticed. He referred in terms of almost 
equal condemnation to the attitude of some 
of the Irish Nationalists, and to that of the 
Ulster Orangemen. With regard to the 
Orangemen he said:—

“What shall I say of those self-styled 
Loyalists, who, with fulsome professions of 
their devotion to the Crown, insult and defy 
the representatives of the Crown in Ireland, 
and who break the law themselves while 
they pretend to defend it? I believe at this 
moment if there is any danger to the peace 
in Ireland it lies in the proceedings of a 
certain section of the population in Ulster, 
led by men of rank and by men of educa­
tion, who know enough to know better, and 
who seem to have been stimulated into a 
burst of unreasoning ferocity by the mild 
eloquence of the leader of the Opposition. 
Well, between these opposing forces the 
Government will steer with an even keel."

In reference to the Irish Nationalists his 
words were:—"I have read with pain and 
sorrow some of the recent speeches made 
by Irish leaders. I do not think I can be 
accused of any want of sympathy with the 
wrongs of the Irish people. I do not think 
1 am unreasonable. I do not ask for grati­
tude for what we have done. Gratitude is 
due for favours conferred, not for a simple 
act of justice. I do not complain of criti­
cism, however strong, on the acts of the 
Executive Government, but I do not under­
stand the motives, I cannot appreciate the 
sentiments of men who seek to perpetuate 
the breach between the English and the 
Irish people, who in their treatment of their 
political opponents forget not only the 
simple laws of ordinary cont versy, but 
even the elementary condition of justice 
and fairplay. Just consider for a moment

been made into the affairs of the company 
before making any such loan as was pro­
posed. There was not the slightest doubt 
but moneys Lad been diverted from the 
main line and had been used in outside 
channels. He in particular cited the pur­
chasing of what is known as the Q. M. O. & 
O. R. from Mr. Senecal, which cost the com­
pany upwards of $400,000 more than its 
real value, aud as far as the C. P. R. was 
concerned it was not worth anything. He 
scouted the idea mentioned by the Minister 
of Railways that it was necessary to give a 
loan for the early construction of the road, 
so as to prevent emigrants being permeated 
with something unexplainable while pass­
ing through the United States, that should 
make them cling to that country instead of 
coining to Canada. On the other hand, he 
always believed that the merits of our coun­
try were sufficient to attract emigrants to its 
shores, apart from any sentimental consider­
ations of this kind, which had not existed 
in fact. He concurred in the cheap fares 
recently arranged tor on behalf of immi­
grants between New York and Canada, as 
the difference of fare was always a consider­
ation with intending settlers.

OTTAWA, Feb. 1.

In the House of Commons to-day Sir 
Charles Tupper presented the papers con­
nected with the new subsidy to the Canadian 
Pacific Railway.

Sir Leonard Tilley brought down state­
ments and correspondence bearing upon the 
Exchange Bank scandal.

Seve ral private bills were introduced.
Hon. Mr. Blake asked under what author­

ity were collectors of customs recently in- 
structed not to enforce the provisions of the 
7th and 8th sections of 46th Victoria, chap­
ter 28, respecting certificates to masters 
and mates of coasting and inland vessels.

Hon. Mr. McLean said the regulations 
required under the act were passed by an 
order in Council, early in July, and placed 
in the custom houses, and necessary officers 
for examination were appointed in the 
Maritime Provinces. Towards the close of 
the season, however, it was found that very 
few persons had presented themselves for 
examination and very few certificates is­
sued, and it was represented by memorials 
and deputations from St. John, Halifax and 
other places that the regulation would be 
likely to stop the whole coasting trade un­
less some little extension were granted. 
Under the necessities of the case he 
(McLellan) directed an extension for three 
months. Towards the close of the season, 
however, certificates began to come in, and 
but few officers would require to go without 
them.

Hon. Mr. Blake—It is the authority that 
I asked.

Hon. Mr. McLellan—We had only the 
authority of necessity.

Hon. Mr. Blake—A new dispensing power.
In answer to Mr. Lesage, Sir John Mac­

donald said the translation of the debates 
would be attended to by the committee on 
debates.

Mr. Cameron (Huron) asked: Is Samuel 
E. Stonge Chapleau, who has recently been 
appointed Sheriff in the Northwest territo­
ries, the same person who was formerly an 
employe in the department of Railways ; if 
so, was he relieved of his duties as such em­
ploye, or was it intimated to him that he 
should resign? What salary or allowance 
does he now receive?

Sir 3ohn replied to the first question in 
the affirmative, and said that Mr. Chapleau 
resigned his first office of his own motion, 
and that his salary was now that provided 
by statute for Sheriff of the Northwest.

Ox motion of Sir Richard Cartwright for 
correspondence relative to the mission of 
the Minister of Finance to England in 1883 
to arrange for a new loan, Sir Leonard Tilley 
said it was arranged at that time to place a 
loan of two million pounds, a portion to 
redeem the debt falling due in January, 
1885, and the balance to pay Canadian 
Pacific subsidies and other liabilities. Sub­
sequent arrangements were made with the 
Canadian Pacific, and it was thought better 
to defer it. He would make a full state­
ment in the budget speech in a few days.

The House adjourned till Monday.

THE Loch LOMOND ROAD OUTRAGE.—The 
preliminary examination of the young men 
charged with the assault on David McPher­
son, gate keeper at the water works reser- 
voir, was held by the Portland Police Ma­
gistrate this week and resulted in seven of 
the prisoners—Wm. Ganter, John Grant, 
Thos. Nash, John Nash, W. Dryden, Wm. 
Phillips and Francis Brown—being com- 
mitted for trial. Four others—Joseph Ma­
thews, Jas. Slater, David Donohoe, and Wm. 
Cunningham —were discharged, but are 
held to answer another charge of assaulting 
F. L. Lewin, which will be investigated 
next week. The evidence in the McPher­
son case shows the conduct of the prisoners 
in the worst possible light. They almost 
forced their way into the man’s house, and 
when threatened with expulsion because of 
their disorderly conduct, they made a vio­
lent and indiscriminate attack on MePher- 
son, his wife (an invalid) aud his hired man, 
all three of whom were more or less injured. 
Some neighbours who came to their assist­
ance were also roughly treated by the 
crowd, who not satisfied with this destroyed 
pearly everything inthe house. They also 
smashed the doors and windows, and in this 
latter work it is said were assisted by one 
of a hdf dozen young women who accom­
panied the party. The whole affair was 
one of the most disgraceful that has taken 
place in this neighborhood for a long time.

W. T. Newry (colored) has confessed 
that he killed Henry D-pugh and another 
negro named Ross and then set fire to their 
house, in March last, near Alton, III. He 
says that two or three years ago Depugli 
killed a favorite dog of his, and from that 
time he held a feeling of the bitterest enmity 
towards him. On the night of March 27th 
lie was at Depugh’s house and, while the 
latter was preparing something lor him to 
eat, he shot him three times. Rose was 
sleeping in the house at the time, and, for 
fear he would reveal the crime, Newry shot 
him also.

W m. Lewis, foreman of a coal yard at 
New Orleans, was shot Monday night by 
Frank Porter, a striking coal-wheeler. 
Porter fired three shots, all of which took 
effect, but Lewis’ wounds are not danger­
ous.
