DOMINION PARLIAMENT.

SPBECH FROM THE THRONE

At three o'clock on Thursday afternoon
His Excellency the Governor General sirived
at the Senate Chamber, and opened the
socond session of the fith parliament of
Canada with the following Speech :
Honorable Gentlemen of the Nenate
(ientlemen of the House of Commons
In fulfilment of the important trust com-
mitted to me by Her Majesty, 1 have re-
course for the first time to vour advice and
assistance. It is a source of the deepest
wrsonal satisfaction to me that | should
iave been called by Hor Majesty to an
office in which, as Her representative, 1 am
enabled to take a part in the public affairs
of the Dominion, and to associate myself
with you in the performance of the honor-
able duties which you are about to approach
I rejoice to learn that although the last
harvest has been less productive than its
predecessors, and although there are indi-
cations that the rapid expansion of your
commerce has to some extent boon followed
by overtrading, tho yoneral condition of the
Dominion is such as to justify mo in con-
¥ratulating vou upon its prosperity

The marked succoss attainsd by Canada at
the International Fishery Exhibition in
London, must be very gratifying to you, and
has, I doubt not, been of great service in
showing to the world the wealth of our
tisheries and the extent of our marine in-
dustries and resonrces

The Commissioners apppointed by my
prodocossor for the purposes of consolidating
the Statutes atfecting the Dominion, have
pursued their task with dihgoence, and 1 am
onablod to lay before you for oxamination
about sixty chapters of the proposed consoli-
dation. The remainder of the work will be
propared, and the whole of it revised during
the prescut year, so that the final report will
bo ready at your next session for your aj-
proval. 2
