To Drive Away Mosquitoes. — It 
would eeem that the mosquito this sea­
son had come to atay, and, besides, that 
his thirst for gore déea not abate. H e 
ia not easily driven away.but the follow­
ing recipe ia said to be effectual : Take 
of gum camphor a piece about one-third 
the size of a hen’s egg, and evaporate it 
over a lamp, taking care that it doee not 
ignite. The «moke will aoon fill the 
room and expel the mosquitoes, and not 
one will be found in the room next 
morning, even though the windows 
should be left open at night.

Pump Out Your Wells.—A medical 
gentleman in a neighboring town sug­
gests the propriety of having all the 
well» pumped out in order to avoid an 
epidemic of typhoid fever. Many of the 
well» are now filled almost to tho top. 
Moat of this water is surface water and 
is consequently more or lees impregnat­
ed with vegetable matter. If this water 
ie allowed to remain in the welle, the 
warm weather of July and August will 
breed in it the germ» of the disease and 
its use by the people will be almost cer­
tain to spread typhoid fever broadcast 
over the land. A little care in this mat­
ter may prevent aerioue consequences 
and it ia much cheaper to pump out the 
well than to pay a large doctor’» bill. 
A hint to the wise ehould be auflicient.
