Day In Canada and In Buffalo. It was 
the occasion of Canada s first public dis­
play at the Pan-American Exposition, the 
occasion of the biggest demonstration slip 
has perhaps ever made In tills city, it 
was still more than that. It was à time 
of generous greeting between the land to 
the north and the land to the south of the 
great waters. British and American 
soldiers marched in the same line and 
both carried arms of destruction. All in 
all, It was a great and unusual day. it 
was productive of many of the little inci­
dents which tend to weld the peoples of 
different countries together, to solidify 
their interests and to Implant, In thetr 
hearts, love for each other.

Pleased With Canada. 
ri he support the Exposition has received 

from Canada has been a source of muon 
enjoyment to the Exposition officials. She 
has sent many distinguished men here to 
lee the Fair, has erected a handsome 
building, and has spent a great deal of 
money arranging for a suitable display of 
the Dominion resources and products.

rlhe exercises, which were arranged to 
take place in the Temple of Music at 
10.,'iO o'clock, were planned both to dedi­
cate the Canadian building and commemor­
ate Canadian day. The Highland Regiment 
went, to the Iroquois Hotel shortly before 
10 o'clock to escort Hon. Dr. F. W. 
Borden, Minister of Militia of Canada, and 
his staff- to the grounds.

The Kilties Create a Furore.
A large crowd gathered about the hotel 

and along Main-street. Led by the com­
pany of United States Marines which is 
quartered at the Exposition grounds, and 
by their own regiment band ami company 
of pipers, the Highlanders started away 
from the hotel about 10.40 o’clock ahead 
of Dr. Borden and a number of other dis­
tinguished Canadians, ns well as prominent 
Buffnlonlnns. it has been a long time 
since an armed body of Canadian soldiers 
marched In the streets of Buffalo, and it 
Is safe to say that a more picturesque 
body will never again be seen.

Cheers for the Visitors.
Crowds lined the curbs nil the way up 

Main-street and for a long distance out 
Delawnre-nvenue, and everyone was en­
thusiastic. Cheers greeted the Britishers 
continually, it was 12 o'clock when Dr. 
Bovden, Minister of Militia, accompanied 
by the members of his staff, marched along 
the forecourt In front of the picturesque 
Highlanders, who stood with arms to 
shoulder, and the pretty United States 
Marines, who presented arms. A large 
crowd had congregated on the triumphal 
bridge, along the approach and on the 
Esplanade, and people cheered enthusiasti­
cally when the distinguished Canadians 
und the prominent Bunnl»i|lausj came

When the Highlanders’ Band ami the 
pipers passed down the aisles they were 
received with rousing cheers. Dr. Borden 
ami staff went to the stage followed oy 
many Buffalo men, who were especial 
guests. The band was stationed to the 
left of the stage, and Hit» pipers were 
placed on the stage, well back.

Doth Flaw* Inter! wined.
The Temple was very prettily decorat­

ed. A mammoth American ting hung in 
the arch of tin* stage, and just beneath 
It was a much smaller Union Jac k, hear­
ing the coat-of-arms of Canada. The hags 
o-f the United States and Britain were in­
tertwined about the speakers' table, while 
suspended to the rail of each of the front 
balconies, both to the right and left, were 
two Union Jacks and an American ting. 
The Stars and Stripes and the Union Jack 
were draped side by side over the en­
trance. When Oh nli-mnn Brlt.ton arose, 
the spmMous T<;ni|>!f.> wais comfortably 
filled, and it was noticeable that n ma­
jority of the crowd were women. The 
following named persons were on the 
stage-:

B. M. Britton, member of I'nrttnmenv, 

from Kingston, Out., acted In the capa­
city of chairman. In opening the exer­
cises, he said: "I feel it one of tile hon­
ors of my life to In- to-day the represen­
tative- of our Dominion on this our 34th 
anniversary. We come to Buffalo tile re­
presentatives of .the great Vnuuidi to the 
greater United States. We come not mere­
ly to spend tin- day, but to see the Kx- 

! position, to see what can be accomplished 
| by a great nation like the United States. 

With best of greetings, we come to wlsn 
you tin- greatest prosperity."

