(Midland, Dec. 18.—The first step for­
ward in the great march of the iron 
industry of this western gateway of 
Ontario was taken today in the pres­
ence of representative men from On­
tario and Quebec. The blast furnace 
of the Canada Iron Furnace was 
“christened” toy Hon. George W. Rois, 
premier of Ontario, and formally open­
ed by Mayor Milligan of Midland. A 
special Grand Trunk train of pailor 
and Pullman cars brought in the visit­
ors shortly after noon, and immediate­
ly the formal opening took place. Be­
fore 300 people the premier named the 
furnace in the words “This furnace 
will bé known as ’Midland Furnace 
No. 1,’ and is the first of what I trust 
will be a very large, prosperous and 
thrifty family.” The premier then 
broke a bottle of champagne over the 
new furnace and christened it “Mid­
land Furnace, No. 1.” On Mr. Drum­
mond presenting Mayor S. A. Milli­
gan of Midland with a silver-mounted 
gavel, his worship proceeded to use it 
in tapping the plant. The tapping ac­
complished, the big upright cylinder 
emitted from its base a fiery stream of 
molten metal, which flowed, hissing 
and sputtering, and giving forth 
choking fumes, into molds of sand, 
and there solidified and cooled into 
pig iron, ready for the market.
