LORD SACKVILLE'S REPLY,

After Seven Years’ Silence He Gives
His Version of the Ineident
of 1888.

Irish Domination in American Poli:
tics—Plotting Against Britain’s
Representative.

The late Chester A. Arthur was president
snd James G. Blaine secretary of sbate when
Lord Sackville came to New York in No-
vember, 1881. Lord Sackville motes his
very cordial reception by the President, but
remarks that while Mr. Blaine was using
most conciliatory and complimentary lan-
guage to him, he was also carrying on hos-
tile controversy with Her Majesty’s govern-
ment respecting the abrogation of the Clay-
ton-Bulwer treaty. He therefore entered
upon his duties with great solicitude.
