THE PATHAN 1 TOWED IN

An Accident on the Voyage Almost
Disabled Her—Another Em-
press in Port.

The Third Australian Steamer a
Floating Palace—Alaska Execur-
sionists—Wild Swan Coming.

The steamship Aorangi, which com-
pleted her first and somewhat eventful
voyage from Australia on Monday,
passed on yesterday to Vancouver, after
discharging her local freight consign-
ments and landing a few of her passen-
gers from over the Southern seas. The
steamer, which is a large and smart-
looking craft built on the clipper stem
style, was constructed on the Clyde in
1884 as a mail boat for the New Zealand
Shipping Co., from whom she was pur-
chased by Mr. James Huddart for the
Canadian-Australian line. Recently she
has been entirely refitted by C. S. Swan
‘& Hunter, Ltd., of Wallsend, and re-
engined by the Wallsend Slipway and
Engineering Co. The new engines, of
4,870 h. p., are guaranteed to produce a
speed of not less than sixteen knots, all
the latest improvements having been in-
troduced in their construction. The in-
terior of the vessel has also been fitted
up in the most luxurious style, with the
latest and richest designs in upholstery,
accommodation being provided for 100
first class and 70 second class passengers.
The main saloon is large and lofty, the
framing being of oak elegantly carved,
while the social and music halls and
ladies’ rooms are beautifully fur-
nished, the general interior appearance
of the ship being described as equal to
that of the best liner afloat. The new-
comer is barkentine rigged, and her spa-
cious decks afford fine promenades. She
stands well dut of water and has a grace-
ful and imposing appearance. Her di-

With the truly journalistic instinct of
seeing all there was to see as promptly
as possible the visitors were soon out on
the streets looking about them, and it
did not take them long to find their way
across to the new parliament buildings,
where, after admiring the handsome
structure, asking questions and doing
unlimited kedak work, the whole of
them—all but one gentleman—climbed
up the little stair case in the wall, and
from the tower took in the delightful
view of the Straits, the town and the
picturesque scenery of the surroundings.

Then a move was made to the museum

Many of the visitors had never been out
of the United States before, and this,
their first experience of British goil, was
very pleasant.

Messrs, Mullholland & Bond, who ar-
rived from Australia by the steamship
Aorangi on Monday, have just sold to
English capitalists the greater part of
their interests in the Fixed Star mine, a
valuable property about 120 miles north
of Melbourne. Speaking of mining gen-
erally Mr. Bond, who is also heavily in-
terested in a Puget Sound sawmill, says
that much English capital is at present
finding its way to the southern colonies
to be expended in the development of
old claims, which although ‘once sup-
posed to have been worked out are now
returning good dividends when operated
by modern methods. The richness of
the British Columbia mines is a subject
of general consideration in Australasia,
and many eyes are watching their de-
velopmeant-with-gzenuine interest.

THE enterprise of the Victoria District
fruit growers in having a local exchange
for the disposal of fruit and vegetables
has led the Duncan fruit growers totake
steps towards the same end. At their
requst Mr. R. M. Palmer, inspector of
fruit pests, and Mr. D. Stevens went up
to Duncan on Saturday and explained
to a meeting of fruit growers the details
of the scheme for finding a ready mar-
ket in Victoria. So impressed were the
Duncan men with the common sense
plan adopted that now fifteen of them,
have put down their names for a locay
association at Duncan, and many others
will no doubt join. The Duncan asso-
ciation will work in harmony with the
Victoria association and send down pro-
duce to be sold atthe market in the
stalls which the Victoria fruit growers
have secured. The enterprise continues
to be highly successful, as yesterday the
fruit and dairy produce was cleared off
in quick order. New pears have made
their appearance and are meeting with a
ready sale. The association are deliver-
ing fruit around the city to purchasers.

A NOTABLE AUSTRALIAN,

A notable Australian among the pas-
sengers on the Aorangi is Sir Francis
Sargood, of Melbourne. He is one of the
most prominent of the wealthy men in
that city, and also in the political life of
the colony of Victoria, as he has sat in
the Legislative Council, the upper house
of the legislature, since 1872, He is ac-
companied by Lady Sargood, and by his
son and daughter, and after seeing Can-
ada and part of the States will ggo home
by way of the Old Country. Speaking
of his trip yesterday as he sat in the
Driard, Sir Francis said :

1 have long desired to see Canada
and that is the great reason why I have
come thig way. 1 will spend some time
in the East and not rush through simply.
I wish to find out aboui this country,
and then will go to England, returning
home to Australia the early part of next
year." .

-Touching on the subject of Australian
federation, 8ir Francis is quite certain
that federation will come, although there
are many obstacles t~ be overcome.
Natarally it is difficult to harmonize
various interests that at present are ap-
parently conflicting. The constitution
drafted by the convention some time ago
has yet to go through a good many
stages before it is adopted, and amend-
ments and alterations may yet have to
be made in it. Aft>r being presented
to the various parliaments of the
colonies interested, it will have to go to

dry dock, navy yard and the flagship.

As to the Navy’s part in the celebra-

NEW ASYLUM ADDITION.

The contract for building the new ad-
dition to the provincial hospital for the
insane, - at_ Westminster, bas been
secured by Mr. John Coughlan, of this
city, and was signed yesterday. There
were eight tenderers for the work, the
price at which My, Codghlan secired it
being-$19,500. .

This extension to the asylum will give
additional room for sixty patients, and
in his plan Mr. W. Ridgwa{ Wilson, the
architect, has kept as nearly as possible
to the general appearance of the present
buildings. The addition will be of brick,
with slate roof, and measures 135 feet by
40 feet on the ground, with two small
wings, one for lavatories and water
closets and the other for noisy patients.

The work will be on the most modern
lines, with perfect ventilation and
plumbing, and will conduce greatly to
the comfort of the unfortunates who are
patients at the asylum, as at present the
building now in use is overcrowded. In
addition to dormitories there is to be a
large well-lighted day room for the
patients, and while the wing will for the
present be detached from the main build-
ing the intention is to connect it by a
corridor later on.

Besides this new wing other improve-
ments are in progress at the asylum,
among them being the placiugof a larger
water main and the institution of better
drainage.

Lady Buller is now on her
way to the Diamond Jubilee cele-
bration in London. S8he is the
wife of Admiral Sir Edward Buller, who
is the commander of the British North
hina squadron. Among other note-
worthy passengers are Mies E. R. Scid-
more, of literary fame; Bishop Eving-
ton, a misgionary in Southern Japan;
Major Edwards, a military man with
honors won on the battlefield ; and Sur-
geon Col. H. Johnson, who is en route
to England from Northern India.
