ELECTORAL EXPERIMENTS IN FRANCE.

Gambetta’s friends are urging a bill which 
provides for a fundamental change in the 
mode of choosing members to the chamber 
of deputies. At present each of the 530 
members composing the chamber is chosen 
by the majority vote of his arrondissement, 
or electoral district—just as members of our 
own house of commons are chosen. Next 
to a system providing for the representation 
of minorities, this offers the best protection 
to the rights of the minorities. But Gam­
betta and his friends have been studying the 
vote cast in the late elections^ and it is 
alleged that they see a way clear for achiev­
ing a greater victory at the neat. What 
they now propose is to make each of the 
eighty-five departments into which France 
is divided the censtituent unit, and to give 
the representation of each department 
to the majority of voters therein. This is 
the same as though each ef the provinces 
of Canada should form a constituency for 
the election of the quota of members to 
which each is entitled, instead of the 
several electoral divisions choosing their 
own members as they now d* Under such 
a plan and with effective party organisation 
and discipline it is clear that the rights- of 
minorities would be almost completely 
trampled under foot. But if carried out in 
France it will be no innovation there- ^ it 
was tried in 1871, when the Ihte M. Thiers 
was the guiding spirit of the country. 
France is fertile in political experiments, 
and ingenious demagogues can get almost 
any kind of one tried.
