and Lorne streets, occupied by John Oliver
& Ce. as a planing mill. The building,
which was of frame, was two -storys high,
and its dimensions were 120 by 90 feet
The engine house was immediately
behind  the  mill, ° The ground
floor was . occupied - by: Oliver &

Co., and three-quarters of the upstairs flat
by the Consolidated Purifier company and
the other quarter by the Toronto Wagon-
wheel company. Morrison & Bros’. engine
works adjoins Oliver’s mill, and is next the
vacant lot to the south of the St. James
hotel. .

When first noticed the fire 'was very
small, but in a few minutes the flames shot
up through the roof and it became evident
that all attempts to save the burning build-
ings would prove futile. The wind was
blowing pretty strong to the northeast-and
fears were from the first entertained
for the safety of Hay & Co.’s
factory, . just east, * and ° even Vof
the Queen’s hotel. Burning .  cinde
were carried three or four hundred feet in
the air and then north-eastwardly forming
a complete storm of fire and dropping on
the roofs in the business part of the
city, some being carried as far as the cor,
ner of Queen and Yonge streets.

A few minutes after the fire occurred,
men were stationed on the roofs of Hay’s
furniture factory and adjacent buildings
to put out the cinders that fell thickly on
them.

The fire originated in the upper part of
Oliver's ‘mill, and from the first: burned
fierce and fast. The niaterial that fed the
flames was of the most inflammable kind,
shavings, dry-wood, boxes, ete. The
planing-mill was well stocked with valu-
able lumber of all kinds and the whole is &
total loss.. The office was situated in the
sontheast -corner of she’ building. - The
vault contained many valuable papers,
deeds, books, insurance papers, etc., and 1t
is thought they are preserved intact.

A ROOF CAVES IN,

Attwenty minutes past 1 o’clock the
flames had completely epveloped the
roof of the engine works adjoin-
ing, and - at this time several
of the firemen were on the roof. The
building was of brick, one storey high,
with a flat rocf. The firemen were working
nobly, when all of a sudden he yoof caved
in with a loud crash, anfl Deputy-Chief
Graham and Firemen Joe Davis and Mike
Teedy of the Portland street station with
it. A thrill of horror ran through the vasi.
crowd standing on the G. T.R. track and
on Front street. A rush was made by a
portion of the crowd for the gates leading
to the foundry from the Esplande. ‘A
World reporter was standing just outside
the gates when the roof fell, and darting
inside was soon beside the building. Ina
minute afterwrrds Joe Davis came

and was immediately followed by his two
companions. A cheer went up for the
crowd, and hats and caps were waived in
theair. Davis was the only one that
appeared to be hurt, and he complained of
a severe pain in the back. It is thought
that he may perhaps be injured internally,
but he was walked around quite freely after
the accident.

Morrison Bros. engine works were filled

LOSSES AND INSURANCES.

Oliver & Co. lose on building, plant and
stock about $35,000, and Mr. John Oliver
informed our reporter that his firm was
only insured for one-third that amount.
He was not sure about the companies.

A. J. Stephens is manager of the consoli-
dated pupifier company. He could not give
an estimate of the loss of his firm.

Morrison Bros’. machinery can be repaired
although it is damaged by the roof falling
on it, and will suffer from water-rast. The
firm is insured for $14,000 in the Phcenix.
Six thousand dollars of this amount was
re-insured equally by the Pheenix between
the Citizens’ of London and another com-
pany, the name of which could not be
Jearned.

The total loss by the fire will no doubt
exceed $50,000.

Mr. Mackenzie Proposes 8 Want of Confidence
Motion—Sir Charles Denounces him and Gor-
don Brown—Three Supporters of the Govern-
ment Vote with the Opposition.
(From our Own ent).

Orrawa, March 28.—The first regu.
lar want of confidenee motion of the
session was moved ' to-day by Mr.
Mackenzie. After routine this after-
noon; when the motion was made to go into
wupply, he rose in hig place and said he
bowished/to briefly draw iattention to some
imatters in connection with the Canada Pa-
dific railway. He them in a quite calm
mmannér = gave a recital o1 the facts
in connéction with ‘the letting of
the kmory Bar to Port Moody sec-
tion  of the Canada Pacific railwey as
shown by the correspondence brought down
by the minister of railways a few weeks
since. He concluded by moving a series of
resolutions which again stated the facts of
the case in a still more concise form, and
wound wup with the statement that this
house does not approve of the letting of the
contract to Onderdonk at a loss to the
country of $209,000. The particulars of the
ease are so well known and have been so
widely published that it would only be
a waste of space torepeat them here.

