THE ESTIMATES SET

FIXED AT LAST AT 17 1-4 MILLS ON
THE DOLLAR

The Drafs Bulw;' Agreement Not Dis-
cussed—The Old Flag Bylaw Knocked
Out Once More—3cott-Street Pavement
Referred Back—Speocial Meeting of The
Council Called.

The oid council chamber was packed from
pit to lery last nighbt. . The crowd was
evidently drawn there by the Wo momentous
Questions relating to street railway matters
Tphe agreement and the Sunday car ques-
tion.

In the audiegce wero Judge Macdougall,
W. McCabe, John Laxton, ex-Ald. Pape, Dr.
McConnell, W, F. Maclean, M.P., Otto
Guelich, Ha Piper, W. Laidlaw, Q.C.,
John Shields, E. A. Wills, A. Smith, ex-Ald,
Gowanlock, W. G. McWilliams, Dr. Barrick,
Hugh Blain, John Brown, W. M. Hall, J. F.
Coleman, J, C. Grace and many others.

The disoussion over the draft agreement
between the Railway Company and the city
did not come off owing to the amount of
time taken up by the debates on the elti-'
mates and Sunday cars. The Ratepayers'
Association were out in force and sat side by
side with the representatives of the Board of
Trade. Actuary McCabe was on hand
with & black bag full of figures, and
Ald, MecMuorrich had a statemant in
bis inside pocket that he thinks will knock
Ald. Lamb and the Mayor cold. The ques-
tion will come up at a special meeting of the
council on Thursday next at 3 o'clocit,

It wasa hard night on the Mayor. He
was beaten at every point.

That he lost friends Jast night is a sure
thing. .The ratepayers who packed the
gallery will not forget for many a lon day
the ivsalt be gave them. His adtion in
ordering the police to clear the gallery re-
minded one of a feudal lord ordering his
vassals. The trouble was ail on account of
the citizens objecting to some of the biased
remarks made by Ald. Carlyle,

There was another of the old-time battles
between the representatives 6f the Kast and
West Eunds over the ferry  service,
The company offered to run a line
from Sherbourne-s! ne Island if they
are given|free whnrmud Park. The
western people objected to this uuless they
got the fare, from Dufferin-street reduced
from 15 cents to 10 cents, The Parks and

Glardens Committee will deal with the ques-
tion.

Ald. Bailey’s “old flag” bylaw caussd much
amusement when it came up for the third
reading. Ald. McMurrich read the biil for the
edifleation of the council and Ald. Lyad waved
a Union Jack over the head of Ald. Bailey.
The bylaw was thrown out on a vote ot 12 to
10. ‘ihe ‘‘stalwarts” rallied around the flag,
but it was Lo use, Ald. Bailey gracefully sat
down, remarking to the Mayor that he would

introduce the bill again, just before the next
election.

Ald. MeMurrich is much dissatisfad with
the delay in commencing the work at the new
Union Station. He was inclined to think thé
city was to blame somewhat for the delay.

This the Mayor and Ald. Lamb stoutly
denied. :

ESTINMATES FINALLY PASZED.

The Rate Is 17 1-4 Mills on the Dollar~.
Animated Discussion.

At the meeting of the City Council last
night the Executive Committes reported . in
favor of the rate of taxation being finally
fixed at171{ mills,

Ald. Carlyle said the Executive had not
carried out the wishes of the council as em-
bodied in bis resolution passed at the last
meeting of the council, that the rate be fixed
at 15 mills, .and $300,000 raised by deben-
tures. He maintained that it/ was un-
wise to load up the people with
taxes for the purpose of making
permanent improvements. He said the
Executive Committee was instructed to take
a certain amount from the estimates so that
the rate would be 15 mills; instead of doing
this they bad reported in favor of 17% mills,

Ald. Shaw said it was a waste of time to
send the report back agaiu as some of the
members wisbhed.

The Mayor was satisfied that 'it would be
easier on the people to spread the payments
over a number of years by issaing deben-
tures.

_Ald. Leslie said it wasa good idea for the
cify to pay as it went on, but it was out-
rageous to pay for permanent improvements
out of this year's taxes,

Ald. Shaw was positive the taxpayers are
in-favor of the city adopting the ‘*‘pay-as-
you-go” plan. He counld thoroughly undsr-
stand the Mayor’s position, The Mayor had
started out to reduce taxation and had last
year got the rate down to 1414 mills, and
this year the people were feeling the effects
of tha evil course adopted by the Mayor.
The permanent works are a 'necessity and
must be constructed, and _the past had
taught a lesson thut the ratepayers will vote
down the money bylaw,

Ald. Crawford wanted to know, if the re-
port was sent back to the Executive, when a
decision would be arrived at. He
said there  wonld be,  just as
much ‘money required for permanent im-
provement next vear as this. The Mayor
and his followers were going bsck on their
former policy. He had tried his lsvel best to
keep down the rate in committee, It s an
unsound policy to keep down- the rate of
taxation by increasing the debenture debt,
It Jooks as if the couneil could not do any
business, and as a member he was ashamed
the way. the work was kept back,

Ald. Hallam was totally opposed to the in-
creasing of the debenture debt, The interest
was already $1,000,000 on debentures issued
during the last 15 years. If the city bas any
money there are aldermen around the board
wbo will spend it r cklessly.

The relatives of the survivors are receiv-
ing letters, in which the history of the dis-
aster as told in these despatches is repeated
with little deviation. ;

Some of the survivors hint that' Vice-
Admiral Tryon realized his blunder when
too late and did notafterward care to live.
Among the general blame of the Vice-
Admiral some commentsare made on the
conduct of some of the "other officers in
obeying an order that was certain to result
in collision“between the ships.

A rule in force in the navy provides that
a subordinate is not bound to obey an order
from a superior officer if the execution of
the order is certain to involve an accident.
With this rule in view some of the papers
rather severely comment upon the action of
Rear-Admiral Markham, 0, in his own
despatches, shows he was fullx aware of the
danger attendant upon the \ manceuvre
ordered from the flagship.

As amatter of facy, however, the ra?ond-
bility for the disaster cannot be placed until
a court martial hears the evidence in the
case and renders its decision. The fund
