New York, June 15.—This morning the
counsel for the prosecution and defence in
the trial of Erastus Wiman aadressed the
jury. It was 1.30 when Judge lograham be-
gao his charge. He said that the jury mast
disregard everything but the facts brought
out in the witness stand. The reported
charity of the defendant had nothing what-
ever to do with the case that was pending,
nor had Mr. Duo anything to do with the
jprosecution. The people of the State of
New York were prosecuting the case and no
one else, L)

““And right bere, gentlemen, it is not im-
5fl'opol- for me to speak of this fearful greed

or gold that is oue of the marked
characteristics of the age. Men are
not  content to make their money in
a legitimate way. Thsy must sperulate
and go onspeculating until they are forced to
do crime to get money. They go on from
bad to worse until they end in prison.” 5

Justice Ingraham then explai the law
in regard to forgery and added that in sign-
ing the name Bullinger on the back of the
cheque Wiman had come within the statute,
but be is not guilsy of forgery unless the in-
tent to defraud is perfectly clear. In put-
ting that money %o his own account he had
defrauded not only R. G. Dua & Co., but
also E. W. Builinger, against whose account
the $5000 was charged. Justice Ingraham
then briefly went over the facts of the case
as already presented. He ended by saying:
““Geuntlomen, it now rests with you to decide
whether that cheque was signed with intent
to defraud. Toat alone must determine
your verdict. I know that your duty may
be hard, but it is hard for me too. e both
have a stern duty to perform, and we must
do that duty regardless of any future con-

uencss.”

Wiman Expected the Jury to Disagree.
All the afternoon the crowd in the court-
room increased, aud as the hours passed and
nothing had been heard from the jury-
room Wiman’s hope  increased. )
chatted and laughed with his friends
and seemed in the best of spirits.
*1am sure of a disagreement at least,”. he
said to a reporter not 1) minutes before the
jury came in with their verdict, and only 15
minutes before Mr. Wiman had sent a tele-
gram to his wife telling her that things
looked very bright for him.,
Guilty With a Recommendation to Meroy.
As the jury filed into the court room it
was easy to see what the verdict was. The
Jjurors showed plainly that they had decided
adversely Wiman'’s fate. As Wiman
rose to face the jury his ruddy face
became deadly pale and he trembled
violently. The foreman of the jury was
‘much more affected, however. Indeed he
was actualiy weeping when he delivered the
verdict—guilty, with a strong recommeada-
tion for mercy. The other jurors wounid not
look at the prisoner, and bhurried from the
court room as soon as Justice Ingraham had
thanked them for their service to the state.

Both Gen. Tracy and Mr. Boardman seem-
ed very much surprised at the verdict. Mr.
Boardman said the case would be appealed.
Justice Ingraham adjourned court until next
‘Wednesday morning=at 10 o'clock, when
‘Wiman will be sentenced. The peanalty for
Mr, Wiman's crime is imprisonment for not
more than 10 years in state prison. There is
no misimum penalty, it being discretionary
with the judge.

After hearing the verdict Mr. Wiman
said: *“There is nothing 1 can ssy. My
case will, of course, be appealed. I am not
guilty, for I did not intend to defraud any-
ove. . I was persecuted, not prosecuted.”

The usual motion for a new trial was made
by Mr. Boardman, one of Mr. Wiman’'s

. counsel. The court adjourned to June 20,

when the argumeats will be heard. Mean-
while Mr. Wiman will remain in the Tombs.

Wiman as a model of business integrity and
persoval virtue to perceive that so long
as he was able to ward off—as he was
at the outset—the blows of his tormentor his
vanity seemed to occasion him genuine en-
joyment in his attitude as awan charged
with a hei crime.

tion occurred,however, when the remorseless
oflicer ot the people read a letter, written on
March 31, 1888, to the wife of his benefactor,
and which, although in 1 he did not actually
ask ber to intercede for- hiw, was obviously
intended as a roundabout way of reaching
sue mercy of the man for whom he was
working. There was a deep silence in the
court-room as the epistle was read, and
Mr. Wiman covered his eyes with his
hand.

