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The Presidential Election.

As our readers are ere this aware the
presidential election, which took place on
the 8th inst., resulted in a sweeping victory
for the domocratic party, and the triumph-
ant election of ex-president Cleveland.
The republican party has received such a
defeat as it will not recover from in a quarter
of acentulx'. Not ¥nly did Clevelan ou:?'
the usval demooratic states and nearly all
the doubtful ones, but some four or five
other states which have never returned
democratic electors since the war, will this
year give their electoral votes for Cleveland.
It was a regular Waterloo, a landslide, for
president Harrison. In fact he wasn't ‘‘in
it"” at all.

This overwhelming defeat of the repub-
lican party can be attributed to but ome
cause. T{e le have risen in rebellion
against the]McKinley tariff. Two yearsago,
soon after the tariff was revised, the repub-
lican party was overwhelmingly defeated
in the state elections; but this result was
attributed to misrepresentation and mis-
understanding of the McKinley bill. The
sober, second thought of the Feo le, would
lead to a different result, its friends claimed.
Two years have ela) , and now the sober
second thought of the people has been
given, and it is more emphatic than the
first verdict. The people of the United
States have pronounced against Mr. Me-
ol%inley and his tariff, and will have none

it.

We do not wonder at this result. The
old tariff was high enough in all conscience.
It averaged about 47 per cent. or over
double that of the dominion. It was en-
acted during the civil war, as a war tax,
and justified at that time by the urgent
necessities of the nation. Now, thirty
years after, when the nation was at Fwe.
when there was no urgent necessity for an
increase of revenue, when in fact there was
an annual surplus of nearly one hundred
million dollars, the McKyinley bill was
forced through Congress, raising the tariff
to an average of over 63 per cent. Such an
actjdeserves to bring defeat to its promoters,
as it seems like one of extreme folly. As
the democrats appear to have gained con-
trol of a sufficient number of state legisla-
tares to ensure them a majority in the
Senate, we confidently expect such a re-
adjustment of their tariff at an early day
as will be to the mutunal advantage of both
the United States and Canada.

New Newspaper Law,

At the last session of the legislature an
act was passed which makes some little
change in the relationship hitherto existing
between newspaper publishers and their
subscribers. Under the old law the pub-
lisher could send out hiz paper to any one
he chose, and if they were taken out of the
post office by the person to whom they
were addressed, the person so taking them
could be held responsible for payment.
This is now changed. The new law is as
follows: —

““ No person shall be liable to pay any
sum for any newspaper, magazine, or other
periodical sent by post to any such person
by reason only of the fact that such person
has taken such newspaper, azine or
other periodical so sent by post from any
post office or way office, and kept the
same.” :

Under this act a person cannot be com-
pelled to pay for a paper unless he has
ordered or subscribed for it. Having once
done this the publisher can continue sending
it and collect payment until all arrearages
are paid and a proper notice of discontin-
uance is received.

The Czar's Gold.

It is reported from Europe that the Cxzar
of Russia is accumulating vast quantities
of gold, and the newspapers are getting up
quite a scare by declaring that thie move-
ment on his part can have but one object,
that of war in the not distant future. Some
newspaper men with fertile imaginations
have even declared that it is India he is
after, and they have pointed out just when
and where he will begin the attack. Might
it niot be that these men are all wrong, and
that the Czar's intentions are much more
peaceable and, in fact, commendable. He
knows that there is a cold winter coming
on, and that it takes a whole lot of corned
beef, cabbage, ocatmeal and Minard’s Lini-
ment to run a family like his through the
winter. So his czarship it may be, is mak-
ing provision for it. We don’t blame the
Czar one bit for hoarding up gold. We
have long had serious ideas of doing the
same thing ourselves, only—well we can’t
get hold of the gold to heard up.

Voters in the Municipal Elections which
came off yesterday could not have wished for
or enjoyed any finer weather. The atmos-
phere was clear and mild, and the bright
rays of the sun created a warmth almost
equal to that of any of our beautiful Sep-
tember days. The roads were fairly pass-
able, thus affording the aged and those
living quite & distance from the polling-
booths every advantage they could reason-
ably expect in depositing ballots for their
Chficc of caudi%tbea.

n this Ward the day passed by very
quietly, and had it not byeen for theyutrong
representation from the shoredistricts, there
was nothing out of the ordinary occurrences
to attract the attention of our residents.
The opposition offered Counciller Vidito
by Mr. T. A. Balcom received no attention
whatever, as will be seen by the results
given below.

The St. John
market is fairly steady, extra grades bring-
ing from $1.75 to $2.00 per barrel. Later
English advices, however, are somewhat
better, and quote Nova Scotia, Kings 12s.
to 17s.; Baldwins, 12s. to 16s.; Greenings
12s. to 13s. For choice lots of Kings 20s.
to 25s. have been paid.
