a Warehouse without, willingly sub-
mitting to let all be confiscated, if they
sold for one farthing, rather than bring
them to a small Market in the Fort,
exposed to all Accidents of Fire; this
some of them preferred and practiced
at the Detroit. Had I those Regula-
tions, I would have given them a

Copy, but I am as yet uninformed of
them-

complain to him of seven Persons who
are among the Indians without Pass-
ports, namely, Capucin, Lorain, La
Motte, Pot de Vin, Bartholomé, Ber-
geron, and Richarviie; The six last
are Canadians and have been settled
among the Miamis and Ouias from
fifteen to twenty years, except Pot de
Vin, who has been settled as long at
Detroit, but I can give you no certain
