‘The population of the
city l.emg swall, our financial resources
are very limited, and though much
needed, we did not feel able to build a
chuich, hence thought it best to pro-
vide a ;ar-onage. A small but suit-
able church 20 x 30 has beend. dicated
at Richmond [North Armj and free
of debt, where we preach fortnightly
to sume hirty settlers,and have a mem-
bersh 1 of eight ; distant from this eity
fifteen nyes; a canoe is our conveyance.
By the D.vine blessing, & special meet-
ing of six weeks continunance at Derby
resulted in the conversion of twelve
souls aud a class ot sixtcen, embracing
a seitlem nt of some seven miles square,
This is now a field, after seven years
of toil, askinyg for a resident pastor, and
of considerable promise, and should
have more lubor bestowed than it is
possible for us to render. At this

appointment we hope soon, say thres -
months, to dedicate a beautifal church
with a tower, site known by old pas.
tors and others,bet ween Howison'sand
Nelson's,

Burrard Inlet, 10 miley distant from
town [the first ten miles I ever walked
in my hfe] I visit on foot every fort.
night, aud though we have no member.
ship yet, it contributes liberally to the
civreuit incume, The total income from
this mission for the year now closed ig
four hundred dollars. This muy seem
too small; but, if you consider the tota}
contributed for all purposes, such ag
porsonage, church, Missionary, &o,
making seventeen hun.ired dollars,with
a membership one year ago of thirty.
one, though now thirty-six, the casp
compares better, and perhaps second
to none in giving.
