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Tho Budget for the Dominien of
Canado was presented by the Finance
Ministor, Mr. Foster, in a vory lengthy
and able specch. Whilst other colon.
ies of Great Brituin had folt acutely
the commsrcial depression, Canadd,
almost alone amongst the countries
of the world, shows during 1802 08 an
inoressed trade both in imports and
oxports, and an increased revenuo of
one and a quarter million dollars over
the preceding year.

Coming to revenuo and expenditure
for 1808 the statement was not so
favorable :

two reasons—-firet, from a genera! ap
prebension of a change of tariff ; and
secondly, from our peopla feeling the
influences of the world wide depression
and period of low prices. Whence it
is concluded that if the expenditure is
normal there will be a defioit at the
end of the year.

Liquors and tobacco form the first
schedule, The only change mads is
the taking off one half cent per pound
on malt duties. The next is the agri-
cultural products. Animals living,
which wero formerly 25 per cent. bave
boen reduced to 20 per cent. Fresh
mutton, which was 3 cents per pound,
has been changed to 85 per cextt.
Porlk, which before had two schodules,
light and heavy, is now put at a
aniform duty of 25 per cent. As to
graing——oats have been kept at 10
centd per bushel, aud cornmesl at 40
cents per barre! ; but two schedules
hava been formed with other grains.
The firay schedule contains corn and
barley, which are kept as before; bat
an offer of resiprocity 18 made npon
these products by a special olause.
Wheat and wheat four are kapt at the
former rates—15 cents per bushel on
the former, and 75 cents per barrel
on the latier.

The duty on books is changed from
8d valorem to six cents per pound. An
extengivo free list is given, inzluding
prayer-books, two copies for University
and Qollege libraries,

A great deal of attention was devot-
ed to the duty on iron. The policy is
to keep upon pig iron the same ocaos-
toms duty and the same bounty as at
present, the doty being $4 per ton
and the bounty $2 per ton. It is
farther proposed to make tha serap
duties on iron till the end of the year
$3 instead of $2, and afler the next
firgt of Januarg $4 per ton. Blaat
furnaces are to have a bounty for five
years from starting, of $2 a ton apon
puddled bar.
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Two single itoms have beon made
of the wholo woollon business. Yarns,
woollen and worsted, which bore 10
cents o pound and 20 por cent. ad
valorom, have been made to bear an
ad valorem duty of 27§ per cent., and
all fabrics and manufactures of wool
bave been put at the rate of 80 per
cent.

\With roterence to wood, lugs and
round unmanufactured timber not
gpeciolly onurmorated or provided for
in the aot; firewood, railroad ties,
ship timber and ship planking are
fres, and other wonds mentioned in
the soheduloare freo.  This is a spesial
conaession to Manitobs and the North.
West.

The total reductivn of revenue re-
sulting from the changes, taking as a
basis the iwnports of last year, will
amount to $1,500,000 to $1,60V,000.

At a meeting of the Alumni Asso
ciation in connestion with Toronto
University College there wers somo,
good spoeches. The guest of the
evening was Dr, Angell, President of
Miochigan University. After being
happily introduced by the Hon, 8. H.
Blake, who said * he had some fenrs
when reading the other day the long
list of articles included in the mew
tanff, that there might be some 1mped-
iment placed in the way of importation
of such matter as Dr. Angell repre-
sented.” Dr. Angell seid, “he rejoiced
in the fact that he was not numbered
among the taxable commodities yet,”
and with this hagpy introduetion to hig
subject Dr. Angell continued : ¢ It was
impossible to stop the free interchange
of what was the most valuable preduct
of all-thought. Thay on their side,
shared with us our heritage in the
wealth bequeathed to us by our
Shakespeare and Milton and Baocop,
and we also had a common ghare with
them in Longfellow, Lowell, Whittier
and Hawthorne.” The Speaker said,
* that we in Ontaric were blessed by
natare with lavish gifts, encircled by
o Zone of beautiful lakes and rivers,
woregivenasoil that filled thebarngand
granaries of our farmers to bursting,
with mineral wealth whose greatness
wasonly beginning to be suspscted.
Spesking of State education Dr. Angell
declared “asunworthy of our people the
idea that the duty of tho State wasdone
when it had provided for primary
education. Education should be =o
free that the poor man’s son should
have just as good a chance as the rich
man's son. God had scattered the
geeds of genius impartially, had placed
somo of the richest jewels in the poor-
est sottings. Al history showed this,
‘I'be speaker referred to somo notable
examples—to the son of the Ayrshire
peasant, who sang tho sweotest songa
that ever were sung upon the Scottish

hills; to the poor lad to whom the

cleotrio ourrenta paused a momont to
roven) their soorets; to him who har.
nessed steam and rovolutionized all
locomotion ; to the poor American
boy who led his country out cf slavery
and degradation. If such was tho
cage, he pleadod, should not our uni-
versity doors bo thrown open to all
aliko? In Europe this was the case.
Tho present Emperor of Germany sat
side by side with o blacksmith’s son
in the Gymuasin. Tho great medioval
schools of Europo had been, through
privato munificence and the efforts of
the church, open to all classes alike.
And what were these sohools ? The
map of Eorope had been changed
again and again, dynasties had been
got up and ovarthrown, Kings and
Emperors bad comes and goue, but
theee had abided. Anrd through them

been diffused throughout the whole
body of saciety. There conld vever
be a surplus of men of thought and
training. There might bo a surplus
of fools and dandies, but never of
these.”

