CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

WiITH the month of February entered
into, it is beleved the time 15 neanng
when lumber will become an active
factor in commerce.  This, at least,
1s the hope of the trade. How far that
hope 1s to be realized is a question that is
seriously discussed by lumbermen. *“Lum-
ber s all right,” was the clear-cut state-
ment of one of the largest mill men of the
province a day or two since, though com-
mercial conditions generally, he was pre-
pared to adnut, were slow and uncertain.
More than once we have noted the strony
spinit of confidence that 15 displayed by
thase who lhold large interests in miling
properties and timber lmuts. And there
would scemn to be substantial 1easons for
entertaining this view. Timber to-day 13
one of the resources of the country that
can hardly be expected to depreciite 1n
value. As is frequently vemarked, the
man who can hold on totimber lunits 1s
sure to make money. Adimmtting so wuch,
however, the inmediate question s this:
will this spirit of confidence help matenal-
1y the business of the spring and summer of
18952 ‘There are those i the trade, who
are able from a wide and intimite know-
ledge of the field to formn an intelhpent
opinton, who fear that there will not be as
great a revival of trade the coming season
as 1s expected on many hands, and hoped
for by all. They argue that there 1s stll
prevalent a sp'nit of distrust i the busi-
ness community, and wiilst it 1s beheved
that boitom has really been struck, at the
same ume, the progress from rock bottom
onward to A more encouraging condition
of affairs witl be slow. Ciution s, there-
fore, advised, and the beliefis that pre-
paratons ought mnot to be made for an
over large trade, less serivus consequences
follow, and retard the progress that
may have been wade.  What then, 1s
asked, will be the effect of these condi-
tions on prices? Thereisno dispositivn at
the present ume to break prices, but theie
are those who contend that afier the new
cut 15 on the market, and cvery one wall
know just what shape the business of the
spring and summer has taken, that prices
will become lower. The conunued pre-
sence of southern pine on the Canadian
market is abo having, its beating on
prices. Notwithstanding known cflunts
that lumbermen of the south are making
to place their industry on .« more business-
like basis, it is hard to prevent cuiting in
pnices for yellow pine. Thesé are cie-
menis that have a close bearing on the
price situation of the future, and need to
be considered with care by those who are
in the market to buy.

QUEBKRC AND NEW BRUNSWICK.

The extent to which United States
lumbermen are interesting themselves in
the timber lands of the Maritime pro-
vinces and Quebec must have an impor-
tant bearing on the futwe of the lunber
industry of these provinces. A mention
of the large timber purchase in Nova
Scotia made by a syndicate of United
States luppbermen, and a purchase in the
vicinity of Three Rivers, Que.,, of about
1,300 square miles of timber lands, by
General -R. A. Alger, and Col. A. T. Bliss,
of Michigan, is sufficient to  signify
what is meant. In Ontario it is known
that when American lumbermen come
into possession of limits they do not al-
low them to remain idle, but are hustlers
in the work of cutting the timber and rea-
lizing, with as much rapidity as possible,
on thair investments. It is a natura)
thing to expect that thesc changes in the
ownershiji-of nmber lands in the Lower
Provinces will have a like influence there.
Combined with this circuirstance is the
activity in the wouds in the Maritime pro-
vinces this year, which is more agyressive
than a year ago, raising the expectation
that the now season, which will shortly
open, will be fruitful of larger immediate
business than kas been the case for a
year or two past. Large lumbermen like
Senator Snowball, Alex. Gibson and
others hope to see more activity in the
markets of the United Kingdom than i
the year closed, and are shapingtheir
busine,s 10 meet thesc expected require:
ments. Added to the trade with Gr.oat
Britun some .ncrease in the business with
France a.d certiinly an increase in
United States business is anticipated.

BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The continued shipping of Briush
Columbiat lumber to California Letokens
the capture of a furrly successful field by
Canadiancoast lumbermen. Tuquote trom
the Tacoma correspondent of a lumber
cotemporary ;. “The fellows a .ross the
line are slowly. but surcly, geung into
the be:t market for fir and spruce lumber
that we have.,”  Not a lintle lamber iv go
ing abroad eve y week, but it must be ad-
nuited that the eaport ficlds of Australia,
South Africa ani! even South Awmerict are
not providing very lucrative business for
lumberinen at present.  Preparations at
the same time are going on actively for
the new season's trade, and it is thought
that Februay will aot Jose without prac-
tical evidence that the lumber Lusiness
of the coast s really taking a shape that
will bring, adaal business to lamber...en.

UNITLD S1ATES.

Business of the week has been dis-
turbed by monetary troubles. It is

only about a year since the whole
commerce of the United States was para:
lyzed Ly the silver trouble, and it Jooks as
though there would be a repetition of the
difficulty through the condition of gold in
the national treasury. It 1s not our place
to discuss the monetary problem, but it is
a matter of serious concern to the lumber
trade, on the eve of an apparent revival,
that difficalty again from this source should
show itself. The effect on the week’s
trade has been to stay transactions that
might havedeveloped into reality, andlum-
bermen are commencing 10 draw them-
selves into their shells and ask the ques-
tion, is there safety in branching out with
aay degree of vigor into spring business?
It is to be said that with the opening of
February the feeling was that trade would
commence to bestir itself. These condi-
tions are now changed, emphasizing the
hope that the President and Congress will
show thenmselves equal to the situation
and that no prolonged paralysis shall be
placedonbusiness. Informationthatcomes
to the LUMBLRNAN from those who have
recently visited the lumber centers of the
eastern States y . to show that the pro-
babilities all pomt to an mproned trade
this spiing. Get away from Buffulo,
Tonawanda and Albany, and there is not
muce lumber in stock anyshere, ind even
at these points, a lumbenman who has
gone over that ground within the past
week is authonty far the statement, that
there stocks are not as luage as many
people had supposed, and as has been
stated in the press. Prices are not de-
clining, though it is not believed that there
can be any advance until 2 demand in
larger proportions than that which shows
itself, even when taking a sanguine view
of the situation, is manifest. When the
new cut comes on the market it will de-
pend on the shape trade has then taken
how fir present prices will continue 10
hold firm.
FORRIGN.

It is really believed that the old ches-
nut, repeated over and over again in Jua-
ber warcles for a year back, that the lum-
Ler tiade was improving. is materializing
o fact this ume.  There are good
reasans fut supposing, taking the markets
of the United Kingdom throughout, that
lumber conditions are putting on ncieased
strenth and.that the dragging in busi-
ness that has bLeen so plun i the past
wilt hay ¢ disappeared befure many months
will lave passed over.  In te larger
cues hike London, Liverpuul, Manchester
anu Glasgow at this wnung iherc are
eviclences of larger activity in thase hines
of business that go to swell the consump-
tion of lumber.
