plate. Owing to the nature of

can be little doubt that the course
he has pursued, has resulted in his
having established the most friend-
ly relations with the mammon
of unrighteousness. There are
those probably who will conclude
that a man whose mental condi-
tion leads to his giving up religion,
and joining the Church of Eng-
land, should be ostracized, sent to
the small-pox hospital, or possibly
to the other hospital, where they
are in greater need of suljects ; and
it is within the bounds of possibili-
ty that this living,” and doubtless
loyal subject of Her Majesty might
be of greater benefit to the com-
munity in a dissected than in an
undissected state ; if the disorder
of giving up religion should be-

““Pulpit Criticism,” although, so
far as circumstances admit, he
nays ocnasional visits to the Epis-
copal Church, has not on that ac-
count, necessarily ‘“given up re-
ligion.”

ate, if he be rei)lete with nothing
else, is generally bloated with con-
ceit ; the practical outcome of such
