Chrixtinns
nro not fauhfulto tho Master, nor to
their country, when they sacrifico their
roligious convictions for tho snke of
political party.  Aud just hore is tho
wonknoas of the Church aud tho poril
of the 8tate  Mauy good mon arc more
afrnid their party will bo dofeated, than
they arc that virtue and (ruth and
purity in public life shall suffer.  They
are not willing to stand oul bravely and
stendfastly against corrupt men, when
tho temporary success of their party
seeins to domand overy man's vote, If
they would be true to their religivus
principles. aud never voto for bad e,
Ly whatever party sel up, thLoy would
wake themselvesfelt as & prity—ns n
power i the State.  Thus they would
control win outside of their own ranks.
They wouli make the world feel the
greatuce~ o truth and moral principle,
and thia the world would be compelied
te stand in wholesome fenr of the
religionx clement.  As it is now, we
fenr that politicnl men mako vory little
account of what good meu say and do
in the matter of polities. It is xuid
that Mr. Gladstono is so upright that
politicinus are afraid to trust him—ihnt
18, they do not believe he will yicld to
suit thoir purposes, and he is in danger
of boing deserted beeauso ho is good.
In our country, tho Church is not te
asnert itacll na a Church.  But as in-
dividunl members, all Christians nre
bound to stand fast to their profession
and exhibitin politics, an in busincss
and religion, that they seck first the
kingdom of God. Right i the

coutrol of legislation hns been obt: :
combinations of meu with vast woulth,
sad corporations controlling vast nmn
bors of men and bundreds of milliouw of
money, have put the powar of govern-
mout in the hands of a fow iudividunls,
who uso it for thoir own nggeandize-
mont.  The will of tho people 1y stifled,
and a fow conspiritors bun&e«l secrotly
pull wiros that work tho machinery
ed govornmont. The foulest oxample
is, of course, tho oligarchy that mfes,
opprossos and inaults the metropolix.
ut what tho political movers do liere,
is dono on a greater scalo in many othor
places, and is fast becoming tho order
of tho day. Bad mon aro coming lnto
thio control of party mnchinery, and aro
using partios for their own solfish ondx
and not for tho country's welforo.
Thero aro men who think themselves
intelligont who will deny this statemeut,
but no intelhgent wan will.
The remedy and slvation of State
li‘fg ;vnl! be fo‘uml in ging back to the

walvation of the State. And wo honest-
Iy believo, if the Christian wen of Lhis
ity and of this country would fearlessly
nssert nud act upon theso principles,
they would scoure the nomination to
oftico nud the cletion of wpright men.
