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may from time to time be agreed upon by the appropriate authorities

of Trinidad and Tobago and Canada.

ARTICLE #.3

Unless other arrangements are made for particular courses

of training, costs shall be borne as follows:
(a) Canada shall bear the cost of:

(i) the allowances mentioned in subparagraphs

(b) (iii) and (iv) of Article 4,

(ii) tuition, clothing and equipment required for

training, and all other training costs,
(iii) rations and quarters,

(iv) duty travel in connection with the training,

and

(v) administration, including routine medical and

dental care.
(b) Trinidad and Tobago shall bear the cost of:

(i) the pay and allowances mentioned in sub-paragraph

(a) of Article 4,

(ii) the Maintenance Allowance provided for in sub-

paragraph (b) (i) of Article 4,

(iii) the Clothing Allowance provided for in sub-
paragraph (b) (ii) of Article 4,

(iv) return commercial transportation between Trinidad
and Tobago and Canada, including all in transit

costs,
