N.B. The housing programs during 1973-74 and 1974-75 will be
essentially the same as for the current year. If the Yukon
Rental-Purchase housing program is accepted by the Indian
people in certain communities in preference to the Subsidy
Housing Program, the funds presently designated for those
communities will be allocated to other communities for
housing, or as in the case of Old Crow, for a sanitation system
if a satisfactory system can be designed for that community.

ANSWERS TO QUESTIONS BY MR. NIELSEN

QUESTION

(a) What is the total cost of one unit built, for example, at Ross
River?

ANSWER

The actual capital costs of the housing units to be constructed for
the Yukon Territorial Rental-Purchase Housing Program will not be
known until the contracts are awarded. While the per unit costs may
vary to a small extent due to differing locations, it is estimated that
the average cost will be $16,000.

Le coiit des
maisons pourra varier un peu, selon la localité, mais on estime que,
en moyenne, il sera de $16,000.
