Only sixteen of these could be considered sctive Curing 1932. The
new provisions for leadership end & re-oriented progremme we hope
will effecet this situstion. We woulé¢, however, meke the following
suggestions:

{2) Thaet in pleces where active branches ¢o not exist,
the CGenersl Council encoursge the formetion of less
formel organizations of the locel membership - such
a8 committees ané study groups;

That it consider the ccvelopment of & policy whereby
grants will be mede to sssist in the cerrying out of
local programmes;

That greater emphesis be plecced on co-operstion with

other existing locel or¢enizetions.,

Chenges in the Constitution,

To mekc recommenietions in the foregoing effcective end
othcrwise to interpret the spirit and intentions of this report,
certein chenges in the Constitution of the Society ere suggcsteds
The complete constitution es we recommecnéd it is es follows:-

NAME.

The neme of the Society shall be thc "Leaguc of Nations
Socicty in Canaca.

OBJECTS.
The objeets of the Socicty ere:

To furnish informetion about the Lceguc of Niutions,
t%s principles, its organization ancC its work;

To study intcrnztional problems and Cansla's reletion
thercto as a member of the British Commonweelth and of
the L—-egue of N:-tions,

To foster mutusl unéerstencing, good-will, ancd the spirit
of co-operation bectween the people of Cancca and those of
other countries, in accoréance with the spirit of the
Lecgue of Netions and with the object of promoting inter-
national pesace.

In order to more effectively cerry out thc above objects,
to promotc the esteblishment of provincial or local
associations, branches or committces, anc to co-operate
for such purposcs with any existing orgenizetions having
like objects.

OFFICERS.

Honorary.
The Prtron of the Society, Honcrary Presidents and
Honorery Vice-Presidents shall be chosen at the Annual
Meetinge.

The President of the Society, one or more Vice-Prcsicdents
ané the Honorery Treasurer shall be elected at the Annuel
Mceting.

Exccutive.
The Nrtional Secretary shell be eppointed ennually by the
National Council which shall c¢efine his duties end fix his
sclary. The Neztionsl Sceretary shell be the chief executive
