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that cause, which in your hearts you know
to be incomparably the highest? It is a

solemn question, one which it behoves us

to ask and to answer. Yea, it has been

already answered, it is being now answer-

ed. The life has answered it, is answering

it before God. Be assured there is no

obligation resting on us of a more impera-

tive character than to co-operate with

our fellow-Christians of other nationalities,

in building up withm this large and fair

Dominion, a religious life as intelligent and

decided, as that which has had its seat for

centuries in the smaller but not less fair

land beyond the ocean, from which so

many of us come. It is not the work of

any one church or of the people of any one

nationality. Our share in it, as Christians

of Scottish lineage, will not be either an

un-useful or an inglorious one, if by God's

blessing we help to impress on the religious

life of our adopted country some of the
