' BIG DECREASE IN

BULLDING PERMITS

In Ward Seven During Last
Few Months Owing to
Stringency.

CUSTOMS RECEIPTS LESS

Women's Missionary Societies

The money stringency has made itself
very apparent in Ward Seven during the
last few months in the decreage ot the
building permits issued for buildings in
West T'oronto. During the month of
January only 16 permiis were issued with
a total cost of §$/3,915. The list includes
no large items at all and cofisists chief-
ly of dwellings, of which 36 are iound in
it. Last January the to:al amount of the
permits issued was nearly three times
as much, but the list then included sev-
eral factories averaging $40,000 each.

Socjeties Amaigamate.

Customs Duties Less.

There is a big decrease in the customs
duties at West Toronto ports. The col-
lections for January amounted to $47,-
899.71. This is a decrease of $75,771.46
from the corresponding month of last
year. In the first ten months of the
customs year the duties collected amount-
ed to $708,119.54.
ten months of the previous year the
duties totaled $749,215.66, showing a de-
crease of $41,096.12. This is believed to
be caused by the mild weather, in having
less shipments of coal than ih former
yvears, The duties almost reached the
million mark last customs year,

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STICK TO THE POINT

It is not the veracity of motorists or
the assiduity of county constables that is
on trial befrre the county councll, but the
fee system of payment for magistrates
and constables. The >nly proper test of
a system for any purpose is an efficiency
test, and the fee system has been found
wanting in this respect, It has been
proved by the evidence of the constables
themselves that charges which should
have been laid were neglected, and that
in some /instances a charge of a minor

offence was substituted for a charge of
a major offence.

While this evidence was advanced as
proof that charges were not trumped up
for the fees to be derived from them, it
surely proves that cases which should
have been brought tn court were not
pressed, thus defe:ting the purpose for
which the whole system of. county police
administration was designed. .

Since the system is go faulty it is evi-
dently out of place to discuss the behav-
for of individual constables or the_speed
of automobiles. These things are side
issues. If a magistrate is pald by fees
which are the direct result of convictions,
why not make it a rule that no juryman
wilk be paid unless his verdict is “guil-
g i

"Ne do not question the purity of the
administration of justice in county police
courts at present, but it is surely evident
that the fee system leaves a loophole for
suspicion on the part of the person
charged. He knows that his conviction
is profitable to the magistrate ard the
constable, and he ras serious doubts as
to the adjustment of the scales of jus-
tice. .

Referring to the county constable, The
Toronto Globe said yesterday:

He.is on plece as well as peace
work. As a consequence he must
work to make wages. If on salary
he could smoke his pipe at ease thru
the long day and let the speeders
speed to thelr heart’s content.

Surely thls.is a low estimate of what

a constable drawing a salary would do.
Do our city police smoke their pipes and
let speeders speed to their heart’s con-
tent? What happens to the man who
does this kind of thing in other walks
of life? He is “fired.”

EASTERN ONTARIO WANTS
HYDRO-ELECTRIC POWER

Villlages of Williamsburg and Win
chester Springs Now Con-
sidering the Project.

(Special ‘to The Toronto World)

CORNWALL, Feb. 2.—At a public
meeting held in the Village of Wil-
liamsburg to discuss the project of the
village contracting for power from the
Hydro-Electric Commission of Ontario,
Charles D. Leacock, the commission’s
district engineer, gave much general in-
formation on the matter.

The village was offered power at a
cost of $26 per horsepower. The commis
sion would instal a pole type trans-
former at Morrisburg of sufficient capa-
city to serve the village with lights for
the streets, housSes and stores, and any
motors that might be needed.

The ratepayers will vote on the ques-
tion shortly.
