There
was no need of a church there, but, af ';er the
great Exclusion, altars began to lise outside the
gates to articulate man's desire to get back into
the companionship of God. The other place
where a church is not needed is the new
Jerusalem, the City of God. John says: " I
saw no temple therein," because none is needed
in the sinless realm. But we are here on the
