gotlating the long grind in 6.21.06, . an
average of 78.72 miles per hour. The race
was won in 6.42.08 last year,

Ten minutes and twenty-three seconds
later Teddy  Tetzlaff, in a Fiat, thun-
dered across the tape a winner of second

in .a Mercedes, Hughes made the re-
quiréd 200 laps in 6.34.56%. The fourth
man across- the finish was Merz in a
Stutz. His time was 4.26.25 2-3. The four
drivers ‘mentioned all bettered the  re-
cord made by the winning Marmon in last
year's motor classic.
