CANADIAN NORTHERN MAIN
LINE TO THE PACIFIC COAST
VIA LONDON AND DETROIT

Railway Company Plans to
Complete Western Ontatio
Portion by Time Line Is
Built to Vancouver—Great
Benefit Will Accrue.

The Canadian Northern Rallway
Co. has at last brought to light the
final plans for the completion of'tho
Ontarfo portion of the C. N. R. Trans-
continental system. Up to the pres-
ent time the plans of this rallway re-
garding the Western Ontario outlet,
the main transcontinental line, have
been kept secret, but they .have now
reached the stage which makes their
announcement feasible,

These plans include the runnins of,
the Western Ontario Iine of the trans-
continental southwest from Toronto
to Hamiiton and from that city to
London. From London the line goes
thru the western iaorﬂpn of the pro-
vince to Detroit, at which place con-

nectfon will be made with the big
American roads of the west.
January, 1914, by which time it is
predicted the C. N. R. Transcontin-
ental will be built right thru from
Vancouver to Montreal, is the date
for the completion of this rallway's
Western Ontarfo line to Detroit. This
is the date on which the lease ex-
pires and the C. N. R. could obtaln
possession of the London and Port
Stanley Rallway, for the acquirement
of which tho Canadian Northern are
now coneludlng arrangements, It is
the intention of the C. N. R. to have
their lne thru to Deiroit ready for
operation at the same time as they
take over the L. and P, S. R, "

With London on the Western, On-
tario thru line it is the intention of the
Canadian Northern to make the City
{ot London a second Toronto. With
the deepening of “the harbor at Port
Stanley, the C N. R."will make it one
of the calling ports of the 18 great
lake steamers mtroucd bv_m Mac-
,keu-l' and M and thus
-glve Liondén and Western Ontarlo .a -
thrit water connection for freight with
the west and Montreal.

’ Big Thing for Rondon. :

In the development of the City of
London {itself the C. N. R. agrees to
put up a large new hotel, to cost at
least $250,000, tin addition to’ provldlm
modern station facilities. Altho this
lafter has not been definitely decided
upon as yet, the C.N.R. also state that
in addition to the above it is alto-
¢ether probable -that London will be
sel d as the lo¢ation of the Western
Onurio divisional ghops.

Pracucaly the only g¢hjection rals-
ed by the people of London was that
it might Interfere with the serviee of
the Rere Marquette Rallway, the pre-

the agsurance of the C.N.R. that they
will, on acquiring this line at the ex-
piration of the lease at the end of
1918, grant the Pere Marquette run-
ning rights, and further state that If
an agreement between the two rafl-
ways cannot be reached, they are
willing to let the matter of terms be
decided by the rallway board.