Mayor Diehl was called upon to extend 
a welcome to tin- visitors. He said It 
would be the desire of every one in Buf­
falo .to make the visit of the Canadians 
a happy one.

Him Warm Feeling for Canada.
John G. Milburn, president of the Ex- 

IkikItIon,was introduced by Chairman Brit­
ton. "1 am very glad,'* said Mr. Milburn, 
"for this opportunity to express our deep 
obligations to tile people of Canada for 
their generous support of and participa­
tion In this Exposition. It is a great plea­
sure to lie able to say we have realised 
beyond our expectations, ami that the par­
ticipation of the other governments has 
made this grand Exposition a reality. To­
day Canada has lidded to -the debt we 
owe her. Slit- comes here bringing sol­
diers distinguished in tile service of the 
King. I hope that as the years pass the 
ties between you and us will strengthen 
and In that hope I Include the countries 
of South and Central America. I hope 
th<- future has In store- for all the Ame­
ricas the blessing of peace mid advancing 
civilization. There is u close tie between 
great elements in this country mid great 
elements in the North. We have .the same 
llucugc, the same language, are governed 
by practically the same law, we read and 
enjoy the same art and literature. Be­
tween people bound by such ties, what 
should there be but the best of feeling 
undvstandlng for the benefit of mankind? ' 

Minister of Milltin.
The next speaker was Dr. Borden. "« 

thank Mr. Milburn," said lie. "and would 
like. If able, to echo the sentiments so 
beautifully expressed, and which repre­
sent the views of Mu* people of his as 
well as my own country. We are of the 
sauu- lineage. In Nova Scotia, mv conn 
try. my ancestors came from New Eng­
land. and we are always glad to publish 
that fact. Here we are met by a noble 
reception, by u tine people. We are here 
to commemorate the grand progress of 
the United States during .the past cen­
tury. Our soldiery has come with us. but 
on an errand of peace. May Got! grant 
that such visits shall be more frequent,«ml 
that they may never be upon any other 
purpose. This Exposition—the Pan-Ame­
rican—does honor to this great country 
and to the people to tills City of Buffalo. 
Every part of the ground Is a study: every 
detail Is artistic. The idea was a grand 
conception, and the materialization lias 
been wonderful. I have been at many ex 
positions, but this Is by far the best of 
ell. It is u grand study. It Is an educe

tfoea.1 agency which cannot be excelled. 
The desire to bring Into closer relation­
ship the interests of the countries of the 
Americas inspired the enthusiasm widen 
has characterized the efforts of the people 
of Buffalo in .their enterprise.

aggregation of nations, so free are the 
colonies to do what they choose. To-day 
they are pracitcally free, and agreeing 
to live under the aegis of the Britsh flag.

Lord Strathcona Presided at the Domin­

ion Day Dinner—Gilbert Parker 
Speaks.

London, July 1.—Lord Strathcona ami 
Mount Royal presided to-night at the Do­
minion Day dinner, given at the Hotel 
Cecil, London, and attended by 300, the 
company including Mr. Chamberlain, Lord 
Aberdeen and other former Canadian Gov­
ernor-Generals, Sir Louis Davies. David 
Mills and Sydney Fisher, and the other 
Canadian Ministers now in London, Gen. 
Ian Hamilton, Rear-Admiral Douglas, Gil­
bert Parker and other well-known men.

Tribute to French Canadians.
Mr. Parker paid a high tribute to the 

Frecch-Canadlans in the South African

Admiral Douglas and Gen. Hamilton re­
sponded for the navy and army, the latter 
characterizing the fighting of the Cana­
dians as the “triumph of individual in­
telligence.”

The work of Lord Strathcona and Mount 
Royal was highly eulogized. Mr. Choate, 
In the course of a letter expressing his 
regret at being unable to be present, utter­
ed sentiments of hearty good-will, adding: 
“We are neighbors and we must always 
be good friends.”

Mr. Chamberlain's Speech.
Mr. Chamberlain, speaking of Canada's 

material progress, said: “Thirty years ago 
your thoughts might have turned to the 
question of absorption by the powerful but 
friendly neighbor to the south."
This was received with cries of “No, no,” 

from Mr. Dobell and the other Canadian 
Ministers.