Sir Charles Tupper did not deny the
truth of the facts of the case, but alleged
that the reason he hdd not awarded the
contract to Charlebois & McDonald was
that,he considered they Were not in a pecu-
niary situation to carry out the contract,
and that one member of the firm had already
foiled in a contract with the government.
The greater part of the speech was taken
up in 8 violent tirade of abuse of Mr. Mac-
kenzie, who he said hac been at the bottom
of lots of jobbery and corruption,
and said if he chose he could
soon blacken his character that his
friends would not know him. In con-
cluding he paid his attentions to Gordon
Brown who ?Ae said was & craven hound
without the brains to be a journalist, but
who yet had in his lying and degraded
specimen of journalism the Globe attacked
him (Tupper) and egged on Mackenzie to
bring the matter up in the house.

Mr. Cameron, of Huron, replied, speak-
ing in support of the motion till 6 o’clock.

After recess Mr. McLennan of Glen-
gary continued the debate, speaking
against Mr. Mackenzie's motion.

Mr. Blake then took the floor and in a
pointed speech defended Mr. Mackenzie
from the charges made against him by-the
minister of railways. In a caustic manner
he pointed out that the minister of rail-
ways was not making his case ¢ny better
by indulging in a torrént of abuse instead
of trying to explain the entirely indefens-
ible action with which he had been charg-

ed.

Sir John followed. He defended Sir
Chas. Tupper’s action which he said had
been taken with the full cousent of his col-
leagues who were prepared to share the
responsibility.

After Mr. Huntington and Sir Richard
Cartwright had spoken .in favor of the
améndment, the members were called and
it was lost on a division of 55 yeas to 128
nays, Coupal, Tellier, and McDonald of
Victoria, who are government supporters,
voting with the opposition.

The house then went into committee on
supply on the first resolution to vote $169,-
834 for charges of management. A tedious
discussion arose between Cartwright, Til-
ley, Tupper, Anglin and Plumb, on ‘the
means of raising loans. Finally that reso-
lution passed and a number of other reso-
lutions of supply were agreed to after in-
formal discussion. The house is still in
session.

THE PRESBYTERIAN QUESTION.
The bill to iccorporate the Presbyterian
churches that disapproved ot union, under
the old name of the Presbyterian Church of
Canada in connection with the Church of
Scotland, was thrown out in the private
bills committee on a vote of 20 to 8. It
was opposed very strongly by several mem-
bers as liable to lead to confusion, though
they were not opposed to granting incor-
poration under another name. The Old
Church party made no proposition looking
to a change of name, and consequently the
preamble was voted down. he bill in-
corporating the Widows and Orphans’
Fund (union bill), was taken up and
passed, with slight amendments.
RAILWAY COMMITTEE.

In the railway committee the following
bills were passed, with amendments :—To
incorporate the Canada Mutual Felegraph
company ; the Ottawa, Waddington and
New York railway; Lake Arthbaska and
Hudson's Bay railway. The amalgamating
clause in each case was struck out.

THE END OF THE SESSION
will probably cume on about the st of
May. The real fight has to come off yet.

CAPITAL NOTES.

The Dakota bill is believed to have been
shelved for the session by the action of the
senate yesterday.

The senate committee on the civil ser-
vice has anthorized Pendleton to report the
civil service reform bill as originanlly in-
troduced by him.

THE SPRING FRESHETS.