A Pitiable Spectacle,

Gen. Tracy was unable to
save him. The eircumstantial evidence was
too strong. Mr. Wiman lett the cours room
a very different man in appearance from the
Mr.Wiman who entered it Monday confident
of success,

When the case for the defence was opened
Mr, Boardman placed great stress, in his ad-
dress to the jury, on Mr. Wiman’s previous
good character and l{;hilsm.m'opic acts. The
prosecution was willing to admit his previous
good character, but it tarnished the glitter
on some of his philanthropic schemes
by showing that while Mr. Wiman got
the credit for them R. G. Dun & Co. un-
consciously footed the bills. The most in-
teresting feature of the day, aside from Mr.
Wiman's personal testimony, were letters
covering a period of ten years and more that
he wrote to Mr. Dun.. They were a succes-
sion of confessions of wrong and pigas
for mercy because of his 5 year-
service withi the firm and because of his
family. 7Tbey showed on what a thin crust
he has been traveling for years, and how
near he came mauny times to being publicly

happiness during the day in reading
to the jury some of these extraordinary
letters to  Mr., Dun. They were all
of . them carefully worded and filled
with rounded periods. As he read them he
became oratorical. When he read a particu-
larly well-rounded sentence he stopped and
looked at the jury to observe the effect. Mr,
Boardman said, in opening for the defencs,
that Mr, Wiman wasa vain man, and his
client’s satisfaction in reading these letters
to prove that statement.

The Evening Concert,

Mendelssohn’s “Hymn of Praise” is de-
soribed by -the composer himself as “not a
little oratorio, its plan being not dramatic,
but merely lyrical. Itis called in German
‘Lobgesang’ (The Song of Praiss), and con-
sists of an instrumental symphony of three
movements, which leads to great a chorus, to
which 12 other vocal pieces, solos and
choruses, succeed.” The symphony opens
maestoso con moto with a passage of dis-
tinctly ecclesiastical character, echoed back-
wards and forwards between the trombones
and the full orchestra, the first phrase of
which at once stamps its character on the
whole work.

Mr. Reiger’s solo *Watchman, Will the
Night Sgon Pass?” was a magnificent render-
ing of a passage, which, with its succeeding
charms—the sudden tranmsition from the
beartreuding cry after the light to the quiet
announcement that the light was coms, in-
stautly received with a joyous outburst from
the liberated souls.

The duet, “My Song Shall Always Be Thy
Mercy,” Miss Blauvelt and Mr. Reiger, also
called forth much enthusiasm.

A Pregentation to Mr. Torrington,

The whole work was rendered in an able
manner, and it was a fitting tribute to Mr.
Torrington’s efforts in the cause of
musical art in this city that
on its constusion, the yeteran conductor
should, on bebalf of the members
of "the ochorus . with whom he has
labored so earnestly, be presented with a
testimonial in the shape of a magnificent case
of table cutlery. Mr. Torrington made a
suitable reply to the donorsand also tbanked
the pubiic of Toronto for their hearty sup-
port.

Part second of the program consisted of
Mr. Arthur K. Fisher's cantata, *‘The Wreck
of the Hesperus.” Thisisa grand work and
the work of a thorough musiocian, Longfel-
low's famous poem has been placed in a
beautiful Jyrical form that is worthy of a
first place among modern compositions.

The Work of ghe Soloists,

It is hard to say which of the three soloists
—Mr. Reiger, Dr. Dufft or Miss Blauvelt—
did most honor to the work. Dr. Dufft sang
the lines of the bluff, honest old
sailor superbly and was rapturously recalled
after his readition of
“‘Come hither! Come hither, my little daugh-

ter!
And do not tremble so,
For I can weather the roughest gale,
That ever wind did blow.”

Mr. Reiger’s solos were also finely
rendered, while Miss Lillian  Blau.
velt's ““Oh, father]! I hear the
church bells ring, Oh, say what that
may bel” with the sailor’s answer, *"Tisa
fog bell on a rock-bound coast, and he steer-
ed for the open sea,” was simply superb.