Mr. 8. H. Blake, 1n referning to
Dr. Angell’s remarks, gave some plain
facts about the needs of Toronto
University. Mr. Blake spoke of what
had been done in other cities by
generous minded individusls for ths
benefit of higher educaticn. In our
own country be mentioned the mag-
nificent donation of Mr. W. C. Maec-
donald to MecGill, of $1,000,000. Mr.
Blake thought the moneyed people of
Ontario should come forward and
assist our University of which they
professed to be proud.

In the Church of St. Patrnck,
Limeriok, at the celebration of Ire-
land's patron Saint, the Very Rev.
Prior Glynn, 0.S.A., of St. Patrick's,
Rome, after givieg an eloquent and
vivid description of the work of Ht.
Patrick, alluded to the Holy Father's
feeling towards Ireland. He said:
“From tho lips of the late Cardinal
Joseph Pecci, the brother of his Holi-
ness, he frequently heard that the
Pecer fanuly—the parents as well ag
the childten—made a deep study of
Ircland. The father of the present
Pope, Count Pecci, was an officer
under Napoleon. The Cardinal told
him that lus father during his travels
had frequently metl with Irish soldiers
in the service of France, the men of
the Old Brigade, and that they had
spoken to him in tender accents of the
wrongs of their country. Count Pecci
was always deeply moved by what he
bad beard, and when the wars were
over, and he returned to his mountain
home at Carpineto—the birthplace of
the Pope—he and his children came
to the knowledge and love of Ireland.
It was his privilege for many years on
ithe vigil of our National festival to
prosent the Pope with a bunch. of
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shamrooks from gho greon hills of
Ireland, aud overy yoar his Holines:
assared him that for 8t, Patrick and
Ircland he would wear vur chosen
lepf over his heart on the 17th of
Maroh. The shamrocks worn by Leo
XIII. were taken from thoe heights of
Bingland, and from the grave of our
Apostle at Downpatrick,

Tho Church of St. Agatha in Rome
and the annexed Irish College attracted
a great number of visitors on St. Pat-
rick's Day, * thanks to the special
interest and kinduness,” says o Roman
correspondent of an exohange, *sbown
by the rector, Mgr. Kelly, to all the
Irish in Rome. The Rev. Monsignor
O’Bryen preached an eloquent and
Jeeply interesting sermon in the tein-
porary chapel of 8t. Patrick, whieh is
situated wichin the walls of the splen-
didnew Augustinian College, and which
does duty while awaiting the reahsa-
tion of tho great projeci of raising a
grond monument to the apostlo of
Ireland.” Monsignor O'Bryen has
been a frequent visitor to Toronto,
and was here as recently as last
autumn, the guest of Mr. P Hughes,
Jarvis street.

A good deal of excitement is aroused
at the Vatican, owing to the announce-
ment ¢ that the holy Father, notwith-
standing his great age, has consented
to go through the cures prescribed by
the celebrated Mgr. I{neipp, of Wor.
ishofen, in Bavaria.  Father Kneipp
had beon staying in Rome soms time,
when Cardinal Monaco della Vallatta,
who was gravely ill placed himself
under his care. The treatment com-
pletely re-established the Cardinal in
heslth, and wheg he visited 120 XIIT,
Cardinal Monaco spoke about Mgr.
Kpeipp in the 1nost enthusiastio
manner. Ag the Pope was just
then suffering from a severe pain
in the knee, he immediately sent
for Father Kpeipp and placed himself
unresorvedly in his bands. The trest-
ment prescribed was severe. Afler
making sure that the circulation of
tho blood was vigorous and complste,
Father Enecipp administered cold
douches to the venerable patient, con-
demned him to eat black bread with
vegetables and to drink only spocially
prepared malt coffee. At first the .
pain seemed to inorease, which sur-
prised the Bavarian priest; but on
making the discovery, that the holy
Father wore flannel, which he does
not think healthy; Fatber Kneipp
ordered tuat linen ghould be womn
instead. Although some of the at-
tendauts were a littlo alarmed at thege
extreme measures, the preseription
has been strictly followed with bene-
ficial results.
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On May the 5th will commence a
sories of fetes to celebrate the anni-
versary of the late Pope, Pius the IX,
On the morning of that date, o solemn
Requiem Mass will ba celabrated in
the Basilica of Banr Lorenza, after -
which a panegyric will be read on the
life of the lato Pontiff. And on tho
samo day the teautiful mosaic orypt
which ocontains the remains of his
lato Holiness will be inanguratec.