Mr. Chamberlain : ‘Yes. you may say 
‘No* ‘No,* but you would not have said 
It thirty years ago.

Gladly Welcome I*.
Of one thin* I am convinced.

If our colonies desire closer con­
nection and will assist us with 
their counsel and advice, in ad­
dition to thetr arms, there Is 
nothin#: this country would more 
readily welcome.

Colonies' Opinion First. 
Referring to Great Britain's Isolation, the 

Colonial Beerefary said , "l ,i„ thluk 
the opinion of civilize.! F.nrope to­
day Is likely to lie the verdict of pos- 
terltp-. Of much more vnlye is the opinion 
of our colonics than the uulnstructcd opin­
ion of Europe, which is based upon ties 
foisted upon Europe by our enemies abroad 
and traitors among us nt home. We may 
be Isolated among the nations of the 
world, but so long as our children rally 
around us we are not alone.”

Sir Louis on the Yukon.
Sir Louis Davies spoke of the work the 

Dominion government had done in main 
taluiug order In the Klondike.

Kntlmsissm in Toronto.
Mias Canada’s thirty-fourth birthday 

was fervently and happily honored In 
Toronto. Citizens of all classes entered 
jubilantly into the spirit of the occasion, 
and, altho the hot wave remained with 
us, the weather was nevertheless pleasant 
for the holiday makers, and the first Do­
minion Day of the 20th century and of 
the reign of King Edward VII passed 
off with more enthusiasm and all-round 
appearances of happiness than has cha­
racterized any previous celebration in To­
ronto of Canada’s natal day.

“Old Boy*” Over the Province.
All over the province, in every habita­

tion. presuming to be even a hamlet, the 
celebration of Dominion Day was co-inci­
dent with the return of Old Boys to the 
old firesides. This fact made the celebra­
tions everywhere take a more than usually 
enthusiastic turn. A program of sports, 
a procession winding up with speech-mak­
ing and the gathering of persons who had 
not met for 20 or more years were tint 
features in all outside cities, towns 
and villages. Many eyes turned to 
Woodstock, which combined a gathering of 
the clan of Old Boys and the celebra­
tion of the national holiday, with the In­
auguration of the Industrial City, the new­
est lu Canada.

ARMENIA ASHORE IN A FOG.

Anchor Line Vessel Runs on Recks Ofl 
St. John.

St. John, N.B., July 2.—In th« 
midst of a dense fog and without an) 
pilot the Anchor Line steamer Ar­
menia, Captain Shanklin, New York 
to St. John, went ashore on nigget 
Hoad,, in the Bay of Fundy, eight 
miles below this port, at 10 o'clock 
Saturday morning, and will prob 
ably be a total loss. The crew were 
all saved, tugs going to there rescue.

Appalling Loss of Life.
London, July 2. — A blue book on 

India, just issued, shows £18,390,- 
000 was expended for the reiief of 
famine sufferers during the year 
1899-1900. The mortality from the 
plague for the live years ending 
March, 1901, was nearly 000,000. 
The census completed in March, 1901, 
shows that the increase in popula­
tion during the past 10 years was 
only five to six millions, instead ol 
the normal nineteen millions. The 
loss represents death from famine 
and the decrease in birth in conse­
quence of the famine.

Archie Bremner Dead.
London, July 2. — The well known 

journalist, Mr. Archie Bremner, died 
Sunday afternoon after a lingering 
illness of a complicated and in­
curable disease from which he had 
suffered for the past two years. He 
was for several sessions Parliamen­
tary correspondent of The London 
Free Press, and had tilled responsible 
positions on various newspapers in 
Ontario and Quebec. Of late he had 
been connected with The Free Press 
editorial staff.

An Ex-M. P. P. Dead.

Toronto, July 2. — Mr. Patrick 
Baskerville, ex-M. P. P. for Ottawa, 
died on Sunday at his home on 
Stewart street. He was 61 years old 
and head of the firm of P. Basker­
ville & Bros., wholesale grocers, lie 
was a Conservative in politics, and 
sa tfor several years in the Onatrio 
Legislature representing Ottawa.