Damage at Alton—S8everal Dams Swept Away.
AvrtoN, March 28.—The water in the
Caledon lakes has been increased to such a
volume by the recent thaw and rains that
the dams on the stream leading from them
were all in imminent danger of being washed
away for some time. All went well till
last evening, when the first dam, occupied
by Feeson, was swept away. The water
rnshed with increased force, and washed
out McLellan’s saw mill dam, after which
a considerable hele was made in the dam
of Ward's knitting mill, but the main part
was saved by great exertiop. For some
time the dam at Algiers woolen mill was
jeopardized, but by breaking away the
waste gate it was saved. Dick’s agricultu-
ral works stood its ground, but Meek’s
flour mill dam went by the board. Me-
Kinnon’s flour mill also stood intact. The
waters having reached Hammond’s saw-mill
the dam in connection was entirely de-
stroyed, and from it was swept some five
hundred saw-logs, and .great masses of
driftwood and whole trees, floating erect in
the water, by which time Church Falls was
reached and considerable damage done.

The Quebec Legisiature.

The Tarif Commission Bill Passes the Senate—
The Discussion in Both Houses — Vested
Rights to be Respected.

WaszINGTON, March 28, —The tariff
commission bill was up ‘in 'eommittée: in
both bguses to-day. It passed the senate
by a deeisive wnajority.

IN THE SENATE.

In the senate the tariff commission bill
was taken up. ’

Harris (Democrat, Tennessee) advocated
action on the tariff by committees of con-
gress without further delay. He said he
would vote with those who would go the
farthest in reducing the daties on imports.
He was sure a tax on imports was.a most
expensive mode of raising revenue. He
wanted to see the commerce of the world
unshackled as far as counsistent with onr
financial necessities, every ocean again
whitened by the sails of our commergial
marine, and our toiling millions enabled to
exchange their sarplus products with other
countries, So anxious was he to see thig
result that he could not yield to the appeal
of a few thousandcapitalists who invested
their money in manufacturing enterprises
to continue an exorbitant tax to enable
them teo sell their products at a higher price
than they could realize in an open market.

Bayard (Delaware. Dem.) in closing the
debate said the clash of opinion for the last
8ix years prevented any bill or subject. com-
ing from the ways and means committee -
the house, and the present organization o
that committee was such as to make it idle
and absurd to suppose a measure tending, to
a reduction of duties could originate there,
The only proposition for a change of duties
that had assumed shape this session was
vne to raise the tariff on steel blooms from
45 to 100 per cent. advalorem. This was
the kind of reduction that Lad been sug:
gested, and the senateshould pave the way
for a proper reformation of the tariff system,
This conld be best accomplished by a civil-
ian commission.  His objection to a com-
mission composed of members of congress
was that the report would be liable to
opposition on partisan grounds.

Vance’s amendment requiring that in
the selection of commissioners the presi-

{ dent shall give represéntation to the in-

dustries of agriculture and manufactures
as near as practicable in proportion to the
cajital invested, and the number of
persons, engaged, was rejected by 21 to 39,
Allisen said if the democratic party
couldn’t revise the taiifin six years the
domipnant party could not dol it in 8
year,
Voorhees announced himself a supporter
of the bill, regarding it as a8 means of ac+
quiring the necessary information,
Morgan construed the intimations of the
fiiends of the measure as indicating that it
only now remained for the senate to .make
a soft bed on which the ways and. means
committee of the house leading the repub-
lican party might fall.
Windom oppoesed the pending amend-
ment and it was lost by 22 to 38.
Other propositions by Brown and Mor-
g to modify the bill were rejected by de-
cisive votes, and after other amendments
had been defeated the bill passed without
amendment by 38 to 15.

IN THE HOUSE.
Mr. -Kasson said he knew very few
people in the United States who had not
some sort of complaint against the present
tariff. ~ Free traders, prohibitory tariff
men, protective tarif men and mer in
favor of a tariff for revenue only,all agreed
that the present tariff should be reviewed,
revised and moditied. He favored the com-
mission |plan, and said instead of trying
to prevent action on the tariff the republi-
cans had been trying to hasten it. He
contrasted the system of free trade
with protection and said the open-
ing of our markets to the English
French and Belgian industries without pro-
tection was to advance the wealth and in-
dzpendence of those industries and compass
the destruction of our own. The history
of this country showed that under a pro-
tective tariff there had been prosperity,
while when the tendency was towards free
trade disaster came to the country and ruin
to its industries. The United States had
nothing %o guide it in the direction of free
trade except England, and he predicted it
would nos much longer have that guidance.
Life in this country was richer, happier,
more profitable, with wider hopes and bet-
ter realities than life in England. In con-
cluding Kasson said those gentlemen who
urge me; to accept thewr theory, and
sing the song of free trade in a
country (8o prosperous as ours under
another  system may also appeal to
the poets who have told us of the music
of the celestial spheres, which never yet de-
scended fo mortal ear, and ask me to be
content with that upheard music. To me,
and I thiak to all patriots of this country,
there’s far richer music wliich can be heard,
the music which comes from the thrill of
the heavy hammer on the anvil, from the
hum of the spindle, from the great crash of
rollers on masses of iron .and steel that are
building means of transport and entering
into -all the elements of our prosperity.
This music when you go beyound it to the
house of the laborer means the music of a
well fed family, the music of educated
children, the music of a contented mother
with means of living and vast hopes. It
means the prosperity and grandeur of a
country that never forgets to care not
only for| the rich bat for those who
depeud on daily employment for
daily bread. This music I prefer, and this
music inmy judgment is preferred by the
country at large, and it can only be heard
as long @8 you maintain the principle of
just and reasonable protection to American
industries. (Applause).

Carlisle (Dem. Kentucky) said the
gentleman from Iowa was too premature in
corigratulating  himself on the present
situation as a final settlement of the policy
of the government on the subject. No
settlement could be or ought to be final
that was not fair and just to the great
body of the people. There was almost a
universal conviction that the existing tariff
system was not just and fair in that it did
not distribute its burdens and benefits
equally among all  people; that
after trial twenty years partly in
peace, party in war, psrt'ly in a timq of
prosperity, partly in.a period of depression,
it had signally failed to yield the pro-
mised results to the country, and the time
had now come when the present tariff
should be/thoronghly revised, if not totally
repudiated. There were many reasons why
the pending measure should not become law,
but the controlling reason was that it was
the duty of congress itself in the discharge
of its censtitutionai obligations, and 1n
obedience to the demands of tke country to
proceed immediately to revise the tariff in
the ordimary way. The pending measurcs
| could result in nothing but delay and pro-

—In the house of commons this afternoon
Gladstone ridiculed the idea of allowing
the imprisoned Irish members to come to
London to vote on the cloture. The gov-
ernment, he said, is bound to be consistent
in administering the coercion act.

Mr. Forster admitted that the protection
act had not done a great decal, but it had
prevented many outrages and murders by
enabling the autherities to lock up those
whe otherwise 'might commit acts of yio-
lence. Outrages must be stopped. If they
were not it would become his duty and the
duty of the house to have stronger measures
still.

MURDERED BY HER LOVER

4 TERRIBLE CRIME PERPETRATED
IN NAPANEE,
el et
Michael Lee Butchers Maggie Howle Because
She Refuses to Marry Him—The Murderer
Captured and Then Attempts Suicide—The
Young Woman Not Unwarned of Her Fate.

NAPANEE, March 28.—A horrible murder
was committed here this morning. The
victim is a yougg girl named Maggie Howie,
aged about 19, daughter of Robert Howie,
farmer, of the York road, near Odessa,
who has for some time filled the position of
kitchen girl at the Tichborne house, and
the murderer is Michael Lee, a house
painter by trade, but now hostler of the
hotel, who had been employed in that
capacity since the 23rd November last up to
to-day. He formerly lived in Perth where
his folks now reside. It seems,that Lee
had formed a stroug attachment,for th
girl, which was at first reciprecated mn
they become engaged, but the girl lattexly
took a strong dislike to him and broke off
the engagement. Lee pressed his suit,
however, with increased vigor, and his

manner caused the girl to fear him. This
was the state of affairs this morning.
THE STORY OF THS CRIME,

as told by Jane Shaw, the co 'k, is as fol-
lows :—Warly this morning Maggie was in
the yard hanging out clothes. While there,
it seems that she had some conversion with
Lee, and when she returned to the kitchen
she appeared frightened, and said to me,
“Jane, I wish you wduld watch if Mike
comes into the stable while I am milking,
I'am afraid of him” ; she then went to the
stable to milk the cow : a short time after-
wards I went out to the stable (about 7.40)
and opeend the large door at the eastern
end ; Lee met me at the door, and said,
“] wish you wonld go away, I want to
have some conversation with Maggie™” ;
he then closed the door in my face : I did
not see Maggie then ; I returned to,the
kitchen and waited there about fifteen min-
utes, after which I went back fo the stable
and found Maggie

LYING DEAD IN THE STALL,
at the western end, and with anaxe lying
close by ; Ithen ran into the house and
gave the alarm to Mr. McDonald.

Miss Shaw then burst into tears and
could not say anything further. Mr. Mec-
Donald, the proprietor of the hotel,«says
that when he went into thestable he fou
the girl lying dead, with a terrible gash in
her head and an axe covered with blood at
her feet. The milk pail was upset and the
cow was still tied in the stail. The bedy
was at once removed to a room in the hotel

THE SEARCH FOR THE MURDERER.

Lee was next looked for, but could be
found nowhere about the prefiiises. ' Sus- -
picion was naturally at onze directed toward
him, and it was afterwards learned that he
was seen on the railway track making for
the woods south of the town. The police
at once despatched 20 special constables in
pursuit of him, and a couple of private par-
ties were organized. Mr. McDonald leara-
ing that Lee was seen crossing the Blanch-
ard farm, started in pursuit, accompanied
by Mr. Thomas Wibon, they being after-
wards joined by Mr. Wm. Joyce. In the
meantime Mr. John Kingsbury had started
in the same direction and sighted Les on
the Joyce farm, about four miles south of
the town. Kingsbury
CALLED UPON HIM TO SURRENDER,
and as he did not comply, firedl a shot at
him from a revolver. The ball missed its
mark, and Lee then turned on Kingsbury.
A conflict would have ensued had not Mr.
Joyce then appeared on the scene from an-
other point and called upon Kingsbury to
shoot. Mr. McDonald then came up, and
Lee, seeing that he was surrounded, ran
aside and
DASHED HIS HEAD AGAINST A STONE
several times, evidently with the intention
of-knncking out his brains.  McDonald
called upon him to desist or he wounld
shoot him. He replied, “I wish to God
you would,” and then gave himself up.
The party then started for Napanee.

THE MURDERKR'S CONFESSIQN.
On the way he asked -several tiwmnes if
Maggie was dead, but was told that she
was not. He then confessed to have
struck her. He said that it wasall through
love for herthat he had done it. He went
into the stable and asked her if she would
come up with the corr, meaning if she
would marry him, and she refused. He
then -struck her. He complained of having
suffered greatly through his love for her,
and said death was preferable to living
withont her. He said he would have kill-
ed himself if they—the people—had only
given him a chance. He was at once
brought to town, and Centre street by
which the party entered was thronged with
an eager and apparently blood-thirsty
crowd, for as the captured murderer passed
through the crowd his face was a mass of
dried gore from his self-intlicted wounds.
The cry rose loudly

“LYNCH HIM, STRING HIM UP.”

The police, however, kept the crowd
back, and the prisoner was lodged in the
cells, a guard being placed over him to
prevent a reuewal of his suicidal at-
tempts.

THE VICTIM AND THE CKIMINAL.

The deceased was & comely, hard-working
respectable girl, and was held in the highest
esteern by employees and fellow servants,
Lee is a voung man of fair intelligence
and by no means bad looking, He was pot
a drinking character, never taking more
than one glass of heer before breakfast.
He has a brother here, a blacksmith, who
is highly resp-cted. He feels his brother’s
crime keenly. It is believed that Lee
plotted the crime some time before he com-
mitted the act.
EVIDENCE OF PREMEDITATION,

The cow is always kept in the stall op-

! posite the large door at the eastern end.

When the murdered girl was found the
cow was in the stall at the western end of
it, having been removed there last night
or early this morning. Lee’s reason for
removing the cow to the far stall is obvious.
If she wasl-ft opposite the door the  mur-
der could not be committed without at-
tractiug the notice of the girls in the kitchey
almost instantly. The place selected was
isolated, and no sound could well issue
from it.

The prisoner is terribly bruised from the
blows he inflicted on himseif, the blood
running down over his face; he presents a
hideaus appearance.
